If you haven’t read it, you will find it
contains a history of the Grandville and
Jenison areas. Though we continue to learn
more, this book continues to be our go to
book for historical information of our area,
thanks to all those who worked so hard to
make it a reality.

Dear writers of “Bend in the River”,

I just finished reading, Bend in the
River. It is a remarkable book and
brought back so many memories.

My father and mother were John and
Jennie Vanstratt, we lived about a mile
south of the Jenison mausoleum. We
went to Bursley School with Theo
Jenison. I have been in the Jenison
homes.  Also through Hubbard and
Hanchett home.  Ethal Hanchett was
married to Henry Ewing, later was
married to John Hamstra, and was our
neighbor in Robinson Township.

On the Bursley school picture (Bend in
the River, page 219), I am the first little
girl on the left; Lousia VanStratt. Our
surroundings out there was called the
clay hills. Our neighbors were
Trasher’s, McCoy’s, Weirenga'’s,
Thomson s, Balkerma and Minderhout.
When the Interurban line went through,
my parents boarded 18 men and their
teams of horses.

I'm related to Vanstratts, Zandbergan,
Huizenga, Closterhouse, Balkema,
DePuit, DeWeerd, Oosterink, Reminga
and know so many of the people in the
book. Wayne Tanis is married to my
grand daughter.

It is so wonderful to have a book, “bend
in the River” that can be handed down
to our coming generation.

Georgetown fire
department
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The article below s out of the archives of
Virginia Tummer’s files (past historian of
the Jenison Historical Association)

The earliest recorded fire was in 1853--
consumed the home of S.L. Lowing.
Entire house and contents destroyed
which included the post office and the
supervisor’s office. Only the assessment
role survived, since it had been left at
the home of the county clerk.

Oct. 16, 1934 fire burned the Jenison
barn on Port Sheldon across from the
Jenison homestead (the one with the
cupola). Grandville and Hudsonville
fire departments responded.

The township board minutes of January
7, 1946 record the beginning of the
Georgetown Fire Department. The first
fire truck was purchased in July of that
year at a cost of $1,418.80. In
December the board appointed John
Brink, Fire Chief and approved the
following men to work with him: Henry
Van Noord, Assistant; Nelson Hoezee;
Ben Meinema; Jim Baareman

In the 1950’s, the Georgetown fire
department purchased coats, boots,
helmets and additional hose. In 1956,
just prior to the tornado, a new fire
truck was purchased. The on-the-job
training of the volunteer firemen during
these years included the burning of the
old Jenison Saloon on Mill Street.

In 1955, John Huizenga, John and Ed
Spellman went to the township board to
request a fire station. Previous to the
new fire station opening in 1956, the fire

truck had been stored next to Spoelma’s
body shop on Old M-21 just west of the
Grandpville limits.

Also in April, 1956, the new $9,700 fire
station was ready for business.
Volunteers contracted for the building
(30x44-foot brick, steel and concrete fire
station) themselves and put in many
hours of work applying the finishing
touches. Besides two front doors, a large
rear door was installed in case a severe
storm would cause both front doors to
freeze shut. Equipment furnished by the
township included the new pumper, 2-
way radio between pumper and the
township office in Hudsonville, a siren
mounted outside the engine house,
boots, rubber coats and hats and radio
monitors installed in the homes of most
of the volunteers. Members of the
volunteer fire department were Chief
Harold Lucas, Assistant Chief Ed
Spoelman, Capt. John Huizenga, Lt.Ben
Mackus, and John Spoelma, Harvey De
Witt, Marvin Corey, Peter Borgerding,
Robert Kroll, Paul Pauzenga, Everett
Snyder, Henry Telman, George Smit
and Gerald Scholma.

On Oct. 15, 1970, the township passed
a fire hydrant law, just in time for
Halloween.

January 1, 1974, fire leveled the Jenison
Egg Marketing Division of Farm
Bureau Services, Inc. Where the present

new fire station is.

Editors Note: since this article was
written by Virginia Timmer, the
Georgetown Fire Department has
grown to 3 Stations covering36 square
miles, protecting approximately 46,000
