FUNDS TO THE OTTAWA COUNTY AGRICULTURAL LAND PRESERVATION 
PROGRAM.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township (the “Township”) has previously adopted a resolution authorizing its 
participation in the Ottawa County Purchase of Development Rights (PDR) Program (the “PDR Program”), through Ottawa 
County’s Farmland Preservation Ordinance (i.e., Ottawa County Code, Section 200.5.1, et seq.) (the “County 
Ordinance”); 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township intends to continue its cooperation with Ottawa County for farmland 
preservation efforts, pursuant to the County Ordinance, and to commit certain funding from the Township in furtherance of 
the same;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township seeks to preserve viable agricultural lands within Georgetown Charter 
Township, by acquiring agricultural conservation easements; 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township does not intend to approve agricultural lands, which are or will 
become subject to a preservation easement under the PDR Program, to be used for battery storage, wind energy, solar 
energy, or other similar development purposes;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township recognizes the importance of agriculture to the economy, heritage, and 
quality of life in Georgetown Charter Township.

RESOLUTION

            NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:  

1. The Recitals above are hereby incorporated into this Resolution as if restated verbatim. 

2. Georgetown Charter Township appropriates and certifies that certain Township funds may be used and committed 
exclusively for the purchase of agricultural conservation easements in accordance with the Ottawa County PDR 
Program and applicable State law, including providing matching dollars for the acquisition of such easements pursuant 
to Sections 200.5.6.4 and 200.5.12.2 of the County Ordinance. Any actual expenditure(s) or commitment(s) of 
Township funds shall be subject to further Township Board approval. 

3. Georgetown Charter Township reiterates its participation in the Ottawa County PDR Program, directs Ottawa 
County to continue to administer the PDR Program with the Township ’s cooperation, and requests that any 
application(s) for the acquisition of agricultural conservation easements for property located in the Township be 
forwarded to the Township for consideration and possible approval, in accordance with Section 200.5.5.2 of the 
County Ordinance.   

4. All funds (and any interest earned thereupon) having been approved and/or appropriated by the Township Board, 
will be used for the sole purpose of agricultural land preservation within Georgetown Charter Township. 

5. This Resolution is effective immediately and it shall supersede any prior inconsistent resolutions of the Board.

AN ORDINANCE TO IMPOSE A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE 
ISSUANCE OR GRANTING OF ANY ZONING APPROVALS, REZONINGS, 
P L A N N E D  U N I T  D E V E L O P M E N T S ,  S I T E  C O N D O M I N I U M S ,  P L A T S ,  
DEVELOPMENT (SITE) PLANS, PERMITS, LICENSES AND CERTAIN OTHER 
ZONING APPROVALS, AS WELL AS THE COMMENCEMENT OR EXPANSION OF 
VARIOUS DEVELOPMENTS OR PROJECTS.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS:

Section 1. Intent and Findings. 

a. The provisions of the Township’s Zoning Ordinance and Master Plan regarding various matters have not kept pace with 

development patterns, population increases and other matters in the Township. 

b. The Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township desires to revise and update the regulations and provisions within the 

Township’s Zoning Ordinance regarding rezonings, planned unit developments (“PUDs” ), site condominiums, plats/subdivisions, 
development (site) plans and similar zoning matters (all collectively hereafter, referred to as a “Development Project” or in the 

plural as “Development Projects” ).

c. The Township and its officials have substantial concerns about the following matters which should potentially be addressed by 

amendments to the Township’s Zoning Ordinance as well as the enactment or amendment of other Township ordinances: 

i. Whether the public water system in various portions of the Township has sufficient capacity to handle further 

development and growth, and if so, how or where such growth should occur. The pending Wyoming Water Reliability 
Study is anticipated to be completed by the summer of 2026 and is expected to influence future growth and development 
within the Township. The current public water system can have its capacity exceeded during peak demand days. The 
Township must evaluate whether additional water storage tanks and other facilities are necessary to ensure an adequate 

and reliable public water supply for the community, which will impact Township planning for future growth.

ii. Concerns about the capacity and ability of the Georgetown Charter Township Fire Department to provide adequate 

firefighting, emergency rescue and other services as population and development grows within the Township and in 
various portions thereof. Emergency services are transitioning from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department to the 
Georgetown Township Fire Department. At this time, the Township has not yet established the anticipated response time 
requirements necessary to effectively serve the community under the new service model. The Township will conduct a 
formal evaluation of response time performance, service coverage, staffing levels, and resource deployment to determine 
whether adjustments are required to ensure adequate emergency service delivery to the community, both for now and in 
the future.  A Township water pressure evaluation also needs to be completed in the fall of 2026 to determine future tanks 

and pumps needs.

iii. Whether the electrical grid and electric service providers in different portions of the Township will be overburdened by 

future growth and, if so, how that problem can be addressed. 

iv. The impact of increased traffic on public safety, traffic patterns and related matters. 

v. The impact of anticipated future population growth within various areas of the Township. 

d. Imposing a moratorium, on a limited temporary basis, is reasonable and necessary in order to allow time for the review of potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects. 

e. During the time of this moratorium, the Township Board and the Planning Commission will work diligently regarding potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.  

f. During this moratorium period, the Township Board and Planning Commission will investigate potential modifications to the 
Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) that may establish new or prevised reasonable regulations regarding 

Development Projects. 

g. On March 19, 2025, the Township’s Planning Commission formally initiated the Master Plan review process. On April 28, 2025, the 
Township Board approved a contract with Williams and Works for a professional planning contract for the Master Plan review. 
The Planning Commission and Township Board continue to work diligently to review the Master Plan by holding, planning and 
scheduling more meetings for discussion on the Master Plan review and to complete the process. This moratorium is also 
necessary to allow sufficient time for the Master Plan to be revised or replaced. 

Section 2. Administrative Action .  A moratorium is hereby imposed upon the issuance of any Township permit, 

license, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, PUD, variance, or similar approval for any new or expanded 
Development Project. During the moratorium term specified in this Ordinance, no Township official, employee, body, 
board, commission or agent shall issue or approve any such permit, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, 
license, PUD, variance or other approval for a Development Project. 

Section 3 No Development Project.  Except for an existing development or project that can proceed under Section 

4 hereof, no Development Project shall be developed, expand or proceed to construction during this moratorium. 

Section 4. Status of a Development Project. This moratorium shall not apply to any approved Development 
Project that has all of the following as of the effective date of this Ordinance: 

a. All Township zoning and land use approvals were obtained and are still valid and in effect.

b. Has a valid Township approved development (site) plan which is still in effect. 

c. The project is under substantial construction. 

*   *   *

As for plats, this moratorium shall not apply to an approved overall preliminary plat and subsequent phases to a 
previously approved overall preliminary plat when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.  This 

moratorium shall not apply to final preliminary plat approval or final plat approval for plats that have previously obtained 
preliminary plat approval when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.

*   *   *

In addition, this moratorium shall not apply to any of the following: 

i. Additions to lawfully existing houses and other buildings. Such exemption also includes decks, swimming pools and similar 

accessory structures. 

ii. Non-zoning permits and approvals such as permits under the building codes, solicitation permits, business permits and similar 

permits. 

iii. Sign permits. 

iv. Any single-family residential housing development that will have a total of five (5) or fewer lots, parcels or site condominiums. 

Section 5. Term of This Ordinance .  The moratorium imposed by this Ordinance shall remain in effect for eight (8) 

months following the effective date of this Ordinance or until amendments to Georgetown Charter Township ’s ordinances 
regarding Development Projects become effective, whichever occurs first.  Prior to the expiration of this moratorium, 

Georgetown Charter Township may extend the moratorium to allow sufficient time to complete any such amendments to the 
ordinances and to finish and amend or adopt a new Master Plan.

Section 6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency ordinance and shall become 

effective the day following its publication (or a summary hereof) in a newspaper of general circulation within the Township.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township (the “Township”) has previously adopted a resolution authorizing its 
participation in the Ottawa County Purchase of Development Rights (PDR) Program (the “PDR Program”), through Ottawa 
County’s Farmland Preservation Ordinance (i.e., Ottawa County Code, Section 200.5.1, et seq.) (the “County 
Ordinance”); 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township intends to continue its cooperation with Ottawa County for farmland 
preservation efforts, pursuant to the County Ordinance, and to commit certain funding from the Township in furtherance of 
the same;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township seeks to preserve viable agricultural lands within Georgetown Charter 
Township, by acquiring agricultural conservation easements; 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township does not intend to approve agricultural lands, which are or will 
become subject to a preservation easement under the PDR Program, to be used for battery storage, wind energy, solar 
energy, or other similar development purposes;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township recognizes the importance of agriculture to the economy, heritage, and 
quality of life in Georgetown Charter Township.

RESOLUTION

            NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:  

1. The Recitals above are hereby incorporated into this Resolution as if restated verbatim. 

2. Georgetown Charter Township appropriates and certifies that certain Township funds may be used and committed 
exclusively for the purchase of agricultural conservation easements in accordance with the Ottawa County PDR 
Program and applicable State law, including providing matching dollars for the acquisition of such easements pursuant 
to Sections 200.5.6.4 and 200.5.12.2 of the County Ordinance. Any actual expenditure(s) or commitment(s) of 
Township funds shall be subject to further Township Board approval. 

3. Georgetown Charter Township reiterates its participation in the Ottawa County PDR Program, directs Ottawa 
County to continue to administer the PDR Program with the Township ’s cooperation, and requests that any 
application(s) for the acquisition of agricultural conservation easements for property located in the Township be 
forwarded to the Township for consideration and possible approval, in accordance with Section 200.5.5.2 of the 
County Ordinance.   

4. All funds (and any interest earned thereupon) having been approved and/or appropriated by the Township Board, 
will be used for the sole purpose of agricultural land preservation within Georgetown Charter Township. 

5. This Resolution is effective immediately and it shall supersede any prior inconsistent resolutions of the Board.

AN ORDINANCE TO IMPOSE A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE 
ISSUANCE OR GRANTING OF ANY ZONING APPROVALS, REZONINGS, 
P L A N N E D  U N I T  D E V E L O P M E N T S ,  S I T E  C O N D O M I N I U M S ,  P L A T S ,  
DEVELOPMENT (SITE) PLANS, PERMITS, LICENSES AND CERTAIN OTHER 
ZONING APPROVALS, AS WELL AS THE COMMENCEMENT OR EXPANSION OF 
VARIOUS DEVELOPMENTS OR PROJECTS.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS:

Section 1. Intent and Findings. 

a. The provisions of the Township’s Zoning Ordinance and Master Plan regarding various matters have not kept pace with 

development patterns, population increases and other matters in the Township. 

b. The Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township desires to revise and update the regulations and provisions within the 

Township’s Zoning Ordinance regarding rezonings, planned unit developments (“PUDs” ), site condominiums, plats/subdivisions, 
development (site) plans and similar zoning matters (all collectively hereafter, referred to as a “Development Project” or in the 

plural as “Development Projects” ).

c. The Township and its officials have substantial concerns about the following matters which should potentially be addressed by 

amendments to the Township’s Zoning Ordinance as well as the enactment or amendment of other Township ordinances: 

i. Whether the public water system in various portions of the Township has sufficient capacity to handle further 

development and growth, and if so, how or where such growth should occur. The pending Wyoming Water Reliability 
Study is anticipated to be completed by the summer of 2026 and is expected to influence future growth and development 
within the Township. The current public water system can have its capacity exceeded during peak demand days. The 
Township must evaluate whether additional water storage tanks and other facilities are necessary to ensure an adequate 

and reliable public water supply for the community, which will impact Township planning for future growth.

ii. Concerns about the capacity and ability of the Georgetown Charter Township Fire Department to provide adequate 

firefighting, emergency rescue and other services as population and development grows within the Township and in 
various portions thereof. Emergency services are transitioning from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department to the 
Georgetown Township Fire Department. At this time, the Township has not yet established the anticipated response time 
requirements necessary to effectively serve the community under the new service model. The Township will conduct a 
formal evaluation of response time performance, service coverage, staffing levels, and resource deployment to determine 
whether adjustments are required to ensure adequate emergency service delivery to the community, both for now and in 
the future.  A Township water pressure evaluation also needs to be completed in the fall of 2026 to determine future tanks 

and pumps needs.

iii. Whether the electrical grid and electric service providers in different portions of the Township will be overburdened by 

future growth and, if so, how that problem can be addressed. 

iv. The impact of increased traffic on public safety, traffic patterns and related matters. 

v. The impact of anticipated future population growth within various areas of the Township. 

d. Imposing a moratorium, on a limited temporary basis, is reasonable and necessary in order to allow time for the review of potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects. 

e. During the time of this moratorium, the Township Board and the Planning Commission will work diligently regarding potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.  

f. During this moratorium period, the Township Board and Planning Commission will investigate potential modifications to the 
Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) that may establish new or prevised reasonable regulations regarding 

Development Projects. 

g. On March 19, 2025, the Township’s Planning Commission formally initiated the Master Plan review process. On April 28, 2025, the 
Township Board approved a contract with Williams and Works for a professional planning contract for the Master Plan review. 
The Planning Commission and Township Board continue to work diligently to review the Master Plan by holding, planning and 
scheduling more meetings for discussion on the Master Plan review and to complete the process. This moratorium is also 
necessary to allow sufficient time for the Master Plan to be revised or replaced. 

Section 2. Administrative Action .  A moratorium is hereby imposed upon the issuance of any Township permit, 

license, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, PUD, variance, or similar approval for any new or expanded 
Development Project. During the moratorium term specified in this Ordinance, no Township official, employee, body, 
board, commission or agent shall issue or approve any such permit, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, 
license, PUD, variance or other approval for a Development Project. 

Section 3 No Development Project.  Except for an existing development or project that can proceed under Section 

4 hereof, no Development Project shall be developed, expand or proceed to construction during this moratorium. 

Section 4. Status of a Development Project. This moratorium shall not apply to any approved Development 
Project that has all of the following as of the effective date of this Ordinance: 

a. All Township zoning and land use approvals were obtained and are still valid and in effect.

b. Has a valid Township approved development (site) plan which is still in effect. 

c. The project is under substantial construction. 

*   *   *

As for plats, this moratorium shall not apply to an approved overall preliminary plat and subsequent phases to a 
previously approved overall preliminary plat when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.  This 

moratorium shall not apply to final preliminary plat approval or final plat approval for plats that have previously obtained 
preliminary plat approval when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.

*   *   *

In addition, this moratorium shall not apply to any of the following: 

i. Additions to lawfully existing houses and other buildings. Such exemption also includes decks, swimming pools and similar 

accessory structures. 

ii. Non-zoning permits and approvals such as permits under the building codes, solicitation permits, business permits and similar 

permits. 

iii. Sign permits. 

iv. Any single-family residential housing development that will have a total of five (5) or fewer lots, parcels or site condominiums. 

Section 5. Term of This Ordinance .  The moratorium imposed by this Ordinance shall remain in effect for eight (8) 

months following the effective date of this Ordinance or until amendments to Georgetown Charter Township ’s ordinances 
regarding Development Projects become effective, whichever occurs first.  Prior to the expiration of this moratorium, 

Georgetown Charter Township may extend the moratorium to allow sufficient time to complete any such amendments to the 
ordinances and to finish and amend or adopt a new Master Plan.

Section 6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency ordinance and shall become 

effective the day following its publication (or a summary hereof) in a newspaper of general circulation within the Township.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township (the “Township”) has previously adopted a resolution authorizing its 
participation in the Ottawa County Purchase of Development Rights (PDR) Program (the “PDR Program”), through Ottawa 
County’s Farmland Preservation Ordinance (i.e., Ottawa County Code, Section 200.5.1, et seq.) (the “County 
Ordinance”); 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township intends to continue its cooperation with Ottawa County for farmland 
preservation efforts, pursuant to the County Ordinance, and to commit certain funding from the Township in furtherance of 
the same;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township seeks to preserve viable agricultural lands within Georgetown Charter 
Township, by acquiring agricultural conservation easements; 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township does not intend to approve agricultural lands, which are or will 
become subject to a preservation easement under the PDR Program, to be used for battery storage, wind energy, solar 
energy, or other similar development purposes;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township recognizes the importance of agriculture to the economy, heritage, and 
quality of life in Georgetown Charter Township.

RESOLUTION

            NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:  

1. The Recitals above are hereby incorporated into this Resolution as if restated verbatim. 

2. Georgetown Charter Township appropriates and certifies that certain Township funds may be used and committed 
exclusively for the purchase of agricultural conservation easements in accordance with the Ottawa County PDR 
Program and applicable State law, including providing matching dollars for the acquisition of such easements pursuant 
to Sections 200.5.6.4 and 200.5.12.2 of the County Ordinance. Any actual expenditure(s) or commitment(s) of 
Township funds shall be subject to further Township Board approval. 

3. Georgetown Charter Township reiterates its participation in the Ottawa County PDR Program, directs Ottawa 
County to continue to administer the PDR Program with the Township ’s cooperation, and requests that any 
application(s) for the acquisition of agricultural conservation easements for property located in the Township be 
forwarded to the Township for consideration and possible approval, in accordance with Section 200.5.5.2 of the 
County Ordinance.   

4. All funds (and any interest earned thereupon) having been approved and/or appropriated by the Township Board, 
will be used for the sole purpose of agricultural land preservation within Georgetown Charter Township. 

5. This Resolution is effective immediately and it shall supersede any prior inconsistent resolutions of the Board.

AN ORDINANCE TO IMPOSE A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE 
ISSUANCE OR GRANTING OF ANY ZONING APPROVALS, REZONINGS, 
P L A N N E D  U N I T  D E V E L O P M E N T S ,  S I T E  C O N D O M I N I U M S ,  P L A T S ,  
DEVELOPMENT (SITE) PLANS, PERMITS, LICENSES AND CERTAIN OTHER 
ZONING APPROVALS, AS WELL AS THE COMMENCEMENT OR EXPANSION OF 
VARIOUS DEVELOPMENTS OR PROJECTS.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS:

Section 1. Intent and Findings. 

a. The provisions of the Township’s Zoning Ordinance and Master Plan regarding various matters have not kept pace with 

development patterns, population increases and other matters in the Township. 

b. The Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township desires to revise and update the regulations and provisions within the 

Township’s Zoning Ordinance regarding rezonings, planned unit developments (“PUDs” ), site condominiums, plats/subdivisions, 
development (site) plans and similar zoning matters (all collectively hereafter, referred to as a “Development Project” or in the 

plural as “Development Projects” ).

c. The Township and its officials have substantial concerns about the following matters which should potentially be addressed by 

amendments to the Township’s Zoning Ordinance as well as the enactment or amendment of other Township ordinances: 

i. Whether the public water system in various portions of the Township has sufficient capacity to handle further 

development and growth, and if so, how or where such growth should occur. The pending Wyoming Water Reliability 
Study is anticipated to be completed by the summer of 2026 and is expected to influence future growth and development 
within the Township. The current public water system can have its capacity exceeded during peak demand days. The 
Township must evaluate whether additional water storage tanks and other facilities are necessary to ensure an adequate 

and reliable public water supply for the community, which will impact Township planning for future growth.

ii. Concerns about the capacity and ability of the Georgetown Charter Township Fire Department to provide adequate 

firefighting, emergency rescue and other services as population and development grows within the Township and in 
various portions thereof. Emergency services are transitioning from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department to the 
Georgetown Township Fire Department. At this time, the Township has not yet established the anticipated response time 
requirements necessary to effectively serve the community under the new service model. The Township will conduct a 
formal evaluation of response time performance, service coverage, staffing levels, and resource deployment to determine 
whether adjustments are required to ensure adequate emergency service delivery to the community, both for now and in 
the future.  A Township water pressure evaluation also needs to be completed in the fall of 2026 to determine future tanks 

and pumps needs.

iii. Whether the electrical grid and electric service providers in different portions of the Township will be overburdened by 

future growth and, if so, how that problem can be addressed. 

iv. The impact of increased traffic on public safety, traffic patterns and related matters. 

v. The impact of anticipated future population growth within various areas of the Township. 

d. Imposing a moratorium, on a limited temporary basis, is reasonable and necessary in order to allow time for the review of potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects. 

e. During the time of this moratorium, the Township Board and the Planning Commission will work diligently regarding potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.  

f. During this moratorium period, the Township Board and Planning Commission will investigate potential modifications to the 
Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) that may establish new or prevised reasonable regulations regarding 

Development Projects. 

g. On March 19, 2025, the Township’s Planning Commission formally initiated the Master Plan review process. On April 28, 2025, the 
Township Board approved a contract with Williams and Works for a professional planning contract for the Master Plan review. 
The Planning Commission and Township Board continue to work diligently to review the Master Plan by holding, planning and 
scheduling more meetings for discussion on the Master Plan review and to complete the process. This moratorium is also 
necessary to allow sufficient time for the Master Plan to be revised or replaced. 

Section 2. Administrative Action .  A moratorium is hereby imposed upon the issuance of any Township permit, 

license, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, PUD, variance, or similar approval for any new or expanded 
Development Project. During the moratorium term specified in this Ordinance, no Township official, employee, body, 
board, commission or agent shall issue or approve any such permit, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, 
license, PUD, variance or other approval for a Development Project. 

Section 3 No Development Project.  Except for an existing development or project that can proceed under Section 

4 hereof, no Development Project shall be developed, expand or proceed to construction during this moratorium. 

Section 4. Status of a Development Project. This moratorium shall not apply to any approved Development 
Project that has all of the following as of the effective date of this Ordinance: 

a. All Township zoning and land use approvals were obtained and are still valid and in effect.

b. Has a valid Township approved development (site) plan which is still in effect. 

c. The project is under substantial construction. 

*   *   *

As for plats, this moratorium shall not apply to an approved overall preliminary plat and subsequent phases to a 
previously approved overall preliminary plat when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.  This 

moratorium shall not apply to final preliminary plat approval or final plat approval for plats that have previously obtained 
preliminary plat approval when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.

*   *   *

In addition, this moratorium shall not apply to any of the following: 

i. Additions to lawfully existing houses and other buildings. Such exemption also includes decks, swimming pools and similar 

accessory structures. 

ii. Non-zoning permits and approvals such as permits under the building codes, solicitation permits, business permits and similar 

permits. 

iii. Sign permits. 

iv. Any single-family residential housing development that will have a total of five (5) or fewer lots, parcels or site condominiums. 

Section 5. Term of This Ordinance .  The moratorium imposed by this Ordinance shall remain in effect for eight (8) 

months following the effective date of this Ordinance or until amendments to Georgetown Charter Township ’s ordinances 
regarding Development Projects become effective, whichever occurs first.  Prior to the expiration of this moratorium, 

Georgetown Charter Township may extend the moratorium to allow sufficient time to complete any such amendments to the 
ordinances and to finish and amend or adopt a new Master Plan.

Section 6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency ordinance and shall become 

effective the day following its publication (or a summary hereof) in a newspaper of general circulation within the Township.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township (the “Township”) has previously adopted a resolution authorizing its 
participation in the Ottawa County Purchase of Development Rights (PDR) Program (the “PDR Program”), through Ottawa 
County’s Farmland Preservation Ordinance (i.e., Ottawa County Code, Section 200.5.1, et seq.) (the “County 
Ordinance”); 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township intends to continue its cooperation with Ottawa County for farmland 
preservation efforts, pursuant to the County Ordinance, and to commit certain funding from the Township in furtherance of 
the same;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township seeks to preserve viable agricultural lands within Georgetown Charter 
Township, by acquiring agricultural conservation easements; 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township does not intend to approve agricultural lands, which are or will 
become subject to a preservation easement under the PDR Program, to be used for battery storage, wind energy, solar 
energy, or other similar development purposes;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township recognizes the importance of agriculture to the economy, heritage, and 
quality of life in Georgetown Charter Township.

RESOLUTION

            NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:  

1. The Recitals above are hereby incorporated into this Resolution as if restated verbatim. 

2. Georgetown Charter Township appropriates and certifies that certain Township funds may be used and committed 
exclusively for the purchase of agricultural conservation easements in accordance with the Ottawa County PDR 
Program and applicable State law, including providing matching dollars for the acquisition of such easements pursuant 
to Sections 200.5.6.4 and 200.5.12.2 of the County Ordinance. Any actual expenditure(s) or commitment(s) of 
Township funds shall be subject to further Township Board approval. 

3. Georgetown Charter Township reiterates its participation in the Ottawa County PDR Program, directs Ottawa 
County to continue to administer the PDR Program with the Township ’s cooperation, and requests that any 
application(s) for the acquisition of agricultural conservation easements for property located in the Township be 
forwarded to the Township for consideration and possible approval, in accordance with Section 200.5.5.2 of the 
County Ordinance.   

4. All funds (and any interest earned thereupon) having been approved and/or appropriated by the Township Board, 
will be used for the sole purpose of agricultural land preservation within Georgetown Charter Township. 

5. This Resolution is effective immediately and it shall supersede any prior inconsistent resolutions of the Board.

AN ORDINANCE TO IMPOSE A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE 
ISSUANCE OR GRANTING OF ANY ZONING APPROVALS, REZONINGS, 
P L A N N E D  U N I T  D E V E L O P M E N T S ,  S I T E  C O N D O M I N I U M S ,  P L A T S ,  
DEVELOPMENT (SITE) PLANS, PERMITS, LICENSES AND CERTAIN OTHER 
ZONING APPROVALS, AS WELL AS THE COMMENCEMENT OR EXPANSION OF 
VARIOUS DEVELOPMENTS OR PROJECTS.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS:

Section 1. Intent and Findings. 

a. The provisions of the Township’s Zoning Ordinance and Master Plan regarding various matters have not kept pace with 

development patterns, population increases and other matters in the Township. 

b. The Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township desires to revise and update the regulations and provisions within the 

Township’s Zoning Ordinance regarding rezonings, planned unit developments (“PUDs” ), site condominiums, plats/subdivisions, 
development (site) plans and similar zoning matters (all collectively hereafter, referred to as a “Development Project” or in the 

plural as “Development Projects” ).

c. The Township and its officials have substantial concerns about the following matters which should potentially be addressed by 

amendments to the Township’s Zoning Ordinance as well as the enactment or amendment of other Township ordinances: 

i. Whether the public water system in various portions of the Township has sufficient capacity to handle further 

development and growth, and if so, how or where such growth should occur. The pending Wyoming Water Reliability 
Study is anticipated to be completed by the summer of 2026 and is expected to influence future growth and development 
within the Township. The current public water system can have its capacity exceeded during peak demand days. The 
Township must evaluate whether additional water storage tanks and other facilities are necessary to ensure an adequate 

and reliable public water supply for the community, which will impact Township planning for future growth.

ii. Concerns about the capacity and ability of the Georgetown Charter Township Fire Department to provide adequate 

firefighting, emergency rescue and other services as population and development grows within the Township and in 
various portions thereof. Emergency services are transitioning from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department to the 
Georgetown Township Fire Department. At this time, the Township has not yet established the anticipated response time 
requirements necessary to effectively serve the community under the new service model. The Township will conduct a 
formal evaluation of response time performance, service coverage, staffing levels, and resource deployment to determine 
whether adjustments are required to ensure adequate emergency service delivery to the community, both for now and in 
the future.  A Township water pressure evaluation also needs to be completed in the fall of 2026 to determine future tanks 

and pumps needs.

iii. Whether the electrical grid and electric service providers in different portions of the Township will be overburdened by 

future growth and, if so, how that problem can be addressed. 

iv. The impact of increased traffic on public safety, traffic patterns and related matters. 

v. The impact of anticipated future population growth within various areas of the Township. 

d. Imposing a moratorium, on a limited temporary basis, is reasonable and necessary in order to allow time for the review of potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects. 

e. During the time of this moratorium, the Township Board and the Planning Commission will work diligently regarding potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.  

f. During this moratorium period, the Township Board and Planning Commission will investigate potential modifications to the 
Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) that may establish new or prevised reasonable regulations regarding 

Development Projects. 

g. On March 19, 2025, the Township’s Planning Commission formally initiated the Master Plan review process. On April 28, 2025, the 
Township Board approved a contract with Williams and Works for a professional planning contract for the Master Plan review. 
The Planning Commission and Township Board continue to work diligently to review the Master Plan by holding, planning and 
scheduling more meetings for discussion on the Master Plan review and to complete the process. This moratorium is also 
necessary to allow sufficient time for the Master Plan to be revised or replaced. 

Section 2. Administrative Action .  A moratorium is hereby imposed upon the issuance of any Township permit, 

license, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, PUD, variance, or similar approval for any new or expanded 
Development Project. During the moratorium term specified in this Ordinance, no Township official, employee, body, 
board, commission or agent shall issue or approve any such permit, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, 
license, PUD, variance or other approval for a Development Project. 

Section 3 No Development Project.  Except for an existing development or project that can proceed under Section 

4 hereof, no Development Project shall be developed, expand or proceed to construction during this moratorium. 

Section 4. Status of a Development Project. This moratorium shall not apply to any approved Development 
Project that has all of the following as of the effective date of this Ordinance: 

a. All Township zoning and land use approvals were obtained and are still valid and in effect.

b. Has a valid Township approved development (site) plan which is still in effect. 

c. The project is under substantial construction. 

*   *   *

As for plats, this moratorium shall not apply to an approved overall preliminary plat and subsequent phases to a 
previously approved overall preliminary plat when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.  This 

moratorium shall not apply to final preliminary plat approval or final plat approval for plats that have previously obtained 
preliminary plat approval when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.

*   *   *

In addition, this moratorium shall not apply to any of the following: 

i. Additions to lawfully existing houses and other buildings. Such exemption also includes decks, swimming pools and similar 

accessory structures. 

ii. Non-zoning permits and approvals such as permits under the building codes, solicitation permits, business permits and similar 

permits. 

iii. Sign permits. 

iv. Any single-family residential housing development that will have a total of five (5) or fewer lots, parcels or site condominiums. 

Section 5. Term of This Ordinance .  The moratorium imposed by this Ordinance shall remain in effect for eight (8) 

months following the effective date of this Ordinance or until amendments to Georgetown Charter Township ’s ordinances 
regarding Development Projects become effective, whichever occurs first.  Prior to the expiration of this moratorium, 

Georgetown Charter Township may extend the moratorium to allow sufficient time to complete any such amendments to the 
ordinances and to finish and amend or adopt a new Master Plan.

Section 6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency ordinance and shall become 

effective the day following its publication (or a summary hereof) in a newspaper of general circulation within the Township.

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township intends to continue its cooperation with Ottawa County for farmland 
preservation efforts, pursuant to the County Ordinance, and to commit certain funding from the Township in furtherance of 
the same;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township seeks to preserve viable agricultural lands within Georgetown Charter 
Township, by acquiring agricultural conservation easements; 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township does not intend to approve agricultural lands, which are or will 
become subject to a preservation easement under the PDR Program, to be used for battery storage, wind energy, solar 
energy, or other similar development purposes;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township recognizes the importance of agriculture to the economy, heritage, and 
quality of life in Georgetown Charter Township.

RESOLUTION

            NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:  

1. The Recitals above are hereby incorporated into this Resolution as if restated verbatim. 

2. Georgetown Charter Township appropriates and certifies that certain Township funds may be used and committed 
exclusively for the purchase of agricultural conservation easements in accordance with the Ottawa County PDR 
Program and applicable State law, including providing matching dollars for the acquisition of such easements pursuant 
to Sections 200.5.6.4 and 200.5.12.2 of the County Ordinance.

AN ORDINANCE TO IMPOSE A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE 
ISSUANCE OR GRANTING OF ANY ZONING APPROVALS, REZONINGS, 
P L A N N E D  U N I T  D E V E L O P M E N T S ,  S I T E  C O N D O M I N I U M S ,  P L A T S ,  
DEVELOPMENT (SITE) PLANS, PERMITS, LICENSES AND CERTAIN OTHER 
ZONING APPROVALS, AS WELL AS THE COMMENCEMENT OR EXPANSION OF 
VARIOUS DEVELOPMENTS OR PROJECTS.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS:

Section 1. Intent and Findings. 

a. The provisions of the Township’s Zoning Ordinance and Master Plan regarding various matters have not kept pace with 

development patterns, population increases and other matters in the Township. 

b. The Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township desires to revise and update the regulations and provisions within the 

Township’s Zoning Ordinance regarding rezonings, planned unit developments (“PUDs” ), site condominiums, plats/subdivisions, 
development (site) plans and similar zoning matters (all collectively hereafter, referred to as a “Development Project” or in the 

plural as “Development Projects” ).

c. The Township and its officials have substantial concerns about the following matters which should potentially be addressed by 

amendments to the Township’s Zoning Ordinance as well as the enactment or amendment of other Township ordinances: 

i. Whether the public water system in various portions of the Township has sufficient capacity to handle further 

development and growth, and if so, how or where such growth should occur. The pending Wyoming Water Reliability 
Study is anticipated to be completed by the summer of 2026 and is expected to influence future growth and development 
within the Township. The current public water system can have its capacity exceeded during peak demand days. The 
Township must evaluate whether additional water storage tanks and other facilities are necessary to ensure an adequate 

and reliable public water supply for the community, which will impact Township planning for future growth.

ii. Concerns about the capacity and ability of the Georgetown Charter Township Fire Department to provide adequate 

firefighting, emergency rescue and other services as population and development grows within the Township and in 
various portions thereof. Emergency services are transitioning from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department to the 
Georgetown Township Fire Department. At this time, the Township has not yet established the anticipated response time 
requirements necessary to effectively serve the community under the new service model. The Township will conduct a 
formal evaluation of response time performance, service coverage, staffing levels, and resource deployment to determine 
whether adjustments are required to ensure adequate emergency service delivery to the community, both for now and in 
the future.  A Township water pressure evaluation also needs to be completed in the fall of 2026 to determine future tanks 

and pumps needs.

iii. Whether the electrical grid and electric service providers in different portions of the Township will be overburdened by 

future growth and, if so, how that problem can be addressed. 

iv. The impact of increased traffic on public safety, traffic patterns and related matters. 

v. The impact of anticipated future population growth within various areas of the Township. 

d. Imposing a moratorium, on a limited temporary basis, is reasonable and necessary in order to allow time for the review of potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects. 

e. During the time of this moratorium, the Township Board and the Planning Commission will work diligently regarding potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.  

f. During this moratorium period, the Township Board and Planning Commission will investigate potential modifications to the 
Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) that may establish new or prevised reasonable regulations regarding 

Development Projects. 

g. On March 19, 2025, the Township’s Planning Commission formally initiated the Master Plan review process. On April 28, 2025, the 
Township Board approved a contract with Williams and Works for a professional planning contract for the Master Plan review. 
The Planning Commission and Township Board continue to work diligently to review the Master Plan by holding, planning and 
scheduling more meetings for discussion on the Master Plan review and to complete the process. This moratorium is also 
necessary to allow sufficient time for the Master Plan to be revised or replaced. 

Section 2. Administrative Action .  A moratorium is hereby imposed upon the issuance of any Township permit, 

license, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, PUD, variance, or similar approval for any new or expanded 
Development Project. During the moratorium term specified in this Ordinance, no Township official, employee, body, 
board, commission or agent shall issue or approve any such permit, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, 
license, PUD, variance or other approval for a Development Project. 

Section 3 No Development Project.  Except for an existing development or project that can proceed under Section 

4 hereof, no Development Project shall be developed, expand or proceed to construction during this moratorium. 

Section 4. Status of a Development Project. This moratorium shall not apply to any approved Development 
Project that has all of the following as of the effective date of this Ordinance: 

a. All Township zoning and land use approvals were obtained and are still valid and in effect.

b. Has a valid Township approved development (site) plan which is still in effect. 

c. The project is under substantial construction. 

*   *   *

As for plats, this moratorium shall not apply to an approved overall preliminary plat and subsequent phases to a 
previously approved overall preliminary plat when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.  This 

moratorium shall not apply to final preliminary plat approval or final plat approval for plats that have previously obtained 
preliminary plat approval when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.

*   *   *

In addition, this moratorium shall not apply to any of the following: 

i. Additions to lawfully existing houses and other buildings. Such exemption also includes decks, swimming pools and similar 

accessory structures. 

ii. Non-zoning permits and approvals such as permits under the building codes, solicitation permits, business permits and similar 

permits. 

iii. Sign permits. 

iv. Any single-family residential housing development that will have a total of five (5) or fewer lots, parcels or site condominiums. 

Section 5. Term of This Ordinance .  The moratorium imposed by this Ordinance shall remain in effect for eight (8) 

months following the effective date of this Ordinance or until amendments to Georgetown Charter Township ’s ordinances 
regarding Development Projects become effective, whichever occurs first.  Prior to the expiration of this moratorium, 

Georgetown Charter Township may extend the moratorium to allow sufficient time to complete any such amendments to the 
ordinances and to finish and amend or adopt a new Master Plan.

Section 6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency ordinance and shall become 

effective the day following its publication (or a summary hereof) in a newspaper of general circulation within the Township.

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township (the “Township”) has previously adopted a resolution authorizing its 
participation in the Ottawa County Purchase of Development Rights (PDR) Program (the “PDR Program”), through Ottawa 
County’s Farmland Preservation Ordinance (i.e., Ottawa County Code, Section 200.5.1, et seq.) (the “County 
Ordinance”); 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township intends to continue its cooperation with Ottawa County for farmland 
preservation efforts, pursuant to the County Ordinance, and to commit certain funding from the Township in furtherance of 
the same;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township seeks to preserve viable agricultural lands within Georgetown Charter 
Township, by acquiring agricultural conservation easements; 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township does not intend to approve agricultural lands, which are or will 
become subject to a preservation easement under the PDR Program, to be used for battery storage, wind energy, solar 
energy, or other similar development purposes;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township recognizes the importance of agriculture to the economy, heritage, and 
quality of life in Georgetown Charter Township.

RESOLUTION

            NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:  

1. The Recitals above are hereby incorporated into this Resolution as if restated verbatim. 

2. Georgetown Charter Township appropriates and certifies that certain Township funds may be used and committed 
exclusively for the purchase of agricultural conservation easements in accordance with the Ottawa County PDR 
Program and applicable State law, including providing matching dollars for the acquisition of such easements pursuant 
to Sections 200.5.6.4 and 200.5.12.2 of the County Ordinance.

AN ORDINANCE TO IMPOSE A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE 
ISSUANCE OR GRANTING OF ANY ZONING APPROVALS, REZONINGS, 
P L A N N E D  U N I T  D E V E L O P M E N T S ,  S I T E  C O N D O M I N I U M S ,  P L A T S ,  
DEVELOPMENT (SITE) PLANS, PERMITS, LICENSES AND CERTAIN OTHER 
ZONING APPROVALS, AS WELL AS THE COMMENCEMENT OR EXPANSION OF 
VARIOUS DEVELOPMENTS OR PROJECTS.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS:

Section 1. Intent and Findings. 

a. The provisions of the Township’s Zoning Ordinance and Master Plan regarding various matters have not kept pace with 

development patterns, population increases and other matters in the Township. 

b. The Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township desires to revise and update the regulations and provisions within the 

Township’s Zoning Ordinance regarding rezonings, planned unit developments (“PUDs” ), site condominiums, plats/subdivisions, 
development (site) plans and similar zoning matters (all collectively hereafter, referred to as a “Development Project” or in the 

plural as “Development Projects” ).

c. The Township and its officials have substantial concerns about the following matters which should potentially be addressed by 

amendments to the Township’s Zoning Ordinance as well as the enactment or amendment of other Township ordinances: 

i. Whether the public water system in various portions of the Township has sufficient capacity to handle further 

development and growth, and if so, how or where such growth should occur. The pending Wyoming Water Reliability 
Study is anticipated to be completed by the summer of 2026 and is expected to influence future growth and development 
within the Township. The current public water system can have its capacity exceeded during peak demand days. The 
Township must evaluate whether additional water storage tanks and other facilities are necessary to ensure an adequate 

and reliable public water supply for the community, which will impact Township planning for future growth.

ii. Concerns about the capacity and ability of the Georgetown Charter Township Fire Department to provide adequate 

firefighting, emergency rescue and other services as population and development grows within the Township and in 
various portions thereof. Emergency services are transitioning from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department to the 
Georgetown Township Fire Department. At this time, the Township has not yet established the anticipated response time 
requirements necessary to effectively serve the community under the new service model. The Township will conduct a 
formal evaluation of response time performance, service coverage, staffing levels, and resource deployment to determine 
whether adjustments are required to ensure adequate emergency service delivery to the community, both for now and in 
the future.  A Township water pressure evaluation also needs to be completed in the fall of 2026 to determine future tanks 

and pumps needs.

iii. Whether the electrical grid and electric service providers in different portions of the Township will be overburdened by 

future growth and, if so, how that problem can be addressed. 

iv. The impact of increased traffic on public safety, traffic patterns and related matters. 

v. The impact of anticipated future population growth within various areas of the Township. 

d. Imposing a moratorium, on a limited temporary basis, is reasonable and necessary in order to allow time for the review of potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects. 

e. During the time of this moratorium, the Township Board and the Planning Commission will work diligently regarding potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.  

f. During this moratorium period, the Township Board and Planning Commission will investigate potential modifications to the 
Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) that may establish new or prevised reasonable regulations regarding 

Development Projects. 

g. On March 19, 2025, the Township’s Planning Commission formally initiated the Master Plan review process. On April 28, 2025, the 
Township Board approved a contract with Williams and Works for a professional planning contract for the Master Plan review. 
The Planning Commission and Township Board continue to work diligently to review the Master Plan by holding, planning and 
scheduling more meetings for discussion on the Master Plan review and to complete the process. This moratorium is also 
necessary to allow sufficient time for the Master Plan to be revised or replaced. 

Section 2. Administrative Action .  A moratorium is hereby imposed upon the issuance of any Township permit, 

license, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, PUD, variance, or similar approval for any new or expanded 
Development Project. During the moratorium term specified in this Ordinance, no Township official, employee, body, 
board, commission or agent shall issue or approve any such permit, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, 
license, PUD, variance or other approval for a Development Project. 

Section 3 No Development Project.  Except for an existing development or project that can proceed under Section 

4 hereof, no Development Project shall be developed, expand or proceed to construction during this moratorium. 

Section 4. Status of a Development Project. This moratorium shall not apply to any approved Development 
Project that has all of the following as of the effective date of this Ordinance: 

a. All Township zoning and land use approvals were obtained and are still valid and in effect.

b. Has a valid Township approved development (site) plan which is still in effect. 

c. The project is under substantial construction. 

*   *   *

As for plats, this moratorium shall not apply to an approved overall preliminary plat and subsequent phases to a 
previously approved overall preliminary plat when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.  This 

moratorium shall not apply to final preliminary plat approval or final plat approval for plats that have previously obtained 
preliminary plat approval when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.

*   *   *

In addition, this moratorium shall not apply to any of the following: 

i. Additions to lawfully existing houses and other buildings. Such exemption also includes decks, swimming pools and similar 

accessory structures. 

ii. Non-zoning permits and approvals such as permits under the building codes, solicitation permits, business permits and similar 

permits. 

iii. Sign permits. 

iv. Any single-family residential housing development that will have a total of five (5) or fewer lots, parcels or site condominiums. 

Section 5. Term of This Ordinance .  The moratorium imposed by this Ordinance shall remain in effect for eight (8) 

months following the effective date of this Ordinance or until amendments to Georgetown Charter Township ’s ordinances 
regarding Development Projects become effective, whichever occurs first.  Prior to the expiration of this moratorium, 

Georgetown Charter Township may extend the moratorium to allow sufficient time to complete any such amendments to the 
ordinances and to finish and amend or adopt a new Master Plan.

Section 6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency ordinance and shall become 

effective the day following its publication (or a summary hereof) in a newspaper of general circulation within the Township.

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township (the “Township”) has previously adopted a resolution authorizing its 
participation in the Ottawa County Purchase of Development Rights (PDR) Program (the “PDR Program”), through Ottawa 
County’s Farmland Preservation Ordinance (i.e., Ottawa County Code, Section 200.5.1, et seq.) (the “County 
Ordinance”); 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township intends to continue its cooperation with Ottawa County for farmland 
preservation efforts, pursuant to the County Ordinance, and to commit certain funding from the Township in furtherance of 
the same;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township seeks to preserve viable agricultural lands within Georgetown Charter 
Township, by acquiring agricultural conservation easements; 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township does not intend to approve agricultural lands, which are or will 
become subject to a preservation easement under the PDR Program, to be used for battery storage, wind energy, solar 
energy, or other similar development purposes;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township recognizes the importance of agriculture to the economy, heritage, and 
quality of life in Georgetown Charter Township.

            NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:  

1. The Recitals above are hereby incorporated into this Resolution as if restated verbatim.

AN ORDINANCE TO IMPOSE A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE 
ISSUANCE OR GRANTING OF ANY ZONING APPROVALS, REZONINGS, 
P L A N N E D  U N I T  D E V E L O P M E N T S ,  S I T E  C O N D O M I N I U M S ,  P L A T S ,  
DEVELOPMENT (SITE) PLANS, PERMITS, LICENSES AND CERTAIN OTHER 
ZONING APPROVALS, AS WELL AS THE COMMENCEMENT OR EXPANSION OF 
VARIOUS DEVELOPMENTS OR PROJECTS.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS:

Section 1. Intent and Findings. 

a. The provisions of the Township’s Zoning Ordinance and Master Plan regarding various matters have not kept pace with 

development patterns, population increases and other matters in the Township. 

b. The Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township desires to revise and update the regulations and provisions within the 

Township’s Zoning Ordinance regarding rezonings, planned unit developments (“PUDs” ), site condominiums, plats/subdivisions, 
development (site) plans and similar zoning matters (all collectively hereafter, referred to as a “Development Project” or in the 

plural as “Development Projects” ).

c. The Township and its officials have substantial concerns about the following matters which should potentially be addressed by 

amendments to the Township’s Zoning Ordinance as well as the enactment or amendment of other Township ordinances: 

i. Whether the public water system in various portions of the Township has sufficient capacity to handle further 

development and growth, and if so, how or where such growth should occur. The pending Wyoming Water Reliability 
Study is anticipated to be completed by the summer of 2026 and is expected to influence future growth and development 
within the Township. The current public water system can have its capacity exceeded during peak demand days. The 
Township must evaluate whether additional water storage tanks and other facilities are necessary to ensure an adequate 

and reliable public water supply for the community, which will impact Township planning for future growth.

ii. Concerns about the capacity and ability of the Georgetown Charter Township Fire Department to provide adequate 

firefighting, emergency rescue and other services as population and development grows within the Township and in 
various portions thereof. Emergency services are transitioning from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department to the 
Georgetown Township Fire Department. At this time, the Township has not yet established the anticipated response time 
requirements necessary to effectively serve the community under the new service model. The Township will conduct a 
formal evaluation of response time performance, service coverage, staffing levels, and resource deployment to determine 
whether adjustments are required to ensure adequate emergency service delivery to the community, both for now and in 
the future.  A Township water pressure evaluation also needs to be completed in the fall of 2026 to determine future tanks 

and pumps needs.

iii. Whether the electrical grid and electric service providers in different portions of the Township will be overburdened by 

future growth and, if so, how that problem can be addressed. 

iv. The impact of increased traffic on public safety, traffic patterns and related matters. 

v. The impact of anticipated future population growth within various areas of the Township. 

d. Imposing a moratorium, on a limited temporary basis, is reasonable and necessary in order to allow time for the review of potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects. 

e. During the time of this moratorium, the Township Board and the Planning Commission will work diligently regarding potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.  

f. During this moratorium period, the Township Board and Planning Commission will investigate potential modifications to the 
Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) that may establish new or prevised reasonable regulations regarding 

Development Projects. 

g. On March 19, 2025, the Township’s Planning Commission formally initiated the Master Plan review process. On April 28, 2025, the 
Township Board approved a contract with Williams and Works for a professional planning contract for the Master Plan review. 
The Planning Commission and Township Board continue to work diligently to review the Master Plan by holding, planning and 
scheduling more meetings for discussion on the Master Plan review and to complete the process. This moratorium is also 
necessary to allow sufficient time for the Master Plan to be revised or replaced. 

Section 2. Administrative Action .  A moratorium is hereby imposed upon the issuance of any Township permit, 

license, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, PUD, variance, or similar approval for any new or expanded 
Development Project. During the moratorium term specified in this Ordinance, no Township official, employee, body, 
board, commission or agent shall issue or approve any such permit, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, 
license, PUD, variance or other approval for a Development Project. 

Section 3 No Development Project.  Except for an existing development or project that can proceed under Section 

4 hereof, no Development Project shall be developed, expand or proceed to construction during this moratorium. 

Section 4. Status of a Development Project. This moratorium shall not apply to any approved Development 
Project that has all of the following as of the effective date of this Ordinance: 

a. All Township zoning and land use approvals were obtained and are still valid and in effect.

b. Has a valid Township approved development (site) plan which is still in effect. 

c. The project is under substantial construction. 

*   *   *

As for plats, this moratorium shall not apply to an approved overall preliminary plat and subsequent phases to a 
previously approved overall preliminary plat when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.  This 

moratorium shall not apply to final preliminary plat approval or final plat approval for plats that have previously obtained 
preliminary plat approval when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.

*   *   *

In addition, this moratorium shall not apply to any of the following: 

i. Additions to lawfully existing houses and other buildings. Such exemption also includes decks, swimming pools and similar 

accessory structures. 

ii. Non-zoning permits and approvals such as permits under the building codes, solicitation permits, business permits and similar 

permits. 

iii. Sign permits. 

iv. Any single-family residential housing development that will have a total of five (5) or fewer lots, parcels or site condominiums. 

Section 5. Term of This Ordinance .  The moratorium imposed by this Ordinance shall remain in effect for eight (8) 

months following the effective date of this Ordinance or until amendments to Georgetown Charter Township ’s ordinances 
regarding Development Projects become effective, whichever occurs first.  Prior to the expiration of this moratorium, 

Georgetown Charter Township may extend the moratorium to allow sufficient time to complete any such amendments to the 
ordinances and to finish and amend or adopt a new Master Plan.

Section 6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency ordinance and shall become 

effective the day following its publication (or a summary hereof) in a newspaper of general circulation within the Township.

Ordinance”); 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township intends to continue its cooperation with Ottawa County for farmland 
preservation efforts, pursuant to the County Ordinance, and to commit certain funding from the Township in furtherance of 
the same;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township seeks to preserve viable agricultural lands within Georgetown Charter 
Township, by acquiring agricultural conservation easements; 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township does not intend to approve agricultural lands, which are or will 
become subject to a preservation easement under the PDR Program, to be used for battery storage, wind energy, solar 
energy, or other similar development purposes;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township recognizes the importance of agriculture to the economy, heritage, and 
quality of life in Georgetown Charter Township.

RESOLUTION

            NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:  

1. The Recitals above are hereby incorporated into this Resolution as if restated verbatim.

ISSUANCE OR GRANTING OF ANY ZONING APPROVALS, REZONINGS, 
P L A N N E D  U N I T  D E V E L O P M E N T S ,  S I T E  C O N D O M I N I U M S ,  P L A T S ,  
DEVELOPMENT (SITE) PLANS, PERMITS, LICENSES AND CERTAIN OTHER 
ZONING APPROVALS, AS WELL AS THE COMMENCEMENT OR EXPANSION OF 
VARIOUS DEVELOPMENTS OR PROJECTS.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS:

Section 1. Intent and Findings. 

a. The provisions of the Township’s Zoning Ordinance and Master Plan regarding various matters have not kept pace with 

development patterns, population increases and other matters in the Township. 

b. The Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township desires to revise and update the regulations and provisions within the 

Township’s Zoning Ordinance regarding rezonings, planned unit developments (“PUDs” ), site condominiums, plats/subdivisions, 
development (site) plans and similar zoning matters (all collectively hereafter, referred to as a “Development Project” or in the 

plural as “Development Projects” ).

c. The Township and its officials have substantial concerns about the following matters which should potentially be addressed by 

amendments to the Township’s Zoning Ordinance as well as the enactment or amendment of other Township ordinances: 

i. Whether the public water system in various portions of the Township has sufficient capacity to handle further 

development and growth, and if so, how or where such growth should occur. The pending Wyoming Water Reliability 
Study is anticipated to be completed by the summer of 2026 and is expected to influence future growth and development 
within the Township. The current public water system can have its capacity exceeded during peak demand days. The 
Township must evaluate whether additional water storage tanks and other facilities are necessary to ensure an adequate 

and reliable public water supply for the community, which will impact Township planning for future growth.

ii. Concerns about the capacity and ability of the Georgetown Charter Township Fire Department to provide adequate 

firefighting, emergency rescue and other services as population and development grows within the Township and in 
various portions thereof. Emergency services are transitioning from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department to the 
Georgetown Township Fire Department. At this time, the Township has not yet established the anticipated response time 
requirements necessary to effectively serve the community under the new service model. The Township will conduct a 
formal evaluation of response time performance, service coverage, staffing levels, and resource deployment to determine 
whether adjustments are required to ensure adequate emergency service delivery to the community, both for now and in 
the future.  A Township water pressure evaluation also needs to be completed in the fall of 2026 to determine future tanks 

and pumps needs.

iii. Whether the electrical grid and electric service providers in different portions of the Township will be overburdened by 

future growth and, if so, how that problem can be addressed. 

iv. The impact of increased traffic on public safety, traffic patterns and related matters. 

v. The impact of anticipated future population growth within various areas of the Township. 

d. Imposing a moratorium, on a limited temporary basis, is reasonable and necessary in order to allow time for the review of potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects. 

e. During the time of this moratorium, the Township Board and the Planning Commission will work diligently regarding potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.  

f. During this moratorium period, the Township Board and Planning Commission will investigate potential modifications to the 
Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) that may establish new or prevised reasonable regulations regarding 

Development Projects. 

g. On March 19, 2025, the Township’s Planning Commission formally initiated the Master Plan review process. On April 28, 2025, the 
Township Board approved a contract with Williams and Works for a professional planning contract for the Master Plan review. 
The Planning Commission and Township Board continue to work diligently to review the Master Plan by holding, planning and 
scheduling more meetings for discussion on the Master Plan review and to complete the process. This moratorium is also 
necessary to allow sufficient time for the Master Plan to be revised or replaced. 

Section 2. Administrative Action .  A moratorium is hereby imposed upon the issuance of any Township permit, 

license, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, PUD, variance, or similar approval for any new or expanded 
Development Project. During the moratorium term specified in this Ordinance, no Township official, employee, body, 
board, commission or agent shall issue or approve any such permit, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, 
license, PUD, variance or other approval for a Development Project. 

Section 3 No Development Project.  Except for an existing development or project that can proceed under Section 

4 hereof, no Development Project shall be developed, expand or proceed to construction during this moratorium. 

Section 4. Status of a Development Project. This moratorium shall not apply to any approved Development 
Project that has all of the following as of the effective date of this Ordinance: 

a. All Township zoning and land use approvals were obtained and are still valid and in effect.

b. Has a valid Township approved development (site) plan which is still in effect. 

c. The project is under substantial construction. 

*   *   *

As for plats, this moratorium shall not apply to an approved overall preliminary plat and subsequent phases to a 
previously approved overall preliminary plat when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.  This 

moratorium shall not apply to final preliminary plat approval or final plat approval for plats that have previously obtained 
preliminary plat approval when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.

*   *   *

In addition, this moratorium shall not apply to any of the following: 

i. Additions to lawfully existing houses and other buildings. Such exemption also includes decks, swimming pools and similar 

accessory structures. 

ii. Non-zoning permits and approvals such as permits under the building codes, solicitation permits, business permits and similar 

permits. 

iii. Sign permits. 

iv. Any single-family residential housing development that will have a total of five (5) or fewer lots, parcels or site condominiums. 

Section 5. Term of This Ordinance .  The moratorium imposed by this Ordinance shall remain in effect for eight (8) 

months following the effective date of this Ordinance or until amendments to Georgetown Charter Township ’s ordinances 
regarding Development Projects become effective, whichever occurs first.  Prior to the expiration of this moratorium, 

Georgetown Charter Township may extend the moratorium to allow sufficient time to complete any such amendments to the 
ordinances and to finish and amend or adopt a new Master Plan.

Section 6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency ordinance and shall become 

effective the day following its publication (or a summary hereof) in a newspaper of general circulation within the Township.

Township, by acquiring agricultural conservation easements; 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township does not intend to approve agricultural lands, which are or will 
become subject to a preservation easement under the PDR Program, to be used for battery storage, wind energy, solar 
energy, or other similar development purposes;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township recognizes the importance of agriculture to the economy, heritage, and 
quality of life in Georgetown Charter Township.

            NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:

P L A N N E D  U N I T  D E V E L O P M E N T S ,  S I T E  C O N D O M I N I U M S ,  P L A T S ,  
DEVELOPMENT (SITE) PLANS, PERMITS, LICENSES AND CERTAIN OTHER 
ZONING APPROVALS, AS WELL AS THE COMMENCEMENT OR EXPANSION OF 
VARIOUS DEVELOPMENTS OR PROJECTS.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS:

Section 1. Intent and Findings. 

a. The provisions of the Township’s Zoning Ordinance and Master Plan regarding various matters have not kept pace with 

development patterns, population increases and other matters in the Township. 

b. The Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township desires to revise and update the regulations and provisions within the 

Township’s Zoning Ordinance regarding rezonings, planned unit developments (“PUDs” ), site condominiums, plats/subdivisions, 
development (site) plans and similar zoning matters (all collectively hereafter, referred to as a “Development Project” or in the 

plural as “Development Projects” ).

c. The Township and its officials have substantial concerns about the following matters which should potentially be addressed by 

amendments to the Township’s Zoning Ordinance as well as the enactment or amendment of other Township ordinances: 

i. Whether the public water system in various portions of the Township has sufficient capacity to handle further 

development and growth, and if so, how or where such growth should occur. The pending Wyoming Water Reliability 
Study is anticipated to be completed by the summer of 2026 and is expected to influence future growth and development 
within the Township. The current public water system can have its capacity exceeded during peak demand days. The 
Township must evaluate whether additional water storage tanks and other facilities are necessary to ensure an adequate 

and reliable public water supply for the community, which will impact Township planning for future growth.

ii. Concerns about the capacity and ability of the Georgetown Charter Township Fire Department to provide adequate 

firefighting, emergency rescue and other services as population and development grows within the Township and in 
various portions thereof. Emergency services are transitioning from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department to the 
Georgetown Township Fire Department. At this time, the Township has not yet established the anticipated response time 
requirements necessary to effectively serve the community under the new service model. The Township will conduct a 
formal evaluation of response time performance, service coverage, staffing levels, and resource deployment to determine 
whether adjustments are required to ensure adequate emergency service delivery to the community, both for now and in 
the future.  A Township water pressure evaluation also needs to be completed in the fall of 2026 to determine future tanks 

and pumps needs.

iii. Whether the electrical grid and electric service providers in different portions of the Township will be overburdened by 

future growth and, if so, how that problem can be addressed. 

iv. The impact of increased traffic on public safety, traffic patterns and related matters. 

v. The impact of anticipated future population growth within various areas of the Township. 

d. Imposing a moratorium, on a limited temporary basis, is reasonable and necessary in order to allow time for the review of potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects. 

e. During the time of this moratorium, the Township Board and the Planning Commission will work diligently regarding potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.  

f. During this moratorium period, the Township Board and Planning Commission will investigate potential modifications to the 
Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) that may establish new or prevised reasonable regulations regarding 

Development Projects. 

g. On March 19, 2025, the Township’s Planning Commission formally initiated the Master Plan review process. On April 28, 2025, the 
Township Board approved a contract with Williams and Works for a professional planning contract for the Master Plan review. 
The Planning Commission and Township Board continue to work diligently to review the Master Plan by holding, planning and 
scheduling more meetings for discussion on the Master Plan review and to complete the process. This moratorium is also 
necessary to allow sufficient time for the Master Plan to be revised or replaced. 

Section 2. Administrative Action .  A moratorium is hereby imposed upon the issuance of any Township permit, 

license, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, PUD, variance, or similar approval for any new or expanded 
Development Project. During the moratorium term specified in this Ordinance, no Township official, employee, body, 
board, commission or agent shall issue or approve any such permit, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, 
license, PUD, variance or other approval for a Development Project. 

Section 3 No Development Project.  Except for an existing development or project that can proceed under Section 

4 hereof, no Development Project shall be developed, expand or proceed to construction during this moratorium. 

Section 4. Status of a Development Project. This moratorium shall not apply to any approved Development 
Project that has all of the following as of the effective date of this Ordinance: 

a. All Township zoning and land use approvals were obtained and are still valid and in effect.

b. Has a valid Township approved development (site) plan which is still in effect. 

c. The project is under substantial construction. 

*   *   *

As for plats, this moratorium shall not apply to an approved overall preliminary plat and subsequent phases to a 
previously approved overall preliminary plat when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.  This 

moratorium shall not apply to final preliminary plat approval or final plat approval for plats that have previously obtained 
preliminary plat approval when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.

*   *   *

In addition, this moratorium shall not apply to any of the following: 

i. Additions to lawfully existing houses and other buildings. Such exemption also includes decks, swimming pools and similar 

accessory structures. 

ii. Non-zoning permits and approvals such as permits under the building codes, solicitation permits, business permits and similar 

permits. 

iii. Sign permits. 

iv. Any single-family residential housing development that will have a total of five (5) or fewer lots, parcels or site condominiums. 

Section 5. Term of This Ordinance .  The moratorium imposed by this Ordinance shall remain in effect for eight (8) 

months following the effective date of this Ordinance or until amendments to Georgetown Charter Township ’s ordinances 
regarding Development Projects become effective, whichever occurs first.  Prior to the expiration of this moratorium, 

Georgetown Charter Township may extend the moratorium to allow sufficient time to complete any such amendments to the 
ordinances and to finish and amend or adopt a new Master Plan.

Section 6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency ordinance and shall become

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township (the “Township”) has previously adopted a resolution authorizing its 
participation in the Ottawa County Purchase of Development Rights (PDR) Program (the “PDR Program”), through Ottawa 
County’s Farmland Preservation Ordinance (i.e., Ottawa County Code, Section 200.5.1, et seq.) (the “County 
Ordinance”); 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township intends to continue its cooperation with Ottawa County for farmland 
preservation efforts, pursuant to the County Ordinance, and to commit certain funding from the Township in furtherance of 
the same;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township seeks to preserve viable agricultural lands within Georgetown Charter 
Township, by acquiring agricultural conservation easements; 

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township does not intend to approve agricultural lands, which are or will 
become subject to a preservation easement under the PDR Program, to be used for battery storage, wind energy, solar 
energy, or other similar development purposes;

WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township recognizes the importance of agriculture to the economy, heritage, and 
quality of life in Georgetown Charter Township.

RESOLUTION

            NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:  

1. The Recitals above are hereby incorporated into this Resolution as if restated verbatim. 

2. Georgetown Charter Township appropriates and certifies that certain Township funds may be used and committed 
exclusively for the purchase of agricultural conservation easements in accordance with the Ottawa County PDR 
Program and applicable State law, including providing matching dollars for the acquisition of such easements pursuant 
to Sections 200.5.6.4 and 200.5.12.2 of the County Ordinance.

AN ORDINANCE TO IMPOSE A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE 
ISSUANCE OR GRANTING OF ANY ZONING APPROVALS, REZONINGS, 
P L A N N E D  U N I T  D E V E L O P M E N T S ,  S I T E  C O N D O M I N I U M S ,  P L A T S ,  
DEVELOPMENT (SITE) PLANS, PERMITS, LICENSES AND CERTAIN OTHER 
ZONING APPROVALS, AS WELL AS THE COMMENCEMENT OR EXPANSION OF 
VARIOUS DEVELOPMENTS OR PROJECTS.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS:

Section 1. Intent and Findings. 

a. The provisions of the Township’s Zoning Ordinance and Master Plan regarding various matters have not kept pace with 

development patterns, population increases and other matters in the Township. 

b. The Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township desires to revise and update the regulations and provisions within the 

Township’s Zoning Ordinance regarding rezonings, planned unit developments (“PUDs” ), site condominiums, plats/subdivisions, 
development (site) plans and similar zoning matters (all collectively hereafter, referred to as a “Development Project” or in the 

plural as “Development Projects” ).

c. The Township and its officials have substantial concerns about the following matters which should potentially be addressed by 

amendments to the Township’s Zoning Ordinance as well as the enactment or amendment of other Township ordinances: 

i. Whether the public water system in various portions of the Township has sufficient capacity to handle further 

development and growth, and if so, how or where such growth should occur. The pending Wyoming Water Reliability 
Study is anticipated to be completed by the summer of 2026 and is expected to influence future growth and development 
within the Township. The current public water system can have its capacity exceeded during peak demand days. The 
Township must evaluate whether additional water storage tanks and other facilities are necessary to ensure an adequate 

and reliable public water supply for the community, which will impact Township planning for future growth.

ii. Concerns about the capacity and ability of the Georgetown Charter Township Fire Department to provide adequate 

firefighting, emergency rescue and other services as population and development grows within the Township and in 
various portions thereof. Emergency services are transitioning from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department to the 
Georgetown Township Fire Department. At this time, the Township has not yet established the anticipated response time 
requirements necessary to effectively serve the community under the new service model. The Township will conduct a 
formal evaluation of response time performance, service coverage, staffing levels, and resource deployment to determine 
whether adjustments are required to ensure adequate emergency service delivery to the community, both for now and in 
the future.  A Township water pressure evaluation also needs to be completed in the fall of 2026 to determine future tanks 

and pumps needs.

iii. Whether the electrical grid and electric service providers in different portions of the Township will be overburdened by 

future growth and, if so, how that problem can be addressed. 

iv. The impact of increased traffic on public safety, traffic patterns and related matters. 

v. The impact of anticipated future population growth within various areas of the Township. 

d. Imposing a moratorium, on a limited temporary basis, is reasonable and necessary in order to allow time for the review of potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects. 

e. During the time of this moratorium, the Township Board and the Planning Commission will work diligently regarding potential 

amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.  

f. During this moratorium period, the Township Board and Planning Commission will investigate potential modifications to the 
Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) that may establish new or prevised reasonable regulations regarding 

Development Projects. 

g. On March 19, 2025, the Township’s Planning Commission formally initiated the Master Plan review process. On April 28, 2025, the 
Township Board approved a contract with Williams and Works for a professional planning contract for the Master Plan review. 
The Planning Commission and Township Board continue to work diligently to review the Master Plan by holding, planning and 
scheduling more meetings for discussion on the Master Plan review and to complete the process. This moratorium is also 
necessary to allow sufficient time for the Master Plan to be revised or replaced. 

Section 2. Administrative Action .  A moratorium is hereby imposed upon the issuance of any Township permit, 

license, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, PUD, variance, or similar approval for any new or expanded 
Development Project. During the moratorium term specified in this Ordinance, no Township official, employee, body, 
board, commission or agent shall issue or approve any such permit, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, 
license, PUD, variance or other approval for a Development Project. 

Section 3 No Development Project.  Except for an existing development or project that can proceed under Section 

4 hereof, no Development Project shall be developed, expand or proceed to construction during this moratorium. 

Section 4. Status of a Development Project. This moratorium shall not apply to any approved Development 
Project that has all of the following as of the effective date of this Ordinance: 

a. All Township zoning and land use approvals were obtained and are still valid and in effect.

b. Has a valid Township approved development (site) plan which is still in effect. 

c. The project is under substantial construction. 

*   *   *

As for plats, this moratorium shall not apply to an approved overall preliminary plat and subsequent phases to a 
previously approved overall preliminary plat when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.  This 

moratorium shall not apply to final preliminary plat approval or final plat approval for plats that have previously obtained 
preliminary plat approval when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective.

*   *   *

In addition, this moratorium shall not apply to any of the following: 

i. Additions to lawfully existing houses and other buildings. Such exemption also includes decks, swimming pools and similar 

accessory structures. 

ii. Non-zoning permits and approvals such as permits under the building codes, solicitation permits, business permits and similar 

permits. 

iii. Sign permits. 

iv. Any single-family residential housing development that will have a total of five (5) or fewer lots, parcels or site condominiums. 

Section 5. Term of This Ordinance .  The moratorium imposed by this Ordinance shall remain in effect for eight (8) 

months following the effective date of this Ordinance or until amendments to Georgetown Charter Township ’s ordinances 
regarding Development Projects become effective, whichever occurs first.  Prior to the expiration of this moratorium, 

Georgetown Charter Township may extend the moratorium to allow sufficient time to complete any such amendments to the 
ordinances and to finish and amend or adopt a new Master Plan.

Section 6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency ordinance and shall become 

effective the day following its publication (or a summary hereof) in a newspaper of general circulation within the Township.

Georgetown Charter Township, by acquiring agricultural conservation easements;  
 
WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township does not intend to approve agricultural lands, which 

are or will become subject to a preservation easement under the PDR Program, to be used for battery storage, 
wind energy, solar energy, or other similar development purposes; 

 
WHEREAS, Georgetown Charter Township recognizes the importance of agriculture to the 

economy, heritage, and quality of life in Georgetown Charter Township.

with the Ottawa County PDR Program and applicable State law, including providing matching dollars for 
the acquisition of such easements pursuant to Sections 200.5.6.4 and 200.5.12.2 of the County Ordinance. 
Any actual expenditure(s) or commitment(s) of Township funds shall be subject to further Township Board 
approval.  

 
3. Georgetown Charter Township reiterates its participation in the Ottawa County PDR 

Program, directs Ottawa County to continue to administer the PDR Program with the Township’s 
cooperation, and requests that any application(s) for the acquisition of agricultural conservation easements 
for property located in the Township be forwarded to the Township for consideration and possible approval, 
in accordance with Section 200.5.5.2 of the County Ordinance.    

 
4. All funds (and any interest earned thereupon) having been approved and/or appropriated by 

the Township Board, will be used for the sole purpose of agricultural land preservation within Georgetown 
Charter Township.  

 
5. This Resolution is effective immediately and it shall supersede any prior inconsistent

AN ORDINANCE TO IMPOSE A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE 
ISSUANCE OR GRANTING OF ANY ZONING APPROVALS, 
REZONINGS, PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENTS, SITE 
CONDOMINIUMS, PLATS, DEVELOPMENT (SITE) PLANS, PERMITS,

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS: 

Section 1. Intent and Findings.   

a. The provisions of the Township’s Zoning Ordinance and Master Plan regarding various 
matters have not kept pace with development patterns, population increases and other 
matters in the Township.  

b. The Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township desires to revise and update the 
regulations and provisions within the Township’s Zoning Ordinance regarding rezonings, 
planned unit developments (“PUDs”), site condominiums, plats/subdivisions, development 
(site) plans and similar zoning matters (all collectively hereafter, referred to as a 
“Development Project” or in the plural as “Development Projects”). 

c. The Township and its officials have substantial concerns about the following matters which 
should potentially be addressed by amendments to the Township’s Zoning Ordinance as well 
as the enactment or amendment of other Township ordinances:  

(i) Whether the public water system in various portions of the Township has sufficient 
capacity to handle further development and growth, and if so, how or where such 
growth should occur. The pending Wyoming Water Reliability Study is anticipated 
to be completed by the summer of 2026 and is expected to influence future growth 
and development within the Township. The current public water system can have its 
capacity exceeded during peak demand days. The Township must evaluate whether 
additional water storage tanks and other facilities are necessary to ensure an adequate 
and reliable public water supply for the community, which will impact Township 
planning for future growth. 

(ii) Concerns about the capacity and ability of the Georgetown Charter Township Fire 
Department to provide adequate firefighting, emergency rescue and other services as 
population and development grows within the Township and in various portions 
thereof. Emergency services are transitioning from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s 
Department to the Georgetown Township Fire Department. At this time, the 
Township has not yet established the anticipated response time requirements 
necessary to effectively serve the community under the new service model. The 
Township will conduct a formal evaluation of response time performance, service 
coverage, staffing levels, and resource deployment to determine whether adjustments 
are required to ensure adequate emergency service delivery to the community, both 
for now and in the future.  A Township water pressure evaluation also needs to be 
completed in the fall of 2026 to determine future tanks and pumps needs. 

(iii) Whether the electrical grid and electric service providers in different portions of the 
Township will be overburdened by future growth and, if so, how that problem can 
be addressed.  

(iv) The impact of increased traffic on public safety, traffic patterns and related matters.  
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(v) The impact of anticipated future population growth within various areas of the 
Township.  

d. Imposing a moratorium, on a limited temporary basis, is reasonable and necessary in order 
to allow time for the review of potential amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and 
potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.  

e. During the time of this moratorium, the Township Board and the Planning Commission will 
work diligently regarding potential amendments to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially 
other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.   

f. During this moratorium period, the Township Board and Planning Commission will 
investigate potential modifications to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other 
ordinances) that may establish new or prevised reasonable regulations regarding 
Development Projects.  

g. On March 19, 2025, the Township’s Planning Commission formally initiated the Master 
Plan review process. On April 28, 2025, the Township Board approved a contract with 
Williams and Works for a professional planning contract for the Master Plan review. The 
Planning Commission and Township Board continue to work diligently to review the Master 
Plan by holding, planning and scheduling more meetings for discussion on the Master Plan 
review and to complete the process. This moratorium is also necessary to allow sufficient 
time for the Master Plan to be revised or replaced.  

Section 2. Administrative Action.  A moratorium is hereby imposed upon the issuance of any 
Township permit, license, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, PUD, variance, or similar 
approval for any new or expanded Development Project. During the moratorium term specified in this 
Ordinance, no Township official, employee, body, board, commission or agent shall issue or approve any 
such permit, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, license, PUD, variance or other approval 
for a Development Project.  

Section 3 No Development Project.  Except for an existing development or project that can 
proceed under Section 4 hereof, no Development Project shall be developed, expand or proceed to 
construction during this moratorium.   

Section 4. Status of a Development Project.  This moratorium shall not apply to any approved 
Development Project that has all of the following as of the effective date of this Ordinance:  

(a) All Township zoning and land use approvals were obtained and are still valid and in effect. 
(b) Has a valid Township approved development (site) plan which is still in effect.  
(c) The project is under substantial construction.  

*   *   * 

As for plats, this moratorium shall not apply to an approved overall preliminary plat and 
subsequent phases to a previously approved overall preliminary plat when such approvals occurred before 
this Ordinance became effective.  This moratorium shall not apply to final preliminary plat approval or 
final plat approval for plats that have previously obtained preliminary plat approval when such approvals 
occurred before this Ordinance became effective. 

*   *   * 
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In addition, this moratorium shall not apply to any of the following:  

(i) Additions to lawfully existing houses and other buildings. Such exemption also includes 
decks, swimming pools and similar accessory structures.  

(ii) Non-zoning permits and approvals such as permits under the building codes, solicitation 
permits, business permits and similar permits.  

(iii) Sign permits.  

(iv) Any single-family residential housing development that will have a total of five (5) or fewer 
lots, parcels or site condominiums.  

 

Section 5. Term of This Ordinance.  The moratorium imposed by this Ordinance shall remain 
in effect for eight (8) months following the effective date of this Ordinance or until amendments to 
Georgetown Charter Township’s ordinances regarding Development Projects become effective, 
whichever occurs first.  Prior to the expiration of this moratorium, Georgetown Charter Township may 
extend the moratorium to allow sufficient time to complete any such amendments to the ordinances and to 
finish and amend or adopt a new Master Plan. 

Section 6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency ordinance 
and shall become effective the day following its publication (or a summary hereof) in a newspaper of 
general circulation within the Township.

On August 13, 2025, LGROW and GVMC hosted a Healing Our Waters
(HOW) Tour with elected officials and community partners to highlight
the local impact of the Great Lakes Restoration Initiative (GLRI). The
tour showcased four restoration projects in Grand Rapids and
Wyoming, MI that are improving water quality, restoring habitat, and
supporting the long-term health of the Lower Grand River Watershed.

THE EVOLUTION OF AIPROJECTS

Throughout 2025, 20 MS4 permit reapplications and 12
new-use applications were completed, and more than 200
staff across the watershed participated in Stormwater 101
trainings on topics ranging from green infrastructure and
stormwater design standards to everyday pollution
prevention and good housekeeping practices.

New MS4 Communities

An MS4, or Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System, is a
network of storm drains, pipes, ditches, and other
infrastructure that collects and conveys stormwater directly
to local waterways. These systems are owned by local
governments and school districts and are separate from
sanitary sewers. MS4 permits and Stormwater Management
Plans help ensure communities take action to reduce
pollution and protect water quality.

Based on the 2020 census, the urbanized area
within the watershed has expanded, bringing
more communities and school districts under
Michigan’s MS4 stormwater regulations. In 2025,
LGROW welcomed 14 new public agencies into
the MS4 program, growing the network to 41
members across the region. GVMC and LGROW
support members in meeting permit
requirements while encouraging collaboration
through committees, shared resources, and
trainings.

In partnership with the West Michigan Environmental
Action Council (WMEAC) on a non-point source pollution
grant from the Michigan Department of Environment
Great Lakes and Energy (EGLE), LGROW installed
raingardens and conducted site assessments throughout
the Lower Grand River Watershed. LGROW also
collaborated with community partners including Michigan
Sustainable Business Forum, Plaster Creek Stewards, and
American Rivers.

    Emission Reduction Goals:  

In 2025, LGROW and GVMC celebrated a major milestone
with the submission of the West Michigan Healthy Climate
Plan (WMHCP) to the EPA. This achievement marks the
culmination of a two-year effort led in collaboration with
regional partners to create a shared roadmap for Kent,
Ottawa, Ionia, and Montcalm counties to decrease harmful
Greenhouse Gas emissions.

Throughout the year, LGROW and GVMC focused on
community engagement and strategy development to ensure
the Plan reflects local priorities. The WMHCP is designed to
improve public health, strengthen community resilience, and
support local economies by providing practical, actionable
guidance for communities across West Michigan.

2019 Greenhouse Gas Inventory
In 2025, GVMC completed a regional Greenhouse Gas
Inventory using 2019 data to understand where emissions
come from across West Michigan. The inventory looks at
emissions from four major sectors and helps guide local
climate action and track progress over time. Together, the
four-county region emits 20.1 million metric tons of carbon
dioxide equivalent (MTCO₂e). Fully implementing the
West Michigan Healthy Climate Plan could reduce
emissions by more than 160 million metric tons by
2050. 7.

Since 2022, LGROW has managed a Michigan Clean Water
Corps (MiCorps) Volunteer Stream Monitoring Program
(VSMP) in the Rogue River Watershed. The Rogue River
Watershed Partners and Rockford Sustainability Committee
have provided incredible support, as well as our amazing
volunteer base! Thanks to partners and volunteers, 11 sites were
monitored in 2025, covering the entire Lower Rogue River
Watershed.
 
Additionally, LGROW has supported Barry Conservation
District’s (BCD) MiCorps VSMP program in the Thornapple
River Watershed since 2024. BCD and LGROW monitored 12
sites in 2025, covering the majority of the Thornapple River
mainstem and four of its tributaries.

M I C O R P S  V S M P

Last year, with funding from the Great Lakes Fishery Trust (GFLT),
LGROW began a new place-based stewardship education project
called “Living the Mission.” This project focuses on working with
students from schools in disadvantaged communities or schools
that serve disadvantaged communities and seeks to take these
students from watershed learning to watershed stewardship. This
past Fall, 8 different school groups began the journey by getting
outdoors to sample a waterway in their community and one outside
of their community for direct comparison. Currently the students
are working on analyzing the data they collected and conducting
research with the goal of creating a presentation for local
policymakers. Finally, the students will select a stewardship activity
to engage in that will support improved water quality in their
community.

6,500 saplings were distributed through the 5 Conservation
Districts throughout the last 2 weeks of April 2025. Bringing the
total number of saplings distributed through this program to
8,028 saplings between Spring 2024 and 2025.

LGROW assisted the Kent Conservation District during their fall
tree sale in handing out 1125 native saplings. Sapling were
bundled in groups of 5 and separated by deciduous and
coniferous species. 58 people came and collected bundles during
the October 11  tree sale, totaling at 870 saplings! Remaining
bundles were shared with the Kent District Library Cascade
Branch and Friends of Grand Rapids Parks for watershed
residents to plant.

CITY OF WYOMING TREE
MAINTENANCE TRAINING
Significant progress was made on the DNR Urban and
Community Forestry grant in partnership with the City of
Wyoming. Davey Resource Group completed an Urban Tree
Canopy Assessment, which will support data-driven decision-
making for future tree planting locations. The first of four
planned workshops was held in November and was attended by
23 City of Wyoming staff from the Parks & Recreation and
Public Works departments. The workshop focused on proper tree
planting and maintenance practices, including pruning,
watering, and mulching. Tree planting is a major component of
the grant, and substantial planning took place later in the year
for a community tree planting event scheduled for Arbor Day
2026.

GRANT
In 2025, LGROW supported planting projects with the City of
Kentwood, Plaster Creek Stewards, and Friends of Buck Creek.
13 trees were planted in Kentwood across 4 different parks.
Plaster Creek Stewards, with support from LGROW, planted
15 trees working with many different partners. Friends of
Buck Creek planted native shrubs at Lemery Park. These
plantings added to 77 total trees planted with many more in
the works for 2026.

Jenison Historical Association 
2025 Annual Report 

         
During 2025, 18 community open houses were held March to November at the 
Jenison Museum – the first Tuesday of the month from 10 a.m. to noon and the 
third Saturday from 2 to 4 p.m.  There were 519 visitors to the Jenison Museum 
which included the Christmas Open House on the first Saturday in December.   
 
We also offered individual small group tours. Often time, also, when folks see 
cars in the parking lot, they will stop and see if the museum is open.  Those 
working at the museum are always happy to show folks around and often do.  If 
requested, tours are still provided to Jenison Public classrooms, the 2nd 
graders of the Christian schools and homeschoolers. Jenison Christian 
Elementary School brought 45 students through the museum in December.   
 
We hosted several historical presentations throughout the year.  Six of these 
were either held at the Library or Georgetown Connections and were open to 
the public.  Special presentations were also scheduled with specific groups 
when requested such as Sunset Manor, United Methodist Church, Grandville 
Women’s Club and Waterford Place in Jenison.  Each year we try to create 
new presentations.  In 2025, two more History of Jenison units were added.  
This means there are now 3 different presentations about Jenison history, each 
covering a different portion of the community.  A total of 445 people attended 
these special presentations. 
 
One project we were especially proud and excited about was the reprinting and 
relaunching of “Bend in the River”, a history of Grandville and Jenison from 
1932-1972. This was a joint project with the Grandville Historical Commission 
and Schuler’s Books. Book relaunching’s took place at the Georgetown Library 
in March and the Grandville Library in April.  Authors of the book, Marilyn Galer 
and Esther Kunnen shared with those present the process of writing the book. 
 
JHA members continued work on inventorying artifacts in the museum making 
sure they are recorded in the Association’s software.  Inventory of the first floor 
of the museum is complete.  Two JHA members, Mary Raper and Ronnie 
Aungst, have worked in the Local History Room at the Library on Wednesdays 
from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m.  They also served as resources for 5 community 



members having questions regarding their families.  There were 48 visitors to 
the room during the year.  
 
An example of how JHA is preserving Jenison history is a project one of our 
members, Mary Raper, is working on called “Jenison in the News”.  This series 
of books was inspired by the Carl Bajema Collection at the Grand Rapids 
Library. During his lifetime, Carl collected clippings of historical interest to him 
between 1830 – 2000. After his death, the books were divided into subject 
areas and placed into 1,735 binders, one of which was “Ottawa County: 
Georgetown Township” and another, “Ottawa County: Jenison Park”. After 
reviewing these two, Mary decided to compile a sequential collection from 
several area newspapers, so that a story might form of the people and places 
from 1848 to our present day. 
 
She began working on this project in September of 2024 and by the end of 
2025 put the following binders together. They are now bar-coded and on the 
shelves of the Local History Room: 

• Jenison in the News: 1848 – 1899; 1900 – 1909; 1910 -1915; 1916 – 
1930. 

• Jenison Electric Park in the News: 1892 – 1927 
• Hanley and Shackhuddle in the News 
• Bauer and Canada Hill in the News  

 
There are many interesting stories in these books, along with names and 
places of days gone by. More years are planned for the Jenison in the News 
series.  
 
In addition to the Bajema Collection, Mary’s resources for these clippings are 
the Joint Archives of Holland, Genealogy Bank, Newspapers.com., and the 
Grand Rapids Library. At the Grand Rapids Library, she found microfilm copies 
of the Grandville News between 1909 and 1911. “De Grondwet” newspaper 
was published between 1871 and 1938 in Holland, Michigan. Most of it was 
written in Dutch. Thanks to Mieke Korstange for translating the multitude of 
clippings. JHA member, Veronica Aungst, helped locate some of the clippings 
for this project, also. 
 
As part of our community awareness campaign, we participated in the Trunk or 
Treat and the Holiday Market at the Library this year.  
 
The Jenison Quarterly, the Jenison Historical Association newsletter, is 
currently being sent to 359 people via email. This is an increase of 78 from 
2024.  
 
During 2025 members spent 1,425 volunteer hours at the museum hosting 
open houses, working on artifacts inventory, cleaning, and maintenance.  Many 
hours were also spent by members working on projects outside of the museum 



such as the Local History Room, making presentations or working at home 
doing research. 
 
2025 Goals Update: 

• Achieved but Ongoing – Several new members have joined JHA this 
past year.   

 
2026 Goals: 

• Encourage active participation from dues paying members by requesting 
help with specific projects. 

• Engage the community with different ways of marketing historical 
presentations, community events and museum open houses. 

• Expand the ways in which we use our Past Perfect software. 
• Recruit active/new members especially younger folks. 
• Recruit and train a volunteer museum curator. 
• Create a JHA Procedure Manual to how various “jobs” and processes 

are completed. 
 
On behalf of the Jenison Historical Association, I want to thank Georgetown 
Township employees for the upkeep at the museum and the Georgetown 
Township Board for their continued support, especially the painting of the 
Jenison Museum.  We look forward to working with Gene DeWitt, our Township 
Representative for 2026. Thanks too, to Justin Stadt and Andy Reinstra for 
being our “go-to” people at the Township. Last but not least, a big thank you to 
Rob Bristow of the Library and his staff for their willingness to assist JHA 
whenever asked.

At a regular meeting of the Georgetown Charter Township Board held at the Township offices on 

February 23, 2026, beginning at 7:00 p.m., Township Board Member ___________________made a 

motion to adopt this Ordinance because the proposed zoning designation is consistent with the Master 

plan and the Future Land Use Map for the area; the area is capable of sustaining the uses within the LDR 

district without additional public funds; the uses allowed within the LDR district are compatible with the 

neighboring uses and to adopt the staff report as finding of fact, which motion was seconded by Township 

Board Member  ___________________: 

 

AN  AMENDMENT  TO  THE  GEORGETOWN  CHARTER  TOWNSHIP 
ZONING ORDINANCE, AS AMENDED, AND MAP 

 
THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS: 

 
ARTICLE 1. The map of the Georgetown Charter Township Zoning Ordinance, as amended, is 

hereby amended to read as follows: 

(REZ2601) (Ordinance 2026-01): To change from Agricultural (AG) to Low Density Residential (LDR) 
parcels of land described as P.P. # 70-14-07-100-003 and P.P. # 70-14-07-100-014, located 4577 Bauer 
Rd. and 4471 Bauer Rd., Georgetown Township, Ottawa County, Michigan. 
 

Except as expressly modified by the above, the balance of the Zoning Map of the 

Georgetown Charter Township Zoning Ordinance, as amended, shall remain unchanged and in full force 

and effect. 

ARTICLE 2. Severability.  In the event that any one or more sections, provisions, phrases, or 

words of this Ordinance shall be found to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall 

not affect the validity or the enforceability of the remaining sections, provisions, phrases, or other words of 

this Ordinance. 



Except as specified above, the balance of the Georgetown Charter Township Zoning Ordinance, as 

amended, and map shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.

(REZ2601) (Ordinance 2026-01): To change from Agricultural (AG) to Low Density Residential (LDR) 
parcels of land described as P.P. # 70-14-07-100-003 and P.P. # 70-14-07-100-014, located 4577 Bauer 
Rd. and 4471 Bauer Rd., Georgetown Township, Ottawa County, Michigan. 
 
The applicant is requesting to rezone a 30.30-acre parcel and a 29.99-acre parcel from Agricultural (AG) to 
Low Density Residential to (LDR) to develop the land with LDR lots.  In LDR, lots are allowed to have a 
minimum width of 85 feet and minimum area of 11,475 square feet.  Also, minimum setbacks in feet LDR 
are: front 40; sides 10 each; rear 40.

Page 32 of the Master Plan states: 
 
Residential Land Use Policies: 
 
New residential development should occur contiguous to existing developed areas to ensure efficient 
utilization of existing utility lines, or the developer would be responsible to bring the utilities to the 
location. 
 

- The parcels in question are located near a developed residential PUD located north of the Ice Arena. 
They are separated by Consumer’s Energy property but remain in the same vicinity. Public utilities 
are also available at these locations. 

 
Page 35 of the Master Plan states: 
 
LDR-Low Density Residential 
 
This category includes land primarily developed for detached single-family residential use in the LDR and 
LMR zoning districts.  Residential development in this land use category is intended to be served by public 
water and sewer services. 
 
Since the Future Land Use Map anticipates future urban growth in areas not currently served by public 
utilities, it is recognized that this growth will be contingent on expansion of utility services through main 
extensions. 
 

- The applicant’s intent is to develop this land with detached single-family residential housing 
which meets the definition of LDR. Public water and sanity sewer are available in this area. 

 
 
 
REVIEW STANDARDS 
 
Rezonings go with the land, not the property owner or use.  Therefore, once a parcel is zoned to a 
particular classification, the zoning is permanent unless changed by a subsequent rezoning action.  Zoning 
cannot be conditional and a parcel cannot be rezoned for one specific use.  Any use permitted within the 
zoning district is permitted on the property, provided the other applicable regulations of the Zoning 
Ordinance (lot sizes, setbacks, etc.) are met. 
 
The following standards are used for consideration by the Planning Commission and Township Board in 
their review of the rezoning request. 
 
1. Consistency:  Is the proposed zoning and all of its permitted uses consistent with the 

recommendations of the Township Land Use Plan? 
 

Yes.  The Future Land Use Map shows the area as LDR.  It is in the same vicinity as an existing 
developed residential PUD. The language in the Master Plan states that to be zoned LDR, 
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utilities (including water and sewer) shall be provided, and they are available to be provided. 
Public water and sanitary sewer are available in this location. 
 
In order to be rezoned to LDR, page 32 of the Master Plan states: “New residential development 
should occur contiguous to existing developed areas to ensure efficient utilization of existing utility 
lines, or the developer would be responsible to bring the utilities to the location.”   

 
In order to be rezoned to LDR, page 35 of the Master Plan states: “This category includes land 
primarily developed for detached single-family residential use in the LDR and LMR zoning districts.  
Residential development in this land use category is intended to be served by public water and sewer 
services.”   

 
2. Compatibility:  Is the proposed district and all of its allowed uses compatible with the surrounding 

area? 
 

Yes.  The surrounding land is zoned AG and PUD. The uses allowed within LDR are also 
allowed within the AG district, except that the AG district allows for agricultural uses and some 
additional low intense uses as special land uses. The rezoning to LDR would restrict the 
property owner from applying for those special land uses. The developed lots will be smaller, 
but the uses will still be compatible with the surrounding AG homes as they share many of the 
same available uses. A complete list of available uses is below.

Gary Veldink asked Todd Stuive if he has been in discussions with the Public Works Director 
about utilities and whether utility services will be available for as many lots as they are proposing. 
 
Todd Stuive stated, yes, he has had initial meetings with the Public Works Director and other 
township staff. He stated the limiting factor in that location is a lift station that has capacity for, he 
believed, over 300 units currently. At some point that will be a factor as the area develops and 
discussions are already taking place about what it would take to eliminate the lift station.

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Gary Veldink stated there are constant discussions about the lift stations getting to capacity. He 
asked Todd Stuive if he knew whether this was on a force main for water. 
 
Todd Stuive stated it’s a gravity main there, but it goes to a lift station. He stated ultimately this 
system would be rerouted into the new Hidden Lake station. 
 
Gary Veldink stated after the Hidden Lake station, it’s got to go to Port Sheldon Street eventually. 
He stated that’s a big discussion around development in the northwest quadrant, getting utilities 
eventually down to Port Sheldon Street. 
 
Tom Healy asked how many units they are planning to install. 
 
Todd Stuive stated they only have very preliminary plans, but they were looking at about two units 
per acre. About 124 units total. 
 
No other commissioners had any further questions. 
 
Chairman Samy opened the public hearing. 
 
Pete Plowman, 6877 Creek Ridge Dr., stated he wanted to see a link to the prior meeting minutes 
for the item on the Planning Commission agenda where they approve the prior meeting minutes so 
they are easier to find. Additionally, he stated there was a goal on the goals and objectives 
worksheet about preserving farmland. He stated he understood why they were going to approve 
this particular rezoning, as it is next to other developments, but he wants the Planning Commission 
to take that goal seriously. Additionally, he stated he wants to know what the commission is going 
to do to defend against solar developments and Grand Valley State University buying up property 
that will become tax exempt under their ownership. 
 
Alex VanOverloop, 4548 Bauer Rd., stated he wanted to know what type of home was going to be 
built in the development, and gave examples of single-family homes, condos, or townhomes. He 
stated he was generally in favor of development, but was concerned about the density. 
 
Todd Stuive stated in response to Alex VanOverloop’s comments, the housing type they were 
looking at was single-family lots since they were looking at two units per acre. He stated they 
could do condos in LDR zoning, but right now they were looking to do single-family housing. 
 
Chairman Samy stated in response to Pete Plowman’s comments, they would add the online link 
to the prior meeting minutes in the agenda so they are easier to locate for the public [all prior 
meeting minutes can be found on the township website on the Meetings and Agendas page]. As far 
as the goals and objectives, those are something that will be discussed in detail. The Master Plan is 
still a rough draft yet, so the Commission will be working on this over the next couple of months. 
Regarding solar developments, there is something called a renewable energy ordinance where 
townships can adopt their own ordinance to protect against different renewable energy 
developments. The State passed a law where if a local municipality does not have its own 
renewable energy ordinance, an applicant can go to the State for approval to build a renewable 
energy operation. He stated the Commission will want to look at this for the Master Plan. They 
will also be looking at what can be done about Grand Valley State University buying up land. 
 
Chairman Samy closed the public hearing. 
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Tom Healy stated the Master Plan and a Future Land Use Map are exactly that, plans. Not a 
promise, a contract or a guarantee. As it pertains to the northwest corner of the township, it is 
pretty clear the current Master Plan is going to change. The fact that a new Master Plan has not yet 
been committed to print, does not mean the Township’s plans have not changed. Regarding the 
rezoning item currently up for vote, in supporting the condition of compatibility the staff report 
says, “the surrounding land is zoned AG and PUD. The uses allowed within LDR are also allowed 
within the AG district…” and it goes on to say, “The developed lots will be smaller, but the uses 
will still be compatible.” He stated the current Master Plan on page 33 states AG zoning density is 
one dwelling for every ten acres. The LDR density is two to three dwellings for every one acre; 
this increases in PUD zoning. He stated single-family homes might be the “use” of the request, but 
the density of the “use” between the two zones makes the “uses” incompatible because of scale. 
He stated a reasonable argument cannot be made that inserting a PUD similar to Lowing Woods 
onto these two parcels is similar or compatible to the existing AG zoning. He stated to rezone is to 
add more dwellings, more people, more cars, more traffic, and more congestion on a potential 
scale of 30:1 or more. One dwelling per ten acres versus three dwellings per one acre. That’s an 
enormous change. He stated at the recent joint Township Board and Planning Commission 
meeting there was a unanimous concern voiced about traffic, speeds, congestion, inadequate road 
design, and insufficient traffic control devices; the current Master Plan states on page 30 that 
“New development should be directed to areas efficiently served by public roads…” While these 
parcels are served by public roads, he said, it is far from being efficient given what will be the 
increased traffic loads. He stated Fillmore Street and 36th Avenue are two primary access roads 
identified as being more congested and dangerous. He stated that fixing these issues required 
either a new connector road across the Grand River or required the Michigan State Police and/or 
Ottawa County Road Commission to redesign the roads, reduce speed limits, and install traffic 
control devices; the township has no control over these adjustments. He stated something the 
township does possess control over is to stop large-scale LDR housing developments, which add 
to the congestion. He stated this rezoning request also goes against Standard 6 which addresses 
sufficient vacant land already zoned in a specific category. At the joint meeting, there were 
discussions about preserving prime farmland in the northwest corner of the township; this request 
takes away prime farmland. The current Master Plan states on page 16, “Agricultural land uses 
have decreased over the past twenty years due to the continued development of new residential 
uses in prime farmland areas” which means, he stated, the township has transitioned to a point of 
not having enough farmland. LDR has been consuming AG for decades. The ‘uses’ while intended 
for single family dwellings, are incompatible because of the 30:1 scale with regard to density He 
stated his main point here is that the township’s needs and plans have changed. He stated he 
believes the rezoning does not pass Standard 6, and the traffic and congestion presents a danger to 
public safety. 
 
Gary Veldink asked if the Commission rezones the properties to LDR, does that automatically 
mean PUD zoning is allowed. 
 
Tom Healy stated no, it does not, but that scale doesn’t change. It could still be a 30:1 scale. 
Additionally, the subject parcels are the prime farmland that the current Master Plan talks about 
preserving. He stated he also attended a training put on by Ottawa County for renewable utility 
developments. An attorney assisting with the training said if in the Master Plan, a township 
designates prime farmland and prioritizes its preservation, that is one of the best defenses to the 
installation of utility energy operations. He stated when they designate farmland, that is a viable 
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defense, but if they allow farmland to be consumed by LDR, that goes against the claim they want 
to preserve it. 
 
Gary Veldink stated he agreed to a point. He stated he knows the property to the west of the 
subject parcels is not farmland. It was farmland, but has already been developed and has 
apartments and condos. To the east, yes, it is farmland, however the proposed rezoning is not in 
the middle of farmland, it is consistent with development in the area. 
 
Tom Healy stated that is true, though he felt since the development to the west fronts on 48th 
Avenue rather than Bauer Road, that makes a difference. He stated at some point, they preserve 
prime farmland or they don’t. He stated they have to draw the line somewhere. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated they have not designated the land in the Master Plan at this point and 
haven’t taken the steps required in order to do that. She also stated in any rezoning they’ve had 
previously, they have not used the factors stated by Tom Healy to make a determination. She 
stated she would be uncomfortable changing the criteria without a larger discussion. She stated 
they’ve never taken the density of the new rezone into consideration when deciding on a rezoning. 
 
Tom Healy stated he understands that, and stated they’ve also never been at this particular point 
before where the existing Master Plan says they’ve been consuming AG property for twenty years. 
He stated the township was virtually at a tipping point. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated her concern was that they need to be careful. She understands the 
importance of preserving AG land, but they need to be careful with preserving that land at the 
expense of what the owners of that land want to do with it. The owners have made a determination 
of what they want to do with the land. She stated the rezoning application meets the rezoning 
standards. She stated the land is not designated AG in the Master Plan at this point. She stated she 
does not feel comfortable changing the criteria that they’ve always used. Further, she said, they are 
not at a point where they are all on the same page for the new Master Plan. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he felt similarly to Jeannine Bolhouse. He stated they have not yet had a 
discussion on what farmland they want to protect and there are a lot of factors that will go into that 
discussion. He stated they would do serious harm if they were to stop all development in the 
township. It would not be consistent with the way they’ve operated in the past. He stated what he 
felt the Township Board was concerned about was PUDs becoming too dense, and not so much 
low density residential developments. He stated traffic is a factor too, and when they come back to 
the Planning Commission with their site plan, they will be able to review density, but the matter at 
hand is the rezoning request and it meets all the requirements of the ordinance. There has also not 
been a recommendation to the Township Board to change anything either. The Planning 
Commission can continue operating as they have done in the past until goals have been sent to the 
Board and approved by them. He stated his grandfather and uncle are farmers, and he understands 
the importance of protecting farmland. 
 
Jessica Ulberg stated the property aligns with the criteria for a rezoning. She stated the future land 
use map currently designates that area as LDR. She said there will be discussions on preserving 
AG, but at this point they have not moved forward and presented anything to the Board. She stated 
she does not feel comfortable straying from the current standards until further discussions are had. 
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Goris Passchier stated Tom Healy made some valid points. He wondered if there was a timetable 
for slowing down development as they work with the Master Plan. 
 
Geoff Brown stated there is a precedent. The rezoning request meets the criteria. He stated these 
parcels are served by public utilities and would disagree with holding up the request. Further, he 
said, private landowners have rights about what they want to do with their land. It’s their decision.

The ZA made a couple of announcements regarding upcoming meetings. 
 
#260121-06 – Public Comments 
 

Pete Plowman, 6877 Creek Ridge Dr., stated at the joint Township Board and Planning 
Commission meeting, they talked about the Jenison Ranch style home, and he felt it was discussed 
like it was a bad thing and he didn’t understand why that was. He stated when people move to 
Georgetown, they move here for thirty to forty years. He stated he does not want to see high 
density and apartment buildings. He stated it will further increase the traffic and congestion issues. 
He stated Georgetown does not have to be all things to all people. He stated people who want 
starter homes can choose to live in Wyoming. 

 
#260121-07 – Other Business – Continued Master Plan Discussion on Goals and Objectives 
 

The Planning Commission resumed their conversation regarding the Goals and Objectives of the 
Master Plan by going through the Goals and Objectives Worksheet and identifying which goals on 
the worksheet they want to keep, revise, or remove. 
 
Housing 
 
Goal 1: Facilitate opportunities for quality, affordable housing for people of all life phases, 
income levels, and abilities to be built. 
 
Gary Veldink wanted to remove Objective Four from this goal. He stated he had an issue with 
trying to partner with the County to get low-income housing. He stated he hates the word 
“affordable housing.” He stated affordable housing won’t happen unless they have a depression. 
He stated he didn’t see why they had to partner with anybody as it’s not the township’s job to 
build houses. 
 
Tom Healy stated there was a format of housing plans put out by the county [possibly referring to 
the Ottawa County Small-Footprint Homes Development Project]. He asked Gary Veldink if there 
was anything presented in that report that he felt was okay. 
 
Gary Veldink stated no, there was not. He stated they may as well put a campground in as it would 
be the same square footage and it’s cheap. He stated he used to build migrant housing for an

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agricultural operation. He stated they could put the dwellings on a skid and pull them from field to 
field. He stated Georgetown is more a place where people find their final homes, not their starter 
homes. Starter homes are in Wyoming. He stated figuring out how to build cheaper housing is not 
the government’s job. 
 
Geoff Brown stated he wanted to remove Objective Four as well. He stated he doesn’t like the 
term “affordable housing” either, though demographics are changing. He stated Ottawa County is 
more focused on the lakeshore communities. 
 
Chairman Samy stated they could just remove “affordable” from the goal. He stated they could 
just have it state “Facilitate opportunities for quality housing for people of all life phases.” 
 
Gary Veldink stated he agreed with that. He stated he’s not trying to discount anybody coming to 
Georgetown. He just doesn’t like the phrase “affordable housing.” 
 
Jessica Ulberg also agreed to remove it. She stated in their discussions, the conversation has more 
so been about different types of housing, not necessarily affordable housing. She stated if 
Georgetown had a mixed-use building, the apartments above the commercial spaces would cost 
just as much as a mortgage, if not more. She stated not everyone wants a large house with a large 
garage with a huge yard to take care of. 
 
Geoff Brown stated there is a large portion of first-time home buyers who don’t know how to 
maintain a home and would be better served by a condo. He stated he doesn’t like the stigma of 
“affordable” either, but they should understand there is a generation coming up who don’t know 
how to remove and replace their own toilet. The township needs to be able to accommodate that. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated there are a lot of younger people who saw their parents do all that work 
and they don’t want to do all that. They don’t want to mow their lawn every weekend. They don’t 
want to spend money to sprinkle their lawn. So, they make choices that eliminate some of those 
things and it is not necessarily affordable. 
 
Tom Healy stated the concept of affordability goes along with density. Putting five units on an 
acre instead of three units lowers the cost of those properties. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he would be cautious to look at it as anything but just having different 
varieties of home and providing the opportunity to build those homes for people of all life phases. 
It removes income and affordability from the statement. He stated he encouraged everyone to look 
at the makeup of the township currently, but also keep in mind there will be a lot of new people in 
the township over the next few decades. The Master Plan needs to prepare for that shift as well.  
 
Goris Passchier agreed to remove the word “affordability.” He stated Georgetown doesn’t need to 
become something totally different. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated regarding Objective Two, she liked the idea of revising the zoning 
ordinance, but did not like the idea of limiting it to the cost of development. She stated there are 
other factors that they can look at to improve the ordinance.  
 
Chairman Samy stated he also wanted to revise that one. He suggested the revision to be, “Revise 
the zoning ordinance to eliminate the requirements that prevent a higher quality of developments 
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in construction.” He gave the example of the recent proposed Eastbrook Homes development that 
would have utilized creative construction to give a higher quality of life. He stated it could even 
just be for PUDs.  
 
Geoff Brown stated he agreed. He stated for Objective One, current zoning should be less 
restrictive for accessory dwelling units (ADUs). He stated Georgetown has an older generation 
and the cost of elder care is very expensive. He stated if people would be allowed to have ADUs, 
so much land might not need to be developed. 
 
Gary Veldink stated the only way he would support ADUs would be if it would incorporate an 
existing home. He stated he would not support a detached ADU. He stated elders do not live in 
those units very long and once they leave, then the homeowner could rent it to anyone to make 
money. He stated elderly parents are quiet, but the next renter might not be.  
 
Chairman Samy stated he agreed he did not like the idea of detached ADUs. He stated the way the 
ordinance is currently written, it does not allow for separate cooking facilities from the main level. 
 
Gary Veldink stated he could make his basement into an apartment because he lives on a lake and 
he can have a kitchen in the basement. He stated that his house is maybe one out of one hundred 
where that would work. Additionally he stated all the objectives under Goal One could be 
combined into one objective. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he could see combining Objective One and Two into one item. For revising 
Objective One, he stated he wasn’t sure if they were looking for as many two-, three-, or four-
plexes, and maybe they could incorporate creative PUDs into that item. 
 
Tom Healy stated he had Objective One flagged for removal for that reason. He stated what has 
been done historically has worked well for duplexes. He stated PUDs might eliminate the need for 
duplexes.  
 
Goris Passchier asked what the difference between two-, three-, and four-plexes and apartments 
really was. He stated it seemed like it was just a fancy way of putting in apartments. 
 
Chairman Samy stated that is not necessarily the case. He stated condos could be considered 
duplexes, three- or four-plexes.  
 
Goris Passchier stated they should then identify that they are condos, which seemed different to 
him than having a duplex, like those on Cottonwood Drive. 
 
Chairman Samy stated a duplex could be condos or townhomes. There are different types of 
duplexes. 
 
Gary Veldink stated it is a residential zoning district and they are not spot-zoning a four-family 
home on a single-family lot. He stated in the next five to ten years, the State is going to allow 
duplexes on single-family lots.  
 
Chairman Samy stated he wanted to add something about limiting traffic congestion and he wasn’t 
sure if that would be under housing or transportation goals. He stated he felt there were too many 
access points to major thoroughfares.  
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Tom Healy commented that Objective Three states residential developments are to be located “off 
of prime farmland soils.” 
 
Chairman Samy stated he thought when they talked about prime farmland soils, it was more so the 
muck fields by Chicago Drive, which is different from the soil of the northwest quadrant that can 
be built on. 
 
Tom Healy stated there is a legal definition of “prime farmland.” He didn’t want to take away 
from the discussion at hand to dive too deep into that though. He believed it didn’t describe the 
muck land though. 
 
Chairman Samy stated they certainly could dive into that in detail later, he just believed when they 
had discussed prime farmland in the past, it had been in reference to the lands nearer to Chicago 
Drive, which cannot be built on. 

 
 
Goal 2: Support a variety of housing densities and styles, encouraging greater density in the 
areas of the Township with the infrastructure to support it. 
 
Gary Veldink stated he wanted to remove Objective Two. He stated he does not like the idea of 
residential and commercial together. 
 
Chairman Samy asked if he meant like having a business on the main level of a building and an 
apartment on the floor above that. 
 
Tom Healy gave the example of the old Kmart property at Main Street and Chicago Drive. 
 
Gary Veldink stated they got rid of the Kmart because they didn’t like the vacancy. He stated he 
drives by a lot of residential-commercial buildings and the businesses are vacant. He stated it’s 
difficult to rent those places. He stated there’s huge turnover of businesses in those places too. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he disagreed. He said it’s become necessary to have mixed-use. He stated 
Fazoli’s on Baldwin Street recently went under because it was a standalone restaurant with no 
other financial support for that location. 
 
Gary Veldink commented that it was interesting because the Master Plan survey results called for 
more sit-down restaurants, which is exactly what Fazoli’s was. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he liked the idea of a community with retail, food, and residential. He 
stated having residential on the same property, helps to support the commercial. 
 
Gary Veldink asked how big of a project would that be. He asked if it would look like fifty 
residential units, sixty units, one hundred, etc… 
 
Chairman Samy stated he did not have a number for that since he’s not a professional in that 
industry. He stated big box stores aren’t surviving any more. At the joint meeting everyone wanted 
to see more restaurants and coffee shops, but he stated those won’t thrive as standalones. He stated 
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the mixed-use area at Baldwin Street and 36th Avenue contains residential condos with restaurants 
and shops. 
 
Gary Veldink stated when commercial and residential mix, they need to look at the parking 
ordinance. 
 
Geoff Brown stated they were going to have to address that too. He stated he liked how Goal Two 
addresses “encouraging greater density in the areas of the Township with the infrastructure to 
support it.” He felt no one was talking about building a plaza on the Kmart property like they have 
in Hudsonville. The cost of commercial building is incredible without adding in overpriced land. 
The price itself becomes prohibitive. He stated taking properties that are already commercially 
zoned and telling a developer to attract stores and restaurants, may require a layer or two of 
apartments. He stated no one was talking about doing that on Baldwin Street; the area for this 
would more so be Chicago Drive. He also stated they aren’t necessarily talking about building 
mixed-use developments all the way down Chicago Drive. He stated every time they restrict or 
reject a commercial building from being built, the taxpayers are footing the bill for those 
rejections. He stated bills and costs continue to rise and the taxes must cover those costs. He stated 
if the township had more commercial businesses, it would help support the tax base. He stated 
they could pinpoint zoning to certain areas where mixed use could be allowed, but don’t ban it. 
 
Goris Passchier stated most of the tax dollars go toward schools. 
 
Gary Veldink stated the township gets $70 out of $1,000.  
 
Goris Passchier stated he’s seen apartments above commercial spaces in many cities around the 
country and he said that arrangement can be done well, but he thinks the Commission needs to be 
very specific about where they go. 
 
Tom Healy commented that allowing flexibility for things like height allowances in certain 
locations may help. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse asked, regarding Objective Three if the township had a “utility policy to 
support the zoning ordinance and master plan.” 
 
Gary Veldink stated the township has a ten-year infrastructure plan. 
 
Growth and Development 
 
Goal 3: Focus new commercial development into existing developed areas. 
 
Jessica Ulberg stated she initially wanted to remove Objective Six. She asked if the township was 
currently working with Ottawa County to bring people into the township. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he felt it was more about bringing in productive businesses, rather than 
residents. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated she felt the township has a problem bringing businesses here. 
 
Geoff Brown agreed with that. 
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Chairman Samy stated he doesn’t know much about the Ottawa County Economic Development 
Corporation, but he knows more about Lakeshore Advantage and they partner with businesses and 
bring them into towns. 
 
Gary Veldink stated he had it as an objective to remove. He stated Ottawa County doesn’t have a 
great working relationship with the township. 
 
Chairman Samy wanted to remind everyone this was a future goal. They did not need to have great 
relationships now, but in the future that could all change. He stated having these goals in the 
Master Plan works as leverage to receive more assistance from Ottawa County in the future. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated she felt they needed more communication and collaboration with 
surrounding organizations and communities. She stated she did not want to discount Gary 
Veldink’s experience with Ottawa County, but stated they should have a goal to improve that. 
 
Gary Veldink stated if they were going to leave that goal, then Grand Valley Metropolitan Council 
should be added as an organization. He stated the township works closely with GVMC already. 
 
Tom Healy stated he agreed having more collaboration was a good goal to have, especially if 
funding is available for certain projects. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated they don’t know about funding if they don’t ask. 
 
Gary Veldink stated there was $54 million in American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds that went 
to Ottawa County. He stated the lakeshore communities received funds for social justice projects 
and Georgetown got nothing. He stated he sent letters to the County asking for funding, but the 
response was deafening. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he wanted to remove Objective Three, which was “establish an expedited 
permitting process for priority sites and corridors to incentivize commercial and mixed-use 
developers to locate in specific areas.” He stated he did not believe they should expedite or waive 
anything in the permitting process. He stated he wanted to remove that one or revise it to include 
more of an enhanced dialog between the township and developers. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse asked if there was a way to incentivize developments or businesses in specific 
areas rather than expediting permitting or the usual tactic which is tax incentives since the 
township won’t do that. 
 
Chairman Samy asked Mike Houseman, of Wolverine Building Group, what sort of things outside 
of monetary incentives could help bring businesses into the Township. 
 
Mike Houseman stated he thought maybe Objective Three was referring to a thing called form-
based code, which fosters high-quality buildings and streets over separating uses, allowing for 
walkable, mixed-use areas. He stated he has a development in Muskegon which is under form-
based code and so long as his building meets certain criteria for aesthetics, height, functionality,  
and parking, it does not have to go to the Planning Commission. It goes instead to planning/zoning 
staff for approval. He stated all of south Division Street is form based code due to the Silver Line 
bussing system from The Rapid being installed. He stated every community along that route, 
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including Grand Rapids, Wyoming, Kentwood, and Gaines, has form-based code. He stated when 
he develops properties in those municipalities along that route, he saves months by not having to 
do the whole Planning Commission process that Georgetown has. He stated saving that time is a 
huge incentive. He stated form-based code is still relatively new and is slowly developing. 
 
Gary Veldink stated they would have to change their whole PUD ordinance. 
 
Mike Houseman stated not necessarily. A form-based code would be its own ordinance. 
 
Gary Veldink stated the current PUD ordinance is written to require developers to come to the 
Planning Commission. 
 
Mike Houseman stated yes, if they were going for PUD zoning, they still have to go to the 
Planning Commission for every site-specific building. With form-based code, that’s not necessary, 
so it saves a lot of time, which is a huge incentive. 
 
Tom Healy wanted to know more about how form-based code is repeated throughout several 
communities due to the Silver Line bussing system. 
 
Mike Houseman stated it was because it was a federal requirement to secure federal funding for 
the Silver Line. Every community that benefited had to go to form-based code for that corridor. 
 
Tom Healy asked if all those municipalities had the latitude to modify form-based code and if they 
all had to modify it to the same thing. 
 
Mike Houseman stated they all had latitude, but they did not necessarily have to modify their code 
to the same things. He stated he had wanted to build a building in one of those municipalities, but 
it was not practical for the intended use because it would have put the building right on the 
sidewalk. He stated he worked with the planning staff in that municipality to tweak things so he 
could get the building installed, while still meeting requirements of form-based code. He still had 
to go to the Planning Commission because it was a zoning change as well. He stated form-based 
code is improving as more municipalities utilize it. 
 
Tom Healy stated it sounded as though there is already a template out there for it. 
 
Mike Houseman stated there most definitely is. He felt Objective Three is referring to form-based 
code when it talks about “expediting permitting” and “incentivizing commercial and mixed-use 
developers to locate in specific areas.” 
 
Chairman Samy stated he felt much more confident about that objective then and wanted to keep it 
in. 
 
Gary Veldink still didn’t like the phrasing of “expediting permits.” He stated the Planning 
Commission really has no control over permitting. He stated he would love to be able to tell 
people to bypass EGLE (Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy) or with 
the County because they are so slow. 
 
Chairman Samy stated they could revise it to say “establish form-based coding for priority sites 
and corridors.” 
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Tom Healy stated his sense of “permitting” was bypassing having to come to the Planning 
Commission for every detail. 
 
Chairman Samy stated the township does that to a degree because a lot of buildings don’t have to 
come to the Planning Commission so long as they meet certain requirements, but he agreed they 
could look at that more in depth with form-based code. 
 
Goal 4: Retain the northwest corner of the Township as a place for natural features and 
farmland that support the economic, ecological, and recreational needs of the community. 
 
Tom Healy stated he felt they needed to designate the northwest corner of the township as prime 
farmland and it should be retained as such. That will help prevent utility-scale renewable energy 
developments there. 
 
Chairman Samy asked if they wanted to add another line to say that the Planning Commission 
wants to develop a map of specific prime farmland. He stated they could even develop and adopt a 
prime farmland ordinance. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse wondered if a goal like that should be moved under the Agriculture section. 
 
Tom Healy did not have a strong opinion on where exactly it should go, but so long as it is in the 
Master Plan, it will give the township a fighting chance against some utility-scale operations. 
 
Geoff Brown asked if that would restrict Grand Valley State University at all. 
 
Tom Healy was not sure. He was more knowledgeable about renewable energy. 
 
Geoff Brown stated he was more concerned about GVSU than the renewable energy farms. 
 
Tom Healy stated arguably if it’s a good defense against something like a solar farm, it was also a 
good defense against GVSU building student housing. 
 
Gary Veldink asked how the Township would work with GVSU, regarding Objective Two. 
 
Chairman Samy stated it could also be staff communicating with GVSU or the elected Supervisor. 
 
Tom Healy stated Goal Four talks about the Bend in the River and agriculture and thought maybe 
they should be separated. Maybe put the farming items in with the Agriculture section. 
 
There was a consensus that the commissioners agreed with moving farming goals/objectives to the 
agriculture section. 
 
Geoff Brown stated he loves the parks around Georgetown, but he’s not supportive of adding to 
those parks. He stated Georgetown already has a lot. He stated the more acres of parks there are, 
the bigger the burden is on taxpayers to maintain them.  
 
Gary Veldink stated a representative from Ottawa County Parks was at a Board meeting recently 
and he asked the representative how they were going to maintain all the parks they envision. He 
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stated the representative responded that they had “put some money away.” He stated now, there 
will be a millage this fall on the ballot for maintaining the parks [the millage was first approved in 
1996 and renewed every ten years thereafter. This will be the fourth time the millage is up for 
voter approval]. 
 
Geoff Brown stated the ideas for the park projects sound great, but the taxpayers are ultimately on 
the hook for maintaining those facilities. 
 
Tom Healy stated at the joint meeting, Board member Kelly Kuiper had talked about 
interconnecting the parks. He stated he felt that was a good idea.  
 
Geoff Brown stated he loved that idea too, but then they had to address traffic. He stated 
interconnecting the parks might require bike lanes which will cause traffic and safety issues. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated she didn’t disagree with the traffic issue, but parks in the community are 
a huge benefit to quality of life. She stated people love Georgetown’s parks, but yes, they have to 
be maintained and people need to be able to get to them. She stated one of the takeaways from the 
survey results was that people love the parks. 
 
Geoff Brown stated he agreed that the response to parks was really great, but more than that, 
people complained about how bad the traffic is.  
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated whenever she hears people complaining about traffic she goes back to 
the idea of “You are not in traffic. You are traffic.” Everyone who lives here contributes to that 
issue. She stated one of the best solutions to the traffic issue would be building new roads, which 
costs a lot of money. Another bridge over the Grand River would be an enormous undertaking, as 
would being able to get on I-196 from 48th Avenue so people don’t have to go through 
Hudsonville. She stated she felt interconnecting the parks is a more achievable goal, than fixing 
traffic. 
 
Transportation 
 
Goal 5: Prioritize the maintenance and improvement of existing road infrastructure. 
 
Gary Veldink stated he agreed with all the objectives under Transportation. 
 
Chairman Samy asked if he even agreed with working with the Ottawa County Road Commission. 
 
Gary Veldink stated he did. 
 
Tom Healy stated the one thing they could do is put the brakes on more development. He stated 
they can’t make the Road Commission come here and straighten out Fillmore Street or make it 
four lanes and put in traffic lights or whatever solutions might solve the traffic issues. The only 
thing they have direct control over is stopping development. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse asked if that was appropriate though. 
 
Tom Healy stated he felt the Township Superintendent said at the joint meeting that was the only 
way to stop further congestion.

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Jeannine Bolhouse stated the Superintendent can have an opinion, but she asked if it was 
appropriate to tell people who own acres of land that they cannot build multiple houses on it. That 
the township isn’t allowing homes to be built anymore. 
 
Tom Healy stated the current Master Plan does not say anything about building another 
subdivision as soon as one is completed. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse argued where does the current Master Plan say land can’t be developed. 
 
Tom Healy stated the plans and needs of the township are changing and until the congestion is 
addressed, development should stop. He stated if the township wanted to finance the building of a 
bridge over the river or straightening out Cottonwood Drive and Fillmore Street, those are fine 
improvements for the northwest quadrant. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse asked Gary Veldink how he felt about the township telling landowners and 
developers they can’t build. 
 
Gary Veldink stated the township has to be careful. He gave the example of Randy Koetje putting 
in 250 lots for single-family homes in that area. He said building that many homes would take six 
or seven years to complete. He stated the township is averaging roughly 50 new homes per year. 
It’s not like those developments fill instantly. 
 
Tom Healy stated there’s already something zoned LDR by Cedar Lake which is nearly 200 
homes. 
 
Gary Veldink stated that particular development was zoned for homes three years ago and is only 
just now entering the second phase. The first phase was only thirty lots, so it took three years to 
build thirty lots. 
 
Tom Healy stated there is no projected solution for mitigating traffic on Fillmore Street and 
Cottonwood Drive. 
 
Chairman Samy stated that from what he’s heard from other commissioners and Board members, 
the Road Commission will not intervene until there are major problems. He stated he was not sure 
they could put a ban on development by saying the township has to work out its traffic issues first 
before any more development can occur, especially if the Road Commission will step in to help 
when traffic issues get worse. 
 
Gary Veldink stated Baldwin Street and Cottonwood Drive needs a traffic study and it might 
alleviate a lot of problems. He stated he would like to see the light at the intersection of Baldwin 
Street and Main Street removed and Main Street turned into a cul-de-sac there. He stated it would 
eliminate traffic coming from Grandville which would then be forced to use Chicago Drive instead 
of Baldwin Street to get to Meijer. He stated there would still be congestion at Cottonwood Drive 
and Baldwin Street but the traffic light timing could be altered and it would help traffic issues. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he wished they could order things like road diets or cul-de-sacs, but they 
don’t have a good voice with the Road Commission or all the money needed for those projects. 
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Gary Veldink stated the project to remove the light at Main Street and turn the road into a cul-de-
sac wouldn’t require as much money as changing the roads in larger ways. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he wondered if residents would be willing to pay one extra mill on taxes if 
it alleviated a huge congestion and traffic issue. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse and Jessica Ulberg felt people would not pay an extra mill for road 
improvements. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he didn’t mean for Georgetown, he meant the County would be more likely 
to get something like that passed. 
 
Gary Veldink stated he has been fighting with the County because they want to resurface 42nd 
Avenue from Bauer Road to Fillmore Street. He stated he was hoping that since they have to 
resurface it anyway, they could add in a bike lane at the same time. It would give people better 
access to the Grand Ravines Park and further, he’s been reaching out to Hudsonville Public 
Schools to put in a trail down Bauer Road to give better access to schools on 36th Avenue and 
Baldwin Street. Township residents want to see more access provided to the parks. 
 
Tom Healy agreed a bike trail would make transportation down that whole road safer. 
 
Gary Veldink stated he was frustrated because the response he got from Hudsonville Public 
Schools was simply that they’ve never done a project like that before; that’s not what they’ve 
done. He admits that he can be old-fashioned, but the unwillingness for the schools to participate 
in projects like bike routes and trails is frustrating. 
 
Goris Passchier asked if there was any benefit to the township writing its own traffic plan in the 
Master Plan. 
 
The ZA stated there’s a section in the current Master Plan that addresses major streets and access 
management. He asked what they were hoping to add to that. 
 
Goris Passchier stated he was hoping it could be a vision for traffic goals over the next five years, 
regardless of what the Road Commission says. 
 
Gary Veldink stated it may help to distinguish between arterial roads, which the County takes care 
of, and residential roads, which the township takes care of. The County would maintain roads like 
Baldwin Street, 20th Avenue, and Cottonwood  Drive. He stated it may be beneficial to list in the 
Master Plan which streets the township has no jurisdiction over. 
 
Chairman Samy suggested maybe adding an appendix of County-maintained streets. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated she didn’t know where it would fit in, but pedestrian safety is an 
important point that is not addressed directly in the Master Plan.  
 
Tom Healy stated pedestrian safety is addressed under Goal Six for non-motorized systems on the 
worksheet, but maybe pedestrian safety should be addressed under both Goal Six and Goal Five. 
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Chairman Samy wanted to revise Objective One to say something to the effect of designating a 
group of representatives to attend and represent Georgetown at Ottawa County Road Commission 
meetings.  
 
Gary Veldink stated he believed the Superintendent and Assistant Superintendent go to those 
meetings every other month or so. 
 
Chairman Samy asked how frequently the Road Commission holds meetings. 
 
Gary Veldink stated he believed it depended on what’s going on for them. There should be a 
meeting once a month, but it doesn’t always happen. 
 
Chairman Samy stated it would be nice to have a dedicated group who attends every single 
meeting if the township wants to have better communication with the Road Commission. 
 
Tom Healy stated that person or people would know the goals of the township when it comes to 
transportation and roads, and they could continue to bring up those items at Road Commission 
meetings. 
 
Chairman Samy stated they may have to give that person or persons reimbursement to incentivize 
them to drive all the way to Grand Haven to attend those meetings. 
 
Jessica Ulberg stated related to the road issues, there was a lot of public comment about pedestrian 
safety as it relates to the schools, and it may be worth seeing if anyone wanted to represent the 
township at school board meetings. She stated maybe they didn’t need to go that far with the issue, 
but she knew recently there was a lot of public comment about issues like one they’re having at 
Lowing Woods where there aren’t enough busses for all the kids who live there, but there are also 
no sidewalks for the ones who have to walk to school. 
 
Gary Veldink stated they’ll spend $430,000 on a jumbotron, but they won’t install sidewalks. 
 
Chairman Samy stated they charge companies thousands of dollars to advertise on the jumbotron 
as well. 
 
Jessica Ulberg stated it was frustrating how the Commission hears a lot of comments from the 
public about things the Commission has no control over. The entities that do have control don’t 
seem to prioritize eliminating safety risks. 
 
Tom Healy suggested adding something to the Master Plan about what residents can do to help 
facilitate these goals. Suggesting if there’s enough parental feedback at a school board meeting, 
the schools may work harder on some of these issues. 
 
Chairman Samy stated they could direct residents to school board meeting times and locations in 
the Master Plan. 
 
Tom Healy stated no parent is going to prefer their kid walks down 36th Avenue in the dark in the 
snow. 
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Gary Veldink stated Hudsonville Public Schools bought two busses that bus kids from the 5/6 
Building to the Middle School to get them on busses that actually take them home. He stated they 
did that rather than put in sidewalks. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he’s seen his tax bill; he knows they have the money for sidewalks. 
 
Goal 6: Build a safe, inviting nonmotorized system that complements the Township’s vision 
for a livable, accessible community for people of all ages and abilities. 
 
Goris Passchier wanted to have more clarity about “non-motorized.” He stated he owns an e-bike 
which is considered a motorized vehicle. They are becoming increasingly popular. 
 
Tom Healy stated he wanted to add a crossing at the library to Objective Two. The neighborhood 
that the library directly serves is across Baldwin Street. 
 
Gary Veldink stated that’s been tried a couple times. 
 
Geoff Brown stated they needed a bridge like they have in Wyoming. 
 
Gary Veldink stated installing solely a crosswalk creates a false sense of safety. 
 
Chairman Samy stated they could add a light like they did by Brewer Avenue and Baldwin Street. 
 
Gary Veldink stated the County won’t allow it. The County controls all traffic lights. He stated the 
only reason they had to install the new light at Brewer Avenue and Baldwin Street was that the 
township’s insurance company pushed it. The County wanted to call 36th Avenue the crossing for 
those schools, but that wasn’t in the school zone. So they had to put it in at Brewer Avenue and 
Baldwin Street because that was in the school zone. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated she still felt they should add the library crosswalk into the Master Plan.  
 
Chairman Samy agreed. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated she understands Gary Veldink’s concern about the crosswalk creating a 
false sense of security because the number of times she has seen people step out into a crosswalk 
only to have to pull back because a car runs a red light is so high.  
 
Gary Veldink stated he believed crosswalks not at an intersection are the most dangerous. 
 
Tom Healy asked how that can be more dangerous than what is happening at Alward Elementary 
on Port Sheldon Street. 
 
Chairman Samy stated that’s a terrible spot. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated there is a sense of security because there is a button to press for the 
crosswalk so people will get the okay from the crosswalk lights to cross, but there is a car coming 
that is ignoring the lights. As opposed to not having crosswalk lights and people have to wait for 
traffic to clear before they cross. 
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Chairman Samy stated the poles that helped make the island in the middle of the crosswalk 
standout are gone already, hit by plows or trucks. He stated that before and after school, there is a 
crossing guard which is effective, but any other time, people are risking their lives to cross that 
road. 
 
Gary Veldink stated there had been a similar system at Jenison Christian School on Baldwin 
Street, but it got too dangerous. He stated the biggest problem there was parents coming to get 
their kids. 
 
Goal 7: Support programs to increase safety across the transportation network. 
 
Chairman Samy wanted to remove Objective Three. Two other commissioners wanted it removed 
as well. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated she felt citizens would not think Objective Three to be feasible or cost-
effective. She felt personally that public transportation is important, but the residents of 
Georgetown would disagree. 
 
Gary Veldink stated he would want all three objectives removed. 
 
Jessica Ulberg questioned how effective Objective One would be and wanted it removed. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he looked at Objective One as one method to maybe help the issues and 
didn’t mind it staying in. He felt the same way about Objective Two. 
 
Tom Healy asked if some of the pedestrian safety programs had money tied to them. 
 
Chairman Samy stated they do, like the Safe Routes to School Program. 
 
Geoff Brown stated back when they put in the crosswalks on 20th Avenue, the county initially 
wouldn’t allow it, so Jenison Public Schools used Safe Routes to School to push the issue with the 
County and forced them put the crosswalks in. He stated even when kids were getting hit trying to 
cross 20th Avenue, the County still wouldn’t budge on installing crosswalks. Safe Routes to 
School helped fund those crosswalks. 
 
Jessica Ulberg asked if the schools already have a plan, did the township need to have a plan as 
well. 
 
Chairman Samy stated if the schools have a plan, it may not be formalized. It may be something 
like the Master Plan where they revisit it once every five years.  
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated the Jenison 5/6 Building is going to be a new addition to the Jenison 
High School’s property and smaller kids are going to be crossing 20th Avenue to get there. 
 
Jessica Ulberg stated the three-way stop at Bauer Road and 20th Avenue is terrible. 
 
Public Utilities 
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Goal 8: Sustain and maintain public utility infrastructure at levels supported by available 
funding. 
 
Chairman Samy wanted to remove Objective Five as the township is already using water 
transmission lines to reduce stress on groundwater resources. 
 
Tom Healy stated if they are not going to mandate developments bring water and sewer to their 
plats, Objective Five seems like a corollary to that. Removing it might take emphasis off relying 
on public utilities and instead promote a reliance on wells. He wanted to leave it in. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated educating the public about utility improvements might be beneficial to 
adding to the Master Plan. She wanted to make sure residents were aware these improvements are 
not free. Further, detailing the long-term strategy for infrastructure—modernization, cost 
effectiveness, sustainability—is important. She stated they could possibly incorporate the utilities 
policy that is in place and it is constantly being worked on and updated. She stated the 
infrastructure they rely on is not free and it constantly needs to be paid for and updated. 
 
Parks and Recreation 
 
Goal 9: Support the goals of the Township’s current Parks and Recreation Master Plan. 
 
Tom Healy stated right-of-ways or connecting the parks would be a good objective to add here. 
 
Agriculture 
 
Goal 10: Protect and preserve large tracts of agricultural land and natural features that are 
economically, ecologically, and aesthetically important to the community, while respecting 
the rights of farmers. 
 
Tom Healy stated he wanted to add preservation of prime farmland to this section. 
 
Gary Veldink stated he did not like Objective One (Support the participation in State and County 
Purchase of Development Rights [PDR] Programs). He stated Ottawa County can buy the 
development rights to a piece of property so it cannot be developed and it can continue to be 
farmland. He stated he doesn’t like that his tax dollars are going toward a program like that. He 
stated if a farmer wants to sell his land, that’s fine, he can put it on the market and sell it. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated with all the difficulties surrounding farming, it’s a hard way to make a 
living and becoming much more difficult. Her concern was limiting people’s options when they 
want to sell their land or use it for other purposes. She stated she understood as a township 
wanting to preserve farmland, but she struggled with the township telling someone who owns 
property and is struggling to make a living, they cannot change their use. 
 
Chairman Samy stated there may be someone who owns sixty or forty acres, and the only people 
who can afford to buy land that size are developers. He stated there was vacant property on 
Quincy Street that was five acres and the starting price was $400,000. 
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Gary Veldink gave an example of if someone owns their home for twenty years there could be a 
rule/law that says they have to sell their house for the assessed value. But property owners realize 
they can sell their homes for far more than the assessed value. 
 
Tom Healy stated the way he reads Objective One it says “support the participation in…” It’s not 
mandating anything. It’s a means of educating people. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated if they aren’t implementing policies that preserve land and have any 
form of teeth, then they aren’t doing anything. She stated commodity prices are low, there’s huge 
input costs to set up a farm, to maintain a farm, there’s climate impact, etc... So if a farmer loses 
all their crop due to a flood, their source of income for a season is gone. She stated she took issue 
with forcing people to stay in that lifestyle just so the township can preserve large tracts of land.  
 
Chairman Samy stated he was torn on this because he likes rural areas. It means less traffic, less 
people. At the same time, farming was the way of life for his grandparents and uncle, but no one 
else in his family wants to take up farming because it is so difficult, expensive, and time-
consuming. He stated it’s tough to say to farmers who own, for example, thirty acres, that they 
cannot sell their land because it could be farmed. 
 
Goris Passchier stated if he was a farmer and the township wanted to preserve his farmland, he 
would look for compensation for that.  
 
Geoff Brown stated the State has a program where the State will pay property owners to basically 
keep their land wildland. No development is allowed, no driveways of any kind. The building 
rights are extremely restrictive. 
 
Gary Veldink stated there are different programs like that. 

  
Geoff Brown stated he wanted to remove Objective One. He stated he doesn’t want to participate 
in a program like that. 
 
Chairman Samy stated if a property owner is already involved in a program with the State to keep 
the property free of development, it could prevent a lot of potential development down the road 
since those programs are so long-term, some being indefinite. 
 
Tom Healy stated he felt the other commissioners wanted to completely remove Goal Ten. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated no, that was not the case. She stated they need different parameters. 
 
Tom Healy stated they aren’t solving any of these issues at present. These are goals and the 
discussion of parameters will come later. 
 
Chairman Samy stated the future land use map doesn’t have solely AG properties on it because of 
how limiting that zoning district is. 
 
Tom Healy stated they are tossing out AG for reasons of limitation, but they’re leaving in LDR or 
RR for exactly those same purposes, to be regulated through means of lot size and setbacks. He 
stated if the township says it cannot preserve prime farmland because it’s too restrictive to 
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property rights, then they also cannot say a house in LDR has to meet setbacks and size 
requirements. He asked what the difference was. 
 
Chairman Samy stated the difference was they would be putting guardrails up. 
 
Tom Healy stated they could put guardrails on the consumption on farmland. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he felt maybe Tom Healy was looking at it as he wanted to put a boot on a 
car; it’s not going anywhere. He stated if a farmer has bad crop yields for four years straight and 
needs to sell the land, preventing a change in use effectively prevents that farmer from selling their 
land and they couldn’t split off pieces because AG has acreage requirements. He stated he does 
not see that as a guardrail so much as a freezing in place. Whereas the guardrails for LDR and RR 
zoning allow someone to build and develop, but there are still zoning restrictions on what can be 
built. 
 
Tom Healy stated he felt they were saying the same thing. He gave the example of the corner of 
Windgate Drive and Baldwin Street which is residential, and that property cannot be sold to a 
McDonald’s and get a multi-million dollar selling price because a McDonald’s is commercial and 
cannot go there. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated the same thing is true of AG zoning, which has regulations on what can 
and cannot be done in that zoning. It’s no different for LDR zoning. 
 
Tom Healy stated he felt they were arguing they don’t want to regulate farmland. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated they are regulating farmland. She stated she doesn’t want to limit the 
ability to sell farmland. People can sell their homes. There are many limits on AG properties. 
 
Tom Healy asked what the prohibition on selling farmland would be. Limiting the use to 
agriculture would not prohibit someone from selling it. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated it limits who a farmer could sell their land to. 
 
Tom Healy stated the same is true of LDR or commercial properties. Those zoning districts also 
limit who a piece of property can be sold to. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he felt the use from LDR to commercial is so intensely different compared 
to AG use to LDR. 
 
Tom Healy stated all zoning districts are still dictating who a piece of property can be sold to. Or 
rather, an LDR lot can be sold to a company like McDonald’s, but they can’t put a McDonald’s 
restaurant on that property due to the zoning district. So an owner can sell it to whomever wants it, 
but the use dictates the pool of buyers. 
 
Gary Veldink stated for example, if a property owner in the northwest quadrant wants to sell their 
property they can, but the owner would have to get utilities to it in order to develop it. So right 
now, those properties are valued as AG. If sewer was made available, then it can be LDR and it 
becomes much more valuable. He stated to protect farmland, the best thing the township can do is 
not allow development unless utilities are made available. That would naturally restrict 
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development. He stated once the Koetje development goes in in that area, there may not be much 
capacity left on that sewer line. 
 
Chairman Samy stated the current Master Plan says something about rezonings would require 
utilities be brought into that area if they are not currently available. 
 
Gary Veldink stated he thinks the preservation of AG properties will be driven by the lack of 
utilities being there. He stated that would be a long-term project due to the cost. He stated 
eventually, that area will be developed. It will happen. It will just take a long time. He asked 
Randy Koetje (Koetje Builders) for his opinion that. 
 
Randy Koetje stated it could be done. He stated there are financing mechanisms or payback 
mechanisms to potentially get some of a developer’s money back over time. It would open up over 
one thousand acres for development. 
 
Gary Veldink stated it would take a long time to accomplish.  
 
Randy Koetje agreed, stating with the land they have currently, it would take twenty years to 
completely develop at the fastest. Probably would be closer to thirty years. 

 
Chairman Samy stated he would like to remove Objective One. He did not care for sale 
restrictions or purchasing development rights.

Page 32 of the Master Plan states: 
 
Residential Land Use Policies: 
 
New residential development should occur contiguous to existing developed areas to ensure efficient 
utilization of existing utility lines, or the developer would be responsible to bring the utilities to the 
location. 
 

- The parcels in question are located near a developed residential PUD located to the west and another 
LDR subdivision to the east. Public utilities will be available at this location according to the 
Township’s Department of Public Works Director. 

 
Page 35 of the Master Plan states: 
 
LDR-Low Density Residential 
 
This category includes land primarily developed for detached single-family residential use in the LDR and 
LMR zoning districts.  Residential development in this land use category is intended to be served by public 
water and sewer services. 
 
Since the Future Land Use Map anticipates future urban growth in areas not currently served by public 
utilities, it is recognized that this growth will be contingent on expansion of utility services through main 
extensions. 
 

- The applicant’s intent is to develop this land with detached single-family residential housing 
which meets the definition of LDR. Public water and sanity sewer are available in this area. 

 
 
REVIEW STANDARDS 
 
Rezonings go with the land, not the property owner or use.  Therefore, once a parcel is zoned to a 
particular classification, the zoning is permanent unless changed by a subsequent rezoning action.  Zoning 
cannot be conditional and a parcel cannot be rezoned for one specific use.  Any use permitted within the 
zoning district is permitted on the property, provided the other applicable regulations of the Zoning 
Ordinance (lot sizes, setbacks, etc.) are met. 
 
The following standards are used for consideration by the Planning Commission and Township Board in 
their review of the rezoning request. 
 
1. Consistency:  Is the proposed zoning and all of its permitted uses consistent with the 

recommendations of the Township Land Use Plan? 
 

Yes.  The Future Land Use Map shows the area as LDR.  It is in the same vicinity as an existing 
developed residential PUD and subdivision. The language in the Master Plan states that to be 
zoned LDR, utilities (including water and sewer) shall be provided, and they are available to be 
provided. Public water and sanitary sewer are available in this location. 
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In order to be rezoned to LDR, page 32 of the Master Plan states: “New residential development 
should occur contiguous to existing developed areas to ensure efficient utilization of existing utility 
lines, or the developer would be responsible to bring the utilities to the location.”   

 
In order to be rezoned to LDR, page 35 of the Master Plan states: “This category includes land 
primarily developed for detached single-family residential use in the LDR and LMR zoning districts.  
Residential development in this land use category is intended to be served by public water and sewer 
services.”   

 
2. Compatibility:  Is the proposed district and all of its allowed uses compatible with the surrounding 

area? 
 

Yes.  The surrounding land is zoned RR, LDR, and residential PUD. The uses allowed within 
LDR are also allowed within the RR district, except that the RR district allows for customary 
AG operations as a special land use. The rezoning to LDR would restrict the property owner 
from applying for a customary AG operation special land use and the special land uses allowed 
in the AG district which are not permitted in LDR. The developed lots will be smaller, but the 
uses will still be compatible with the surrounding RR homes as they share many of the same 
available uses. A complete list of available uses is below.

Neither Jeannine Bolhouse nor Chairman Samy had any questions. 
 
Jessica Ulberg asked if all the parcels owned by Tall Oak Properties in this area will eventually be 
platted and connected to existing public road infrastructure. 
 
Michael McGraw stated yes, ultimately they will be developed over the next many years. 
 
Goris Passchier had no questions. 
 
Chairman Samy opened the public hearing. 
 
Kort Rippentrop, 8784 Willowview Ct., asked if the Road Commission and the public access to 
the south [on Bauer Road] have any effect on rezoning capabilities, or running 28th Avenue 
through those parcels. 
 
Chairman Samy responded that no, it really doesn’t. The Planning Commission looks at whether 
the parcels are consistent and capable with the area and if the area has the capacity for more 
development too. They don’t necessarily look at roads or Road Commission items. He stated 
eventually when the developer is looking for approval for their plats, they have to go to the Road 
Commission. He stated this is essentially stage one for the development. 
 
Chairman Samy closed the public hearing. 
 
Tom Healy stated this request was very different from the last rezoning they reviewed because of 
the fact that it’s surrounded by low density residential, which is already developed. He did not 
think this was the same as changing agricultural property to an LDR kind of setting. He stated he 
was in full support of this development. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated she had thought a lot about the discussion they had at the last meeting 
with the rezoning and ultimately she did not have any issues with this current rezoning and felt it 
was straightforward. She stated moving forward, she would like more clarity on how density and 
the change in density is factored into the evaluation of the rezoning. She stated it’s never been 
discussed for rezonings, but felt it can and should be discussed regarding consistency, capability, 
and compatibility, however she wanted more clarity with exactly how that can be taken into 
consideration. She stated she did not know where that could fit into the discussion, and what they 
were allowed to do legally under the Zoning Enabling Act to evaluate density. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he felt that was an excellent point. He stated as they go through the Master 
Plan it might be helpful to have more bullet points or tables about density. He stated they needed 
to have the conversation about prime farmland and the rights property owners have to sell their 
property, what rights do developers have, and what powers does the Planning Commission have. 
He stated he wasn’t sure if there have been discussions with the township’s attorney on this topic 
and it may be a good idea to bring to Supervisor Jim Wierenga. He stated that when the Planning 
Commission sets a precedent by their decision, he wants to make sure they have the township in a 
good spot.

He stated they should be looking at the leapfrog effect of density too when it comes to 
future land use. He stated there can be two major density hubs and now they are going to meet in 
the middle, but it puts a strain on utilities. He stated this area probably has better access for 
utilities than in the northwest quadrant.

County about renewable energy facilities. The ZA stated he personally sees the value in creating a 
workable [renewable energy] ordinance, but did not necessarily think it was a great option to adopt 
a Compatible Renewable Energy Ordinance (CREO) [a CREO allows for local control for 
renewable energy facility permitting, but standards for approval can be no more restrictive than 
state requirements]. He stated there is value in imposing zoning regulations on a renewable energy 
ordinance regarding setbacks for example, but it also opens the door, so to speak. He stated he has 
gotten calls in the past about Georgetown’s renewable energy ordinance and the answer was 
always, “No, we don’t have one” and that was the end of the conversation. It does not mean those 
companies cannot go to the state or can’t do the project, but telling them, “No” versus “Yes, we 
have an ordinance. Here’s what you need to do. Here’s the application,” opens the door more. 
They can still go to the state though. He stated there’s also a funding component to the 
conversation. He stated the township superintendent’s opinion is to let the state handle those 
projects and doesn’t necessarily see the value in creating an ordinance for this when the state can 
come in anyway and approve it. He stated if the Planning Commission still wanted to move 
forward with crafting an ordinance, they can absolutely do that and create a workable ordinance. 
He stated he personally could go either way, leaning more towards leaving it alone, and with the 
Master Plan they can be very explicit about prime farmland, to define it and determine where it’s 
located. Since there are ways to protect the township from renewable energy farms without 
creating an ordinance, the township superintendent was of the opinion an ordinance was 
unnecessary.  
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Chairman Samy asked Tom Healy about when he had attended a training on renewable energy 
facilities, if they discussed lawsuits. 
 
Tom Healy stated they did not.  
 
Chairman Samy stated the lawsuits were a big concern of his. He stated right now Blendon 
Township is dealing with a battery storage plant. He stated if there was a meltdown, fire or failure 
at the plant, there is a large radius, that affects even Georgetown, which would be affected by the 
toxins from the batteries. He stated Blendon Township has been delaying decisions on the storage 
plant in part due to that danger. He stated his concern was that if there is an ordinance for it, they 
will come. He stated yes, renewable energy operators could go to the state and bypass the 
township all together, but they could work on the prime farmland definition to protect themselves. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse asked if there has been an analysis of what property within Georgetown is at 
risk for a project like this. 
 
The ZA stated he believed there was one, but he did not have it available to him at the moment. He 
believed a prior ZA potentially did something like that. He stated if they did not have one, he 
would love to figure out which parcels have the acreage to allow for a renewable energy facility. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated she was curious because she wondered how much of the township is 
even at risk for this type of project. She stated she thought they needed to focus on the specific 
properties that are at risk and the specific projects which could go on those properties. She stated 
she was less concerned about solar and wind farms, but battery storage was a concern. She stated 
the question becomes do they create an ordinance that is very specific to those at-risk properties 
and carefully limit what those properties can do. She did not want to have a global copy of other 
townships’ ordinances. She stated she felt that was the only way it was helpful to create an 
ordinance for the township. 
 
Chairman Samy stated the training materials on renewable energy facilities explained that battery 
storage facilities have a minimum of five acres required. 
 
Tom Healy stated the battery storage facility in Blendon Township is proposing a 100-megawatt 
storage system and 50 megawatts is considered utility-scale. He stated the training he attended 
explained that a minimum of five acres is required for a 50-megawatt battery storage facility. He 
stated another thing the training mentioned was utility-scale operators want high-tension 
transmission lines and a substation nearby, which the operators are very happy to build, and they 
want flat, cleared land. Because of that, he stated, the threat for these utility-scale facilities are 
going to be five- to ten-acre parcels that are already cleared and those near the high-tension 
transmission lines. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse asked how much of Georgetown’s property meets that criteria. She stated even 
some land out in the northwest quadrant is not clear or flat, there are a lot of ravines and hills in 
that area. 
 
Tom Healy stated parcels to the east of Boulder Bluff Condos comes to mind; there’s a substation 
there and farmland to the south of that. He wasn’t sure if that was muck fields or not.

There was a consensus that those fields were muck fields. 
 
Tom Healy stated then maybe that particular farmland isn’t suitable for building. 
 
Chairman Samy stated his concern was that the renewable energy facilities don’t all have to 
necessarily be in one township. He stated, based on the renewable energy training information, for 
solar operations a minimum average of 250 acres is required, but that could span across township 
borders. He stated he saw Blendon Township as the biggest concern surrounding Georgetown. 
 
Tom Healy stated Blendon Township does not have a compatible ordinance, they have a workable 
ordinance. All of the benefits of having a compatible ordinance are lost if the other affected units 
of government don’t have them.  
 
Chairman Samy stated if the renewable energy operators had come to Georgetown first, there is no 
CREO, so automatically Georgetown would not get any financial benefit from the facility. 
Blendon Township also does not have a CREO. He stated requirements under Sec. 226(8) of PA 
233 aren’t strict; it feels like the bare minimum for decibels, height, and shadow flickers [shadows 
created by wind turbine’s blades which, during times of day when the sun is low, could be cast 
over a home or building]. 
 
Tom Healy stated he agreed with Jeannine Bolhouse that the biggest threat to Georgetown is a 
battery storage facility. He stated the language in PA 233 states, “…minimum setback distances, 
measured from the nearest edge of the perimeter fencing of the facility” so, he asked, how far out 
can the fence go. Further, the requirements state the facility can be “[300] feet to the nearest point 
on the outer wall to an occupied building on a non-participating property.” 

 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated then a barn wouldn’t count because it’s unoccupied. 
 
Jessica Ulberg stated she agreed they should look at the land in the township where something like 
a battery storage facility could even go. She agreed the ravine parcels in the northwest quadrant 
might not be suitable for a facility. She also agreed battery storage would be the most likely type 
of facility to come to Georgetown. She stated she felt there wasn’t enough room for big wind 
turbines. She stated she’s indifferent on adopting an ordinance because the renewable energy 
operators should always go back to the state. 
 
Chairman Samy stated if Georgetown adopted a CREO, then operators would not have to go to the 
state. It stops at the local level. But technically a CREO is just adopting the state’s standards as 
laid out in Sec. 226(8) of PA 233. 
 
Jessica Ulberg stated she felt there was little point in adopting a CREO if it’s just the state 
requirements, and the operators would go to the state anyway if Georgetown did not have a 
renewable energy facility ordinance. She stated she felt they could do things to make it harder for 
renewable energy operators to come into the township, like designating farmland. 
 
Tom Healy stated it all begins with determining what parcels are vulnerable to this type of 
development, and then they can look at what ordinance standards would help those parcels. 
 
Goris Passchier stated he agreed they needed to identify what parcels are possibly at risk. 
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Chairman Samy stated public perception also needs to be taken into consideration here. He stated 
he’s been following the Blendon battery storage facility situation and a lot of the public believes 
that the planning commission, because Blendon has a workable ordinance for renewable energy, 
must want renewable energy facilities, even though by adopting a workable ordinance, Blendon 
was able to make its zoning requirements stricter for those facilities. But the public perception is 
that they want this here and they are trying to ruin farmland. 
 
Tom Healy stated the Blendon Township Supervisor has stated if he could change anything, he 
would have engaged the public on talking about renewable energy facilities and have them 
involved in discussions like what the Georgetown Planning Commission is having now, so that the 
public understands the township has very little control. 
 
Chairman Samy stated it can be difficult to get the public to engage in a conversation until it’s too 
late; they typically engage when it’s next door to them. He stated he recently had to delete his 
Facebook because of how toxic interactions can be, but he kept noticing the public reacted after 
the fact, giving the example of the clocktower at the corner of Baldwin Street and Cottonwood 
Drive and noting the usual low attendance at Planning Commission meetings. He stated no matter 
what the Planning Commission decides to do, the public may miss the discussions/meeting 
minutes, and they will come to the same conclusion that Blendon residents have: that the Planning 
Commission must want renewable energy. He stated he did not feel the Township Board would 
want to take up this issue either. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse agreed with Chairman Samy. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he did not think it was worth it at this point to create a CREO. He did not 
believe it was something that would benefit the township. He didn’t think it would benefit the 
Board to have news crews coming in to film the vote on battery storage or data centers. He stated 
it would be better to focus on identifying prime farmland and taking steps to protect it. 
 
The ZA stated he would continue looking into this topic, and looking into where vulnerable 
parcels are in Georgetown for renewable energy facilities. He stated he will keep providing the 
Planning Commission with updates and encouraged them to send information his way as well.  
 
Chairman Samy stated another issue with a CREO is that if Georgetown were to adopt one and a 
renewable energy operator were to meet all the standards, it would be approved right away. 
Whereas if Georgetown did not have one, they have to go to the state and it might give 
Georgetown other legal options. 
 
Tom Healy stated one of the other points that came out during his training was all municipalities 
should have a non-utility-scale renewable energy ordinance in place for operations that are less 
than 50 megawatts. He stated he did not know that Georgetown had that. 
 
The ZA stated that Georgetown does not have an ordinance like that. 
 
Chairman Samy stated a few years ago there was a giant solar panel that someone installed in their 
yard in Georgetown. He asked if the ZA knew what happened to it. 
 
The ZA stated he believed they just got rid of it. He stated solar panels are very popular now, often 
roof-mounted, which doesn’t really affect zoning. But he believed the solar panel in question was 
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probably seen as a great opportunity to save money, and the owners might not have realized there 
are some zoning implications and permitting with placing it in the yard. 
 
Tom Healy stated that property was right on a lake and the panel was located in the portion of the 
yard that abutted the street, but their perception might have been that the front yard was the lake. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated she felt like they discussed at one point putting things on a building’s 
roof, like wind turbines, and what the parameters were for that. She stated she remembers being 
surprised by what the regulations were. 
 
The ZA stated if someone were to come in for roof-mounted solar panels, for zoning the 
requirement is they are not expanding the footprint of their home or going over the height 
restrictions in the ordinance. There isn’t otherwise a zoning aspect to it. It’s more so electrical 
permitting. He stated the code enforcement officer will inspect those sites to ensure the panels are 
on the roof and not in the yard, but otherwise it’s not a zoning concern. It’s more so ensuring it’s 
built to code and properly installed. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he remembered talking about wind turbines and looking at decibels for 
noise. He asked the commissioners if they were all on the same page to do nothing in regard to 
adopting a CREO or renewable energy ordinance. 
 
Goris Passchier stated he had a comment first, about the discussion on public perception and 
reactions. He stated he wondered if the township was ever proactive to see what the reaction is 
going to be for different projects. He stated for example in sales, they have their presentation, but 
they already know ahead of time what the potential reactions are going to be. He wondered if the 
township had ever gone through that process. 
 
Chairman Samy stated he did not know if they ever would have done that. He stated the township 
has arranged a couple surveys in the past. He stated there was a township-wide survey related to 
the Master Plan that garnered over one thousand responses out of 55,000 residents. He stated other 
surveys have resulted in fewer responses. He stated the question starts to become if they were to 
post a survey on Facebook or the township website, some residents will respond, but the survey 
won’t be scientific at all. 
 
Goris Passchier stated he was more so asking if the township has ever prepared for the reaction of 
the public. He stated knowing what the public’s reaction is going to be will help the township 
prepare to respond to it. 
 
Chairman Samy stated that would always be helpful. He stated sometimes they get caught off 
guard. He stated there was one situation where an Airbnb application came to the Planning 
Commission to request to have a bed and breakfast essentially, but it was in a neighborhood that 
had an HOA and there were news crews, every seat in the board room was filled. He stated they 
had no idea it would turn into something that big. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated the county sheriff even checked in to make sure the commissioners felt 
safe. 
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Jessica Ulberg stated she really appreciated Jeannine Bolhouse in that meeting because her legal 
background helped to curb unrest by the HOA members. She stated the Planning Commission has 
to follow the ordinance, but they can’t enforce an HOA’s rules. 
 
Chairman Samy stated there was a big public presence during meetings about Grand Rapids 
Gravel as well. He stated the Planning Commission typically does not get big reactions and that 
it’s more so the Township Board, and the backlash usually occurs on Facebook. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated there is an element of cowardice involved when people hide behind 
computer screens. They don’t have to say things to people’s faces, they don’t have to stand up and 
give an opinion. She stated people can be ill-informed, so it makes it difficult to prepare for what 
they’re going to respond with because the commissioners do their research and have informed 
decisions. She stated it is difficult to respond when people didn’t do research or didn’t listen to 
any of the opinions and discussion had by commissioners. She stated people often have already 
formed an opinion and they just want to be mad. 
 
Tom Healy stated the biggest concern about what’s happening in Blendon Township with the 
battery storage facility seems to be that people think there will be a toxic event. 
 
Goris Passchier stated the reality is people don’t quite trust what they are being presented. He gave 
the example of being a Vietnam veteran being exposed to Agent Orange. And that’s the mindset of 
many people; they’re concerned about toxins. 
 
Chairman Samy stated the nice thing about being on the Planning Commission is they are not 
elected so they don’t have to take actions to get themselves re-elected. The goal is to give the 
Board as much sound advice as they can. They can take big topics like renewable energy and give 
the Board the reality of the situation. He stated the Planning Commission does not want to be 
political and is designed to be neutral. 
 
Tom Healy stated in order to make an ordinance what they want it to be, the renewable energy 
operators wouldn’t come to the township anyway. It would be too unworkable, and they would 
bypass the township. 
 
The discussion on renewable energy ordinances ended and the ZA spoke to the Planning 
Commission about a situation that came up at the Zoning Board of Appeals meeting. He stated a 
potential ordinance change may come of it. He stated he’s writing language for it that will be 
presented to the Planning Commission at the next meeting, during which the Planning 
Commission can then vote to initiate an ordinance amendment or not. He stated it is in regard to 
the uses allowed in the Industrial zoning district and a couple definitions. He stated they will talk 
more about it at the next meeting. He informed the commissioners of upcoming trainings being 
put on by the Michigan Association of Planners if they were interested in going. The ZA also 
brought up how he has been getting a number of calls from residents wanting to replace their 
lawns with rocks. They want to tear out their grass lawns. He stated it was likely spurred on from 
the water rate increase. He stated the ordinance is very vague. It states homeowners “shall install a 
lawn or other type of ground cover.” The general definition of “ground cover” includes rocks. He 
stated he did not think the ordinance is strong enough to enforce on properties that have already 
replaced their lawns with rocks. He stated he did not have an opinion either way, but stated it may 
be a good idea to better define what a lawn is, what counts as ground cover, and what doesn’t.

Chairman Samy stated he understood the concern with rocks though. He wondered what type of 
rocks they were looking at. He stated if it was pea gravel, it could get all over the roads and in 
storm drains. He was concerned about that. 
 
Jessica Ulberg stated there is a home in the township that has a complete beach volleyball court in 
their entire backyard so they have no grass, just sand. She gave another example of a property in 
the township that already has their front yard being entirely rocks. 
 
The ZA stated the way the ordinance is currently written, there is no violation of the Ordinance. 
 
Goris Passchier stated they need to identify what a “lawn” is. He stated Las Vegas is all rocks, 
which is natural for that area. However in Georgetown, an all-rock yard would not be natural to 
the area and felt it would be a negative aspect. He also stated rocks can be thrown. He stated at one 
time Meijer used to have rocks around their trees, but they got rid of them because it was a 
security risk. He stated they could identify it as “vegetation” instead of a lawn, and then identify 
which types of vegetation can be planted here. 
 
The ZA stated they don’t currently have a list of vegetation that can be planted in Georgetown. He 
stated from the code enforcement side it can be difficult. He gave an example of a resident who 
had weeds in their front yard, so the township sent them a letter saying they needed to be removed. 
The resident spoke to the ZA and sent him a list of all the plants in the front yard, saying they 
were not weeds, and they were specific varieties of plants. So, it can be difficult to enforce. 
 
Chairman Samy stated the ordinance has regulations about houses needing to have a certain 
amount of square footage; they could possibly do the same thing with grass or rock. He stated 
there are also whole neighborhoods that have so much concrete in their backyards for patios or 
pools that it’s creating groundwater issues because rain can’t seep into the ground. 
 
Jessica Ulberg stated people could put in turf. 
 
The ZA stated here is one all-turf property in the township, and Chairman Samy stated there’s a 
business which has that too. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated she would be interested in what they come up with about regulating how 
much concrete could be on a property, because she felt it was difficult to enforce. Each lot is 
slightly different, drainage is a factor, and where do they start measuring the lot from, do they 
include the sidewalk, etc… 
 
Goris Passchier stated having the ordinance is one thing and enforcement is another, unless every 
ordinance needs to be enforceable. 
 
Jeannine Bolhouse stated her point was consistency. Everyone’s property is different. She stated 
she didn’t want to create an administrative nightmare for the ZA and for residents being able to 
read the ordinance and implement it.

GEORGETOWN CHARTER TOWNSHIP 
PARK USE PERMIT AND AGREEMENT 

 
FOR VALUABLE CONSIDERATION, the sufficiency and receipt of which is hereby 

acknowledged, GEORGETOWN CHARTER TOWNSHIP, a Michigan charter township, with its 

offices located at 1515 Baldwin Street, Jenison, Michigan 49428 (the “Township”), and 

DAYBREAK COMMUNITY CHURCH, a Michigan Domestic Nonprofit Corporation, with its 

offices located at 3501 Baldwin Street, Hudsonville, Michigan 49426, (the “Applicant”), do 

hereby agree as follows: 

RECITALS 

A.​ Rosewood Park (the “Park”) is a public park under the jurisdiction and control of 

the Township. 

B.​ The Applicant would like to hold a charity event that will be called the “Saturday 

Slip N’ Slide Event” (the “Event”), or similar name, within the Park on Friday, August 14, 2026, 

from 8:00 am to 6:30 pm for setup. The afternoon of Saturday, August 15, 2026, from 8:00 am 

until 5:00 pm.  

C.​ The Event will essentially involve temporarily installing plastic on a hill, with 

water running down the plastic, so kids and adults can slide down the hill, together with other 

associated on-site events.  

D.​ Any monetary proceeds from the Event, that exceed the costs and expenses of 

holding the Event, will be donated by the Applicant to a bona fide, not-for-profit, charity, or 

charities, within 60 days of the ending of the Event. 

E.​ The Applicant agrees to bear any and all costs, expenses of holding the Event, 

insurance requirements, liabilities, and other matters associated with or arising out of the Event.  



F.​ The parties intend that neither the Township, nor its taxpayers, shall have to bear 

any of the costs, expenses, or liabilities associated with the Event. 

G.​ The applicant shall provide all items, setup, equipment, products, services, and 

support necessary for the Event, including, but not limited to, the slide (and components thereof), 

insurance, security, volunteers, portable bathroom facilities, trash collection, parking supervision, 

water supply, and cleanup. 

AGREEMENT 

​ The parties agree as follows: 

1.​ Permit. This Agreement shall also constitute the permit from the Township to the 

Applicant to allow the Events to occur within the Park on Friday, August 14, 2026, from 8:00 am 

to 6:30 pm for set up and the afternoon of Saturday, August 15, 2026, from 8:00 am until 5:00 

pm. 

2.​ Not for Profit. The Applicants have represented that any and all profit, or 

revenues, that might be left over from the Event, after the payment of all costs and expenses, will 

be donated to a bona fide charity or charities. All such monies must be donated by the Applicant 

to such charity or charities within 60 days after the end of the Event. 

3.​ Site Plan. The Applicant shall submit a written site plan for Township approval 

for the Event on or before June 8, 2026, which shall contain and show, at a minimum, all of the 

following: 

(a)​ The layout of the Event and the Park for the day of the Event. 

(b)​ All food booths, temporary structures, portable toilets, and similar items. 

(c)​ Parking areas. 

(d)​ Security areas. 
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(e)​ The general layout of the slide and water supply. 

(f)​ Public address system, music, and amplifier locations. 

All components of the Event shall comply not only with this Agreement, but also with the 

site plan approved by the Township. 

4.​ Responsibility of the Applicant. All matters associated with the Event, including 

the plastic slide (and appurtenances), security, transportation, parking, trash pickup and removal, 

portable toilets, water supply, safety, insurance, medical aide, crowd control, all setup, and 

cleanup, shall be provided and handled by the Applicant in a reasonable fashion and shall be the 

sole responsibility of the Applicant. 

5.​ Traffic Control. Traffic control shall be the responsibility of the Applicant. While 

the Applicant may utilize assistance from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department, if such 

assistance is not forthcoming, or is not sufficient, the Applicants shall be fully responsible for 

hiring and paying for the appropriate private security guards, or the equivalent, to properly, 

lawfully, and reasonably control traffic, not only to and from the Park, but within the Park 

attributable to the Event. 

6.​ Transportation. Any necessary coordinated transportation to and from the Event 

shall be the responsibility of the Applicant. While the Applicant may utilize the assistance of a 

licensed transportation specialist, the Applicant is ultimately responsible for such transportation. 

Any bus transportation or bus parking must be properly coordinated by the Applicant with traffic 

control and parking on-site or off-site.  

7.​ Security. The Applicant is responsible for providing security for the Event. The 

Applicant should coordinate security with the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department. 
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8.​ Restroom Facilities. The Applicant shall provide a reasonable number of clean 

portable toilets for the Event, to supplement the existing restroom facilities at the Park, which 

shall be removed promptly after the Event.  

9.​ Trash and Litter. The Applicant is responsible for the immediate pickup of all 

trash and waste and properly disposing of the same off-site. The Applicant shall provide a 

sufficient number of waste receptacles throughout the Park during the Event and shall have such 

receptacles regularly and lawfully emptied. 

10.​ Water Supply. The Township will supply water to the hill for the plastic slides, as 

well as water for other activities related to the Event, via two water meters that will be attached 

to fire hydrants. The cost for the water shall be reimbursed by the Applicant to the Township. In 

addition, the Applicant shall provide lawful potable water supplies throughout the Event, 

whether by bottled water or otherwise, at no cost to patrons. 

11.​ Food Booths. The Applicant shall be responsible for setting up, removing, and 

staffing any temporary food booths in the Park for the Event, including ensuring that such food 

booths meet all applicable Ottawa County Health Department, State of Michigan, and other 

health requirements.  

12.​ Medical Aide. The Applicant shall be responsible for providing all reasonable and 

necessary emergency medical aid for the Event to cover any eventuality, including, but not 

limited to, accidents, injuries, and risks of bodily harm. 

13.​ Volunteers. The Applicant shall be responsible for providing a sufficient number 

of volunteers on site for the Event to comply with this Agreement, and to also make the Event a 

safe and reasonable activity.

14.​ Music, Entertainment, and Amplification Systems. Any music, entertainment, or 

amplification system to be used during the Event shall be the responsibility of the Applicant and 

shall receive the prior approval of the Township beforehand. 

15.​ Liability Insurance. For the Event (as well as setup and cleanup), the Applicant 

shall keep in full force and effect a liability insurance policy provided by an insurance company 

deemed acceptable by the Township with at least the following minimum limits: 

General Liability Insurance ---------------------- General Aggregate $2,000.000.00 

Automobile/Vehicle Liability -------------- Combined Single Limit $2,000,000.00 

Workers’ Compensation ----------------------- Combined Single Limit $100,000.00 

or the amount required by law (whichever is greater) 

​ Such insurance shall not be cancelable without at least 30 days' prior written notice to the 

Township. In addition, the Township shall be named as a co-insured, or additional insured, on the 

insurance policy, and shall be provided with proof of such insurance coverage at least 45 days 

before the date of the Event.  

16.​ Damage to the Park. The Applicant shall make all good faith efforts to prevent 

any damage to the Park regarding the Event, including, but not limited to, vandalism, destruction 

of the lawn or sod, damage to park structures, damage to the restroom facilities, and damage to 

parking areas. The Applicant shall be liable to the Township and shall reimburse the Township 

for any and all destruction, damage, or injury caused within the Park, including to any park 

structure, building, tree, turf, sod, grass, landscaping, structure, fence, or building. If damage 

occurs to landscaping, sod, the lawn, or similar items, at the Township’s option and discretion, 

the Township may allow a contractor of the Applicant to repair the damage, but any such repair 
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must be approved in writing by the Township beforehand and must be completed to the 

Township’s satisfaction. 

17.​ Deposit. At least 45 days before the Event, the Applicant shall deposit with the 

Township the sum of $1,000, which shall be held by the Township until any and all damages 

caused to the Park, violations of this Agreement that are material, remaining trash, cleanup, or 

any other matter or liability arising out of, or related to the Event, have been fully resolved. Such 

deposit shall be returned to the Applicant, without interest, if no such problem(s) occur, or a 

reduced amount shall be returned to the Applicant, without interest, if a portion of the $1,000 

deposit is retained to repair any damage done to the Park, cover any costs to the Township, or 

reimburse the Township for any liability arising out of the Event.  

18.​ Township Approval. Any and all aspects of the Event must be approved by the 

Township beforehand. No structure, item, use, or activity associated with the Event may occur in 

the Park without prior Township approval.  

19.​ Release, Indemnification, and Hold Harmless Provisions.  

(a)​ The Township assumes no responsibility for any loss or damage to items 

of personal or other property suffered by the Applicant, or by any person in attendance at 

the Event. The Applicant (and the Applicant’s invitees) use the Park at his/her/their own 

risk and they all hereby release the Township (as well as the Township’s employees, 

officials, officers, and agents) for, from, and against any and all liabilities, claims, causes 

of action, damages, and similar matters regarding or arising out of the use of the Park or 

the Event. Valuable or rare items should be insured or guarded by the Applicant. The 

Township assumes no responsibility or liability for any item(s) left, kept, or possessed 

while in the Park. 
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(b)​ The Applicant shall release, indemnify, defend, hold harmless, and 

reimburse the Township (as well as its officers, officials, employees, and agents) for, 

from, and against any and all injuries, damages, liabilities, lawsuits, causes of action, 

attorney fees, costs, or similar matters that might arise out of, be caused by, or be related 

to the use of the Park or the Event (or by the Applicant’s invitees). 

(c)​ The Applicant shall be responsible for any and all damage to the Park and 

all Park items, structures, lawns, and foliage arising out of or related to the Event. The 

Applicants shall be responsible for the repair or replacement costs of any and all damaged 

or lost Township property. 

(d)​ The Applicants hereby releases, waives, and discharges the Township (as 

well as the Township’s employees, officers, officials, and agents) for, from, and against 

any liability, cause of action, claim, attorney fees, or costs related in any way to the 

Applicant’s use of the Park or arising out of the Event. Furthermore, the Applicant 

assumes all responsibility and liability for any bodily injury, death, or property damage 

arising out of the Event or at the Park.  

(e)​ The Applicant shall have all of its workers and volunteers sign any 

liability release forms before the Event as required by the Township. 

20.​ No Alcohol. No wine, beer, spirits, or alcoholic beverage shall be sold, possessed, 

given, or consumed within the Park or at the Event.  

21.​ Compliance with all Rules, Ordinances, and Laws. The Applicant shall comply 

with all rules governing the Park, as well as any and all applicable Township ordinances, County 

Health Department requirements, and State laws.  
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22.​ Termination. The Township reserves the right to cancel this permit, and to prevent 

the Event from occurring, at any time up to the time and date of the Event if any of the following 

occur:  

(a)​ The Applicant is in material breach of this Agreement. 

(b)​ It reasonably appears that the Applicant is not able to meet their 

obligations under this Agreement with regard to security, traffic control, volunteers, or 

other support services for the Event.  

(c)​ The Township determines that the Event will not be reasonably safe. 

23.​ Non-assignability. This Agreement (and the permit issued hereunder) is not 

assignable or transferable by the Applicant.  

24.​ Compliance with any Order by any Township or Police Official. The Applicant 

shall comply with any and all reasonable requests or demands by the Township or the Ottawa 

Sheriff’s Department, with regard to crowd control, traffic control, parking, and safety regarding 

the Event.

The Applicant shall be responsible for cleaning up the Park immediately 

after the Event. All cleanup shall be fully completed by 10:00 am on the morning of Sunday, 

August 16, 2026. Furthermore, the Park, and surrounding areas, shall be cleaned up and repaired 

to as good of state as the Park, and surrounding areas, was in prior to the date of the Event.  

28.​ Open and Equal Access. The Applicant shall permit equal and unobstructed 

access to the Event without regard to race, color, sex, religious creed, handicap status, or national 

origin.  

29.​ Amendment. This Agreement cannot be amended, changed, or altered except in 

writing and signed by all parties.

1. INSPECTION OF LOCATIONS – Before submitting a bid, bidders shall be expected 

to examine all the locations specified herein where work is to be performed and 
become satisfied as to the existing conditions under which a contractor will be 
obliged to operate, that may affect the work under this contract.  No allowances 
shall be made in this connection on behalf of the bidder and/or contract, for any 
negligence on their part. 

 
2. INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS – The contractor must provide to the Township an 

insurance certificate BEFORE any work for the Township may begin.  All insurance 
policies and certificates must include an endorsement providing ten (10) days prior 
written notice to the Township of cancellation or reduction of coverage.  The 
contractor shall cease operations on the occurrence of any such cancellation or 
reduction and shall not resume operations until new insurance is in force. 



 
Worker’s Compensation Insurance – Certification that contractor carries 
Worker’s Compensation Insurance at State of Michigan statutory limits. 
 
General Liability coverage for the scope of the project shall be provided to protect 
the Township.  Georgetown Township shall be named on each policy as an 
additional named insured.

3. AWARD  
 
Upon notification of contract award by the Township, the contractor shall submit to 
the Administrator documentation as may be requested or required hereunder.  
Upon their receipt and subsequent approval by the Township, the Administrator will 
contact the contractor and inform them when they may proceed. 

 
4. CONTRACT ADMINISTRATOR AND COORDINATOR 

 
The Superintendent, or their designated representative, shall be the Contract 
Administrator herein referred to as the “Administrator.”  The Administrator will audit 
invoices, approve payments, and will generally be responsible for overseeing the 
execution of the contract.

5. CONTRACTOR STATUS 
 
The contractor and his/her employees at all times shall be considered as an 
independent contractor, and not as Township employees.  As an independent 
contractor, the contractor’s payment under this contract shall not be subject to any 
withholding for tax, social security, or other purposes; nor shall the contractor or 
his/her employees be entitled to sick leave, pension benefits, vacation, medical 
benefits, life insurance, or unemployment compensation or the like from the 
Township. 
The contractor shall exercise all supervisory control and general control over all 
day- to- day operations of his/her employees including control over worker’s duties.  
The contractor shall also be responsible for payment of all wages to employees, 
taxes and fringe benefits, and shall discipline employees as needed, including 
hiring and firing. 
 

6. CANCELLATION OPTION 
 

The Township reserves the right to cancel the contract by giving thirty (30) days 
written notice to the contractor.  If cancellation is for default of contract due to non-
performance, the contract may be canceled without notice. The contractor may 
cancel the contract by giving the Township thirty (30) days written notice of such 
intention.  
All notices are effective upon the date of mailing. 

 
7. TEMPORARY CLOSING 

 
Should emergency conditions arise which would necessitate closing of the facility 
for a period of time, the contract may be suspended or altered.  A negotiated 
temporary agreement shall be worked out should this situation occur.  It is not the 
intent of the Township to close any property for other than emergency and/or 
reconstruction reasons. 
 

8. DEFAULT 
 
Non-Acceptable conditions 

   
If an inspection, by the Administrator or the Coordinator, reveals that the 
contractor’s work results in any non-acceptable maintenance condition the 
following steps will be taken: 

 
1. The Administrator at the time of the first occurrence shall call a meeting with the 

Coordinator and the contractor to review the condition. 
 

2. Should a second occurrence develop, a second meeting will be held. A letter of 
warning will follow. 

 
3. Should a third occurrence develop, a written notice or termination will be sent 

to the contractor. 



 
In the event of such termination, the Township may deem appropriate to perform 
service similar to those so terminated.  The contractor shall be liable for any excess 
cost for such services.  The contractor shall not be liable for any increase in cost if 
failure to perform the contract arises out of any cause beyond his/her control and 
without his/her fault or negligence.  
 
 

9. CONTRACT MODIFICATIONS 
 
The Township reserves the right to increase or decrease service, or make any 
changes necessary, at any time during the duration of this contract, or any 
negotiated extension thereof. 

 
Price adjustments due to any of the foregoing changes shall be based on a pro-
rated basis based on this contract.  Prices for extra work requested during this 
contract which are not part of this contract will be negotiated at the time of 
occurrence. 

 
Changes of any nature after contract award, which reflects an increase or decrease 
in requirements of cost, shall require a written change of service to be issued by the 
Administrator. 

 
10. QUESTIONS

11. LAWS, ORDINANCES, AND REGULATIONS 

 
The contractor shall keep himself/herself fully informed and comply with all local, 
state, and federal laws, ordinances, and regulations. 
 

12. PERMITS AND LICENSES 
 

Any permits, licenses, certificates, or fees required for the performance of the work 
shall be obtained and paid for by the contractor.  A copy of the contractor’s 
pesticide license and certification must be submitted with the bid. Applicators 
should have five (5) years of experience. 
 

13. INDUSTRY RULES AND CODES 
 

All work shall be done in compliance with the applicable rules of the industry which 
shall be considered as included in these specifications, shall comply with all local 
and state codes, and be approved by the Township prior to use. 
 
 
 



14. PROTECTION OF PROPERTY  
 

The contractor shall be responsible for protecting and preserving from damage any 
and all facilities, public and private, which are adjacent to the area where the work 
is being performed.  If any damage is done to “off target” plant material, the plant or 
plants shall be replaced with an approved specimen at no cost to the Township. 

 
15. TIME AND PROGRESS 

 
It is understood and agreed that “time is of the essence,” in respect to the work 
contemplated herein, and the contractor agrees to do the work covered by the 
contract in conformity with the provisions set forth herein and to complete any work 
required under the contract within the shortest reasonable period of time.   
 

16. EQUIPMENT AND MATERIALS, INSPECTION AND LIABILITY 
 

The Administrator and Coordinator shall have the right to inspect all equipment and 
material which is to be used in carrying out the terms of this contract.  Any such 
equipment or materials which do not comply with local, State, and Federal codes or 
with this contract may be rejected by the Township.   
 
Contractors should note that the cemetery stone height is approximately 36” tall in 
at least 1/3 of the cemetery. 

 
17. SAFETY EQUIPMENT, PROPER CLOTHING, AND APPEARANCE 

 
All personnel working on grounds shall be responsible for wearing safety equipment 
as per MIOSHA and MDOT requirements and proper clothing such as long sleeve 
shirts, long pants, rubber gloves, and boots.  All personnel shall maintain a clean 
and neat appearance.

V. SCOPE OF WORK AND SEPARATION OF RESPONSIBILITIES 

 
1. CONTRACTOR GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES AND REQUIREMENTS 

 
The contractor shall be responsible for the satisfactory and complete execution of 
the work in accordance with the true intent of the specifications.  He/she shall 
provide, without extra charge, all incidental items required as part of the work even 
though not particularly specified or indicated. 

 
 
 



2. DAMAGES 
 

The contractor shall be held liable for all damages done as a result of his/her 
operation to fixed objects such as signs, posts, buildings, and all vegetation, 
including turf, trees, shrubs, and desirable natural growth.  Damage shall include 
among other things: skinning, scraping, limbing, or gouging of trees or shrubs, and 
rutting, scalping or tearing of turf. 

 
Cost associated with damage caused by the contractor to plant material will be 
assessed based on current M.F.P.A. Michigan Tree Evaluation guidelines. 
 
All turf damage repairs shall be made by the contractor in accordance with Section 
6.53 and 8.21 of the 1990 Standard Specifications for Construction, and as herein 
specified. Only friable topsoil shall be used to fill any depressions, ruts, etc., prior 
to seeding.  Seed will only be allowed during the seasonal limitation periods.   
 
All other property damage will be assessed for actual replacement costs including 
labor, materials, and equipment. 
 
The contractor shall be billed for all costs related to damage caused by his/her 
operation. 

 
3. CONTRACTOR TO FURNISH 

 
A. All transportation 

 
B. All equipment and necessary supplies including but not limited to spreaders 

and sprayers. 
 

The equipment furnished by the contractor for fertilizing must be in good repair 
and shall be maintained so as to produce accurate and even applications at all 
times.   

 
C. Under no circumstances shall the Township be responsible for any theft, 

vandalism, or damage to the contractor’s equipment due to obstacles 
encountered during the work to be performed under this contract. 

 
VI. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS 

 
1. APPLICATIONS 

 
A. Prior to starting any applications, the contractor shall contact the Coordinator, or 

their designated representative for approval. 
 

B. All elements of the fertilization cycle shall be completed the same day they are 
started.  No partial application will be allowed unless the weather forces delays.  If 
rain or wet turf conditions exist, contractor shall finish cycle as soon as favorable. 

 



C. Equipment and supplies may not be stored overnight or for extended periods of time 
on township property. 

 
D. No applications are to be done on Saturdays or Sundays, unless approval is 

obtained from the Administrator or Coordinator.  No applications will be allowed on 
holidays or holiday weekends from 3:00 p.m. Friday until 8:00 a.m. Tuesday. 

 
E. No empty fertilizer bags or herbicide containers are to be left on township 

properties or in Township dumpsters. 
 

2. SPECIFICATIONS 
 
A four (4) application program applying at least 3.25-4 lbs. of nitrogen per year.  All 
fertilizers applied to Township areas must contain no phosphorous. 
 
April 15-30:   Fertilizer with Crabgrass Control 
 
Application of a minimum 15-0-0, 30% S3, and 0.13% Dimension Crabgrass pre-
emergent.  Applying at least 3/4# of nitrogen per 1000 sq. ft. 
 
May 31-June 15:   Fertilizer with Broadleaf Weed Control 
 
Application of a minimum 28-0-3, 50% S3, and 20% Organic.  Applying at least 1# of 
nitrogen per 1,000 sq. ft. Broadleaf weed control herbicide will be applied during this 
time with spot treatment as needed. 
 
July 15 – August 1:   Summer Fertilizer with Merit Grub Control 
 
Application of a minimum 21-0-4, 50% S3, and 0.20% Merit grub control.  This 
application is to be applied with 3/4# of nitrogen per 1,000 sq. ft.  
 
September 15-October 1:  Fall Application 
 
Application of a minimum 28-0-3, 50% S3, and 20% Organic.  Applying at least 3/4# of 
nitrogen per 1,000 sq. ft.  Broadleaf weed control herbicide will be applied during this 
time as a blanket application. 

 
 
The contractor shall be further responsible for applying material at the correct time for 
maximization of effect, and for measuring the properties and applying the proper 
amount of herbicide and/or fertilizer to the entire property. 
 

3. RE-APPLICATION 
 

The contractor is responsible for re-application of herbicide, at no cost to the township, 
if herbicide is washed off due to rain or if an improper rate is used. 

 
 



VII. METHOD OF PAYMENT 
 

The completed work will be paid for at the contract unit price for the following contract 
items, which shall be payment in full for all labor, equipment, and materials required to 
satisfactorily complete the work described therein. 
 
The contractor shall furnish an invoice, in duplicate, for services rendered for each 
application period for their labor and equipment. 

 
        The invoice shall contain, if applicable, adjustments for additions, deletions, or change  
        in service.  The Township will pay the monthly invoice amount in accordance with the  
        bid.  Payments may be delayed up to 30 days after submittal of the invoice. 

 
        The contractor shall save, hold harmless, and indemnify Georgetown Charter Township  
        and all of its officers, agents, and employees against all claims for damages to public or  
        private property and for injuries to persons arising out of and during the project and to  
        the completion of the work.  The undersigned, as bidder, declares that he/she has  
        familiarized him/herself with the location of the proposed work and the conditions  
        under which it must be carried out.  The bidder has also carefully examined the  
        documents and specifications, which he/she understands and accepts as sufficient for  
        the purpose of completing the said work and agrees that he/she will contract with the  
        Township, to furnish labor, materials, tools, and equipment necessary to do all the work  
        specified.  

 
        The agreement is the only agreement between the parties.  The parties have not agreed  
        either verbally or in writing to any other terms or conditions not contained in this  
        document.

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1. Definitions 
 

1.1 Definitions Incorporated by Reference 
 
The terms used in this Fire Department Personnel Policies and Procedures Manual shall be defined 
using the same definitions from the Georgetown Charter Township’s Personnel Policies and 
Procedures Manual, unless otherwise indicated herein. 

 
1.2 Additional Definitions 

 
“Fire Chief” shall mean the position of the Fire Chief, as appointed by the Township Board for 
Georgetown Charter Township. 

 
“Firefighter(s)” shall mean all full-time uniformed employees of the Georgetown Township Fire 
Department that are employed for fire prevention and fire suppression purposes (but may also be 
tasked with providing certain emergency medical services or support). The position of Firefighter 
is considered non-exempt under the Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA). Unless otherwise indicated, 
the term “Firefighter(s)” shall not include the Fire Chief nor any paid -on-call employees of the 
Fire Department. 

 
“24-Hour Firefighter(s)” shall mean any full-time Firefighter(s) that is/are typically and normally 
assigned to work shifts of 24 hours in length, pursuant to this Manual. A 24-Hour Firefighter can 
still meet this definition notwithstanding the fact that he or she, on occasion or temporarily, works 
shifts of lengths other than 24 hours. 

 
“40-Hour Firefighter(s)” shall mean any full-time Firefighter(s) that is/are typically and normally 
assigned to work weeks of 40 hours in total, pursuant to this Manual. A 40-Hour Firefighter can 
still meet this definition notwithstanding the fact the he or she, on occasion or temporarily, works 
more or fewer than 40 hours in a week. 

 
“Fire Station(s)” shall mean, unless otherwise indicated, every fire station or office operated and 
maintained by the Georgetown Township Fire Department, in furtherance of its operations and 
duties, to include garages/bays for staging vehicles, living quarters, sleeping quarters, and meal 
preparation and eating quarters. The term “Fire Station” shall include but shall not be limited to, 
the following facilities: 

• Fire Station 1, located at 1415 44th Street SW, Hudsonville, MI 49426 
• Fire Station 2, located at 7518 Church Court, Jenison, MI 49428 
• Fire Station 3, located at 7480 36th Ave., Hudsonville, MI 49426 

 
1.3 Incorporation by Reference of Personnel Policies and Procedures Manual 

 
All Firefighters and employees of the Fire Department are otherwise subject to the terms and 
conditions of the Georgetown Charter Township Personnel Policies and Procedures Manual, 
except to the extent there is a conflict with any policy or procedure found in this Manual. To the 
extent of any conflict, the terms of this Manual shall control. 
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This Manual is not intended to be the exclusive list of policies and procedures for the Fire 
Department or for Fire Department employees. The Fire Department and the Township reserve the 
right to alter, amend, add to, delete, or otherwise change any policies and procedures found within 
this Manual, at any time, and without prior notice. The Fire Department and the Township may 
enact additional policies and procedures for the Fire Department, in addition to the policies and 
procedures found in this Manual. 

 
2.1 Full-Time Firefighter Scheduling 

 

2.2 24-Hour Scheduling 
 
Firefighters assigned to work 24-hour shifts (i.e., 24-Hour Firefighters) will be assigned a “Kelly 
Schedule.” For purposes of this policy, a “Kelly Schedule” will be defined to mean the following 
Work Pattern: Work, rest, work, rest, work, rest, rest, rest, rest (i.e., a 24-hour shift, 24 off, 24 on, 
24 off, 24 on, 4 days off). Employees assigned to 24-hours shift schedules will be compensated 
based on working 2,912 hours per year. Each 24-hour shift shall start each day at 0700 and 
conclude at 0700 the following day. 

 
Firefighters will be assigned to certain shift schedules by the Fire Department, on a rotating basis. 
Shifts will be scheduled by the Fire Chief (or his or her designee), based upon the needs of the Fire 
Department. 

 
2.3 40-Hour Scheduling 

 
Firefighters may also be assigned to work 40-hour work weeks (i.e., “40-Hour Firefighters”). 40- 
Hour Firefighters will be scheduled based on working 2,080 hours per year. 40-Hour Firefighters 
shall have their schedules set by the Fire Chief (or his or her designee). Variations from the normal 
workday or work week may vary and may only be implemented with the consent and at the 
discretion of the Fire Chief (or his or her designee). 

 
2.4 Overtime Scheduling 

 
All employees are required to work overtime upon the request of the Fire Chief or their supervisor, 
based upon the needs of the Fire Department. Employees shall be paid one and one-half times their 
regular rate of pay for all overtime hours worked , subject to the terms of Section 4.6 of the 
Township’s Personnel Policies & Procedures Manual. There will be no pyramiding of overtime. 
Unless specifically approved by the Fire Chief, full-time employees will not work as paid on-call 
volunteers by responding to calls beyond their normal work shift. 

 
The Fire Department reserves the right to call back Firefighters if the need arises. To the greatest 
extent possible, calling back Firefighters and holding over Firefighters after the scheduled end of 
their shifts shall be limited to genuine emergencies and unusual circumstances. 

 
The Fire Department shall make all reasonable efforts to have employees receive at least 24 hours 
of continuous time off following any shift that is (or is longer than) 24 hours in length. Part-time 
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and paid-on-call firefighters shall be utilized to the greatest extent possible to avoid calling in full- 
time Firefighters to backfill a shift. 

 
2.5 Overtime Calculations for Full-Time Firefighters 

 
In accordance with Section 7(k) of the Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA), 24-Hour Firefighters 
will work 28-day work periods. In accordance with the FLSA, full-time firefighters will be paid 
the overtime rate of one-and-one-half of their regular hour rate of pay for every hour worked 
beyond 212 hours in the span of a 28-day work period. 

 
2.6 Trading Shifts 

 
With the prior approval and in the sole discretion of the Fire Chief (or his or her designee), 24- 
Hour Firefighters may trade shifts, with the written consent of all employees involved. If 
employees tradeshifts, there will be no overtime incurred by this right and there shall be no change 
in wages. 

 
2.7 Holidays 

 
All 40-Hour Firefighters shall be eligible to receive Holiday Pay during the Township’s regularly 
observed holidays, in the same manner and under the same terms and conditions as other Township 
employees. For purposes of applying the Holiday Pay benefit, 40-Hour Firefighters will receive 
eight (8) hours of Holiday Pay for recognized holidays, at the employee’s regular hourly rate of 
pay. 

 
If scheduled to work on a Holiday, a 24-Hour Firefighter shall be paid a rate of one-and-one-half 
times their hourly rate of pay. The shift that starts on the actual holiday will be compensated for 
the entire holiday (24 hours). Holidays that are recognized as ½ day off for 40-hour employees 
shall be considered a full-day holiday for 24-Hour Firefighters. There will be no pyramiding of 
overtime for purposes of implementing this policy. 

 
2.8 Daylight Savings Time 

 
All 24-Hour Firefighters shall be compensated for 24 hours of work time regardless of the 
lengthening or shortening of a day due to Daylight Savings Time. 

 
2.9 Minimum Staffing 

 
Daily minimum staffing shall be determined by the Fire Chief (or his or her designee) with the 
approval of the Township Superintendent. 

 
2.10 Seniority 

 
24-Hour Firefighters shall be entitled to accrue seniority. 24-Hour Firefighters shall begin to 
accrue seniority beginning on the date of the employee's appointment to the Georgetown Township 
Fire Department, and seniority shall be the total length of his/her continuous service with the Fire 
Department after that date. 
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Seniority shall be used for, but not limited to, the purpose of determining layoff and recall (from 
layoff) rights and the eligibility to take promotional examinations in the Department. Where more 
than one employee has been appointed on the same date, his/her seniority shall be in accordance 
with their final interview score. Seniority shall be determined by the Fire Chief (or his or her 
designee). 

 
2.11 Probationary Period 

 
The probationary period for Firefighters shall be six (6) months from the date the Firefighter 
commenced his/her full-time employment with the Fire Department. 

 
3.0      Firefighter Benefits & Insurance 

 

3.1 Benefits and Insurance 
 
Firefighters will receive the same benefits and insurance as other regular full-time Township 
employees. Firefighters will be subject to the same terms and conditions for using those benefits 
as are applicable to other Township employees, except as otherwise modified by this Handbook. 

 
3.2 24-Hour Scheduled Firefighter Leave Benefits

For purposes of applying PTO, paid sick leave, and all other forms of paid leave allowed under 
Township policy, 24-Hour Firefighters shall have all such leave time calculated in terms of a 
number of hours (rather than days). 24-Hour Firefighters who must utilize leave time to cover an 
entire scheduled shift must use 24 hours of paid leave time to cover leave for a full shift, and their 
accrued leave bank shall be deducted from accordingly. 24-Hour Firefighters may also use PTO, 
paid sick leave, or other accrued leave time to cover a part of a scheduled shift. 40-Hour 
Firefighters shall instead follow the Employee Benefits Manual. 
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3.3 Sick Leave 
 
Paid sick leave shall be accrued by all Firefighters, as outlined in the Georgetown Employee 
Benefits Manual. 

 
3.4 No Food Allowance 

 
The Fire Department does not offer food allowance to any employees. 

 
4.0 Classifications 

 

4.1 Fire Department Job Descriptions 
 

A. Job descriptions are written and maintained by the Personnel Officer. Each job 
description contains a descriptive title, summary of the responsibilities, a list of typical 
duties, essential job functions, the necessary licenses and certifications for the position, 
and the required minimum qualifications. 

 
B. Job descriptions may be reviewed annually by the Personnel Officer. In preparing (or 

updating) job descriptions, several factors will be considered: 
1. Input from supervisors; 
2. Input from employees; 
3. Consistency with other Township job descriptions; and 
4. Legal requirements 

 
C. If an employee feels his/her duties have changed during the year he/she may request in 

writing that his/her job description be reviewed to determine if any changes to the 
description are necessary. Changes will be approved to the job description only if an 
employee’s duties have changed significantly and only at the Township’s discretion. 

 
D. At the time of hire, time of promotion or transfer, or upon request, employees will be 

given a copy of their own job description. Candidates interviewed for job openings will 
also be given a copy of the job description. Duties listed in the job descriptions are 
meant as a general guide and are not all inclusive. An employee may be asked to 
perform tasks not specifically listed in their job description.

At a regular meeting of the Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township held at the 

Township offices on February 23, 2026, beginning at 7:00 p.m., the following Ordinance was 

offered for adoption by Township Board Member ___________, and was seconded by Township 

Board Member _____________: 

AN ORDINANCE TO IMPOSE A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM 
ON THE ISSUANCE OR GRANTING OF ANY ZONING 
APPROVALS, REZONINGS, PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENTS, 
SITE CONDOMINIUMS, PLATS, DEVELOPMENT (SITE) PLANS, 
PERMITS, LICENSES AND CERTAIN OTHER ZONING 
APPROVALS, AS WELL AS THE COMMENCEMENT OR 
EXPANSION OF VARIOUS DEVELOPMENTS OR PROJECTS. 

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF GEORGETOWN (the “Township”) ORDAINS: 

Section 1. Intent and Findings.   

a. The provisions of the Township’s Zoning Ordinance and Master Plan regarding 
various matters have not kept pace with development patterns, population increases 
and other matters in the Township.  

b. The Township Board for Georgetown Charter Township desires to revise and 
update the regulations and provisions within the Township’s Zoning Ordinance 
regarding rezonings, planned unit developments (“PUDs”), site condominiums, 
plats/subdivisions, development (site) plans and similar zoning matters (all 
collectively hereafter, referred to as a “Development Project” or in the plural as 
“Development Projects”). 

c. The Township and its officials have substantial concerns about the following 
matters which should potentially be addressed by amendments to the Township’s 
Zoning Ordinance as well as the enactment or amendment of other Township 
ordinances:  

(i) Whether the public water system in various portions of the Township has 
sufficient capacity to handle further development and growth, and if so, how 
or where such growth should occur. The pending Wyoming Water 
Reliability Study is anticipated to be completed by the summer of 2026 and 
is expected to influence future growth and development within the

Township. The current public water system can have its capacity exceeded 
during peak demand days. The Township must evaluate whether additional 
water storage tanks and other facilities are necessary to ensure an adequate 
and reliable public water supply for the community, which will impact 
Township planning for future growth. 

(ii) Concerns about the capacity and ability of the Georgetown Charter 
Township Fire Department to provide adequate firefighting, emergency 
rescue and other services as population and development grows within the 
Township and in various portions thereof. Emergency services are 
transitioning from the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Department to the 
Georgetown Township Fire Department. At this time, the Township has not 
yet established the anticipated response time requirements necessary to 
effectively serve the community under the new service model. The 
Township will conduct a formal evaluation of response time performance, 
service coverage, staffing levels, and resource deployment to determine 
whether adjustments are required to ensure adequate emergency service 
delivery to the community, both for now and in the future.  A Township 
water pressure evaluation also needs to be completed in the fall of 2026 to 
determine future tanks and pumps needs. 

(iii) Whether the electrical grid and electric service providers in different 
portions of the Township will be overburdened by future growth and, if so, 
how that problem can be addressed.  

(iv) The impact of increased traffic on public safety, traffic patterns and related 
matters.  

(v) The impact of anticipated future population growth within various areas of 
the Township.  

d. Imposing a moratorium, on a limited temporary basis, is reasonable and necessary 
in order to allow time for the review of potential amendments to the Zoning 
Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.  

e. During the time of this moratorium, the Township Board and the Planning 
Commission will work diligently regarding potential amendments to the Zoning 
Ordinance (and potentially other ordinances) regarding Development Projects.   

f. During this moratorium period, the Township Board and Planning Commission will 
investigate potential modifications to the Zoning Ordinance (and potentially other 
ordinances) that may establish new or prevised reasonable regulations regarding 
Development Projects.  

g. On March 19, 2025, the Township’s Planning Commission formally initiated the 
Master Plan review process. On April 28, 2025, the Township Board approved a 
contract with Williams and Works for a professional planning contract for the 
Master Plan review. The Planning Commission and Township Board continue to 
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work diligently to review the Master Plan by holding, planning and scheduling 
more meetings for discussion on the Master Plan review and to complete the 
process. This moratorium is also necessary to allow sufficient time for the Master 
Plan to be revised or replaced.  

Section 2. Administrative Action.  A moratorium is hereby imposed upon the issuance 
of any Township permit, license, zoning approval, development (site) plan, rezoning, PUD, 
variance, or similar approval for any new or expanded Development Project. During the 
moratorium term specified in this Ordinance, no Township official, employee, body, board, 
commission or agent shall issue or approve any such permit, zoning approval, development (site) 
plan, rezoning, license, PUD, variance or other approval for a Development Project.  

Section 3 No Development Project.  Except for an existing development or project 
that can proceed under Section 4 hereof, no Development Project shall be developed, expand or 
proceed to construction during this moratorium.   

Section 4. Status of a Development Project.  This moratorium shall not apply to any 
approved Development Project that has all of the following as of the effective date of this 
Ordinance:  

(a) All Township zoning and land use approvals were obtained and are still valid and 
in effect. 

(b) Has a valid Township approved development (site) plan which is still in effect.  
(c) The project is under substantial construction.  

*   *   * 

As for plats, this moratorium shall not apply to an approved overall preliminary plat and 
subsequent phases to a previously approved overall preliminary plat when such approvals occurred 
before this Ordinance became effective.  This moratorium shall not apply to final preliminary plat 
approval or final plat approval for plats that have previously obtained preliminary plat approval 
when such approvals occurred before this Ordinance became effective. 

*   *   * 

In addition, this moratorium shall not apply to any of the following:  

(i) Additions to lawfully existing houses and other buildings. Such exemption also 
includes decks, swimming pools and similar accessory structures.  

(ii) Non-zoning permits and approvals such as permits under the building codes, 
solicitation permits, business permits and similar permits.  

(iii) Sign permits.  

(iv) Any single-family residential housing development that will have a total of five (5) 
or fewer lots, parcels or site condominiums.  
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Section 5. Term of This Ordinance.  The moratorium imposed by this Ordinance shall 
remain in effect for eight (8) months following the effective date of this Ordinance or until 
amendments to Georgetown Charter Township’s ordinances regarding Development Projects 
become effective, whichever occurs first.  Prior to the expiration of this moratorium, Georgetown 
Charter Township may extend the moratorium to allow sufficient time to complete any such 
amendments to the ordinances and to finish and amend or adopt a new Master Plan. 

Section 6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency 
ordinance and shall become effective the day following its publication (or a summary hereof) in a 
newspaper of general circulation within the Township.
